Eungland®s New Fractional Currency.

No one who has done business or travelled
in England but has experienced annoyance
from the want of bank notes of small denomi-
nations. Not only Is it needtul to carry In
the pocket s groater welght of metal thun
would be the case In this eountry, but there
is no swilt and easy way ol remitting
smnll sums through the mails. There i, of
oourse, a money order system, but its prac-
tieal workings entall upon the customer a
considerable loss of time. The present Post-
master-Goenernl proposes to meet this want
by a bill ereating postal nutes, to cireulate
everywhero as a fractivonl eurrvency.

The delays attending the operation of the
money under system liave proved somowlint
less vexabtivus, it ls true, in Great Britaln
than they are here, bocause |t hing grown to
bo f custom for baukoers to recelve and eol-
loet the oeders. This is a resource, however,
only opea to business men and to those who
keop o bank aceount, and the general fncon-
venlmee resultiog trom the absence of small
bills has led to various makeshifts, Lo many
cases, doublblese, swall purchnses ave wade
with private chiocks, but those aro neeepted
with soiue reluctance, owing o rootsd
and widesproad traddtion in Eugland that to
draw a check for o smaller sutn Lhan e
pound storling iscontrary to law. The most
eMective attampt, however, Lo weat the dif-
fleulty was made by the establishmoent, six
or goven years ago, of the so-called Check
Bank. Those who donot bave a Lank ac-
count, or dislike to deaw very smull checks
on tholr own bank, cun pow wallk into any
stationer’s or drapsr’s shop in Landon and
buy o clinck on the above-named calalilish-
ment, which will tm filled up by the shup-
keeper for tho froctivoal sum required.
This check, It seams, may be posted to al-
most any part of Kurapo or of the British
possesslons, whero 4 will be cashed on sight
by most baukers and business men, The
uscfulness of this privato institution is sul-
flelently demonstrated by the fact that, not-
withstandéng the burden of the peuny
stamp duty, It has been Inlrly suceessful,
whuoreas the meoey order system hns not
Infrequently lest money,

Tho new sobeme of the British Post Oftioo
nuthorities, conbodied in the bill now pends
fug, ts8 mtendad to supersede both smnll
bank ehecks and money orders.  Thoe fumla-
mentad 4don s o lssue orders for fixed into-
gral sums, vising by short and regulae stops
fram ane shilling to & maximum of one
pound sterling. Theso notes will be lssued
with » Olank: space for the name of tho
punyee pad anothor for the namoe of the of-
llea whore they are payable. Im this, |ts
orlginal condition, ths order may be handed
abontdike papor moaoy s b will be prima
Jacie tho property of ita holder, and s
bonesfide owoor will o unnifected by its
provions history, Tt 1s distinetly provided
ot LiELhat i a postal niste beats o slg-
nature purporting o be the sigruturo of the
payre, it shall oot e nogessary to prove
bk Lhe recclpt wis slgood &5 him, or uns
dur his authority.

The most declslve objection to this soheme
of postsl notes s pointed out by the
Economiat, Statiat, and other Hnanelal au-
thorities, This I8 that the bill empowera
the Post OfMee to ereate n paper curroncy
without providing corresponding gunran-
toes for o motallic reserve, It isestimated
that the sum pald over for the postal notes
would, at the outset, reach two or theeo
millions stevling, while tho cireulation might
goon muount to twenty milllous, There are
no regulations for the custody or disposal of
this large sum of money, nor is It casy to
geo by what contrlvances an adequate cash
reserve could bo kopt at ench of nearly six
thousand money order offices, As n matter
of fact, however, there I8 uo provision for
any matallie reserve at all. Prol. Jevoss
probably expresses the oplulon of every
sound cconomist when he says that if the
English people are to have an unlimited cir-
culation of one-pound bank bills apd small
fraetioonl notes, that currency must be
Issued under conditions clearly defined by
statute, and necoptable to the flonoolnl cum-
mon seuso of the country,
