The forty days of travel and observation
ghiel Tenjoyed in France and England, aod
gulch ended when I took the Inman stenmship
gt Liverpool that reached here w low doys
a0, wore [ull of novalty, surprise, Interest, sug-
gratlon, mod benefir. Oune who sees thees coun-
irles. s 1 than saw them, for the first tinie, fndas
ihat bis hins many preconceived notions to cor-
et atid that neither the books he hinw read
wir tho uarratives he hias beard binve enabled
dm to nppretend thelr features or their life.
the French republie, the French peoplo, and
e eity of Paris, had o apecial and peculinr in-
wrest for me; and from the hour at which I
heded at Caulais to that at which I left it for
Dover, tie scenes and experiences wero of over
mryiog gest, while some gf them, especlully
iosa at Fontaineblenu, were of euchantment
deyond anything I had ever fancied.

In Parls, of course, I made It my business to
o the things of ordinary and extracrdinary
ptereai—=the palnces, temples, monumenis,
palieries, llbraries, parks, mugecumas, trovhies,
welont epolls, and modern worke, The duys of
1month were ull too few to allow mora than a
sty glnnoe ot them; and ons might spend
profitable years of study In many a place to
shich 1 eould give but a few hours. Of all
theso things I shall have nothing to say ln the
low current notes thait are hero to bo made.

THE PROPITIOUS YEAR,

Nothlog that I liad heard or read about
France before my visit there had given me uny
propsr {dea of her prosperity or of the prac-
tieal wolfnre and well-being of the body of ler
people, I cannot, of course, make nuy coim-
parison of the prosent times with other yoars,
from my own observation; but the publie
fgures agrow with what I saw and beard on all
bands of the flourishing and flowering of the
gopular 1ife In thess propitious days.

THE DEPURLIC,

The rapublie appeared to me strong in all the
¢lements of durable strength. I nm often nsked
bere L0 it will last, It will, It is ap established,
weepted, overpowsriong fact, The Ietollset, the
fndustry, the interest, and the bopes of France
we on it side, The elections of the Inst
three yoars, yoar after year, hava ahown
what a hold It has upon the minds of the
French people. Tia roota are striking deeper
sod spreading lurther every day. The opposl-
tonto it in the Ubambers and in the prossis
moribund, Its power In the press |s far more
lormidable than thet of any other French Gov-
srumont has ever beon. I was told by twoor
tiree politieal philosophers that the Orlenns
restoration might be possible in certiin con-
lngencies, but that It {8 Inconceivanle, 1 met
Bonapariiets and monarchists in Parlsand else-
whers; but tney wers hopuless, 1 wus in
Parle durlog that most extraordinary mani-
testation of republican power and enthusinsm,
tue 16te of the 14th of July. the new national
bollday, the commemoration of the fali of the
Bastile. Not one of the fdtea of the First
Hevolution. so far as they are described by
histarisus, approached It In univeraal fervor;
and old fmperinlists told me that uot one of
the (étes of the Third Empire aporoaclied it in
gmodeur. The best sketch of it that I have
wen wius from the Paris correspondent of Tag
fux; but not Thomas Carlyle bimeel! could
givenn account that would convey nnv idea of
Ita pomp and spirlt. Ooething of peculiar slez-
bificance I notleed ns I made my way through
the rejoicing milllons—thes frateroization of
thetroops with other citizens, in the Rue de
Rivoli, onms of the most notable strests, for that
night, of the llluminated and bedizened city,
s well ns in many other streets and avenues,
rou could see thousands of young soldiera
barching arm-ln-arm, to sod fro, with the

serried  and  multitudinous  young men
awd women of the loeality, Flryginn-
eapped mud  many-spangled,  dancing,

sioging the " Marselllaise," and exuberant with
festivity, Agnin,at the presentation of the new
republican flags to the troops during the
day st Longebamps, I saw and heard the
volume of republican jubllation In the army.
The army Is repoblicanized, The army is the
peonls: and 1 do mot belleve that even Gam-
betta’s Gallifot can Gallifetize it. Hers lot ma
suy, In leaving this polnt, that, thoukh twice as
many psople s inhabit New York took partin
the f8te, nota policeman wns to be anywhere
#enn; and il thers was any drunkenness it was
not vislble 10 one whosaw &8s much of Puris
thut day and night as noy man o it

The republie, I repeat, {8 very strong, and
not in Paris alone, but among the populution of
France at laree, It will advancerin Its republi-
eariem; it will not fall back fato the slough of
despotism,

ON THE WAY TO THE MILLENNIUM,

1 spoke a moment ago of the prosperous
#how ot France. It needs but a brief period
of obeervation in Parls to swe thatthe shop-
kesping, hotel-keeping, mercantile classes in
the hundred Lusiness streets of the city are
earryiog on & trade that they fnd desirnble
snd advantageous, though, of course. thiers s
not, except in a few huges establishments, the
erowd mnd rush of customers that some
New York denlers liold to be pecessa-
£y lo  thinir wnpornl  salvation. ok
Oeeanion to seo somsthing of many branhes of
business In many quarturs of the clty, npd the
Feports ware averywhers favorable to i Burs-
prisipg exivnt, The Parisian sliopkespers ara
less naxinus, bankering, nod vaulting than thoss
of Now York, leas cnreworn and fueged ours
they don safer busitess, A ensh business: thiy
are mors provident; they ace leas (o huste to
be ricn; they take more comfort ne they go
Biong; thuy have a butter relish for life,

On the dny of voting ]-un had hurdly any evie
denon that nn olection was  going on in
Fountulneblonu, though the whale population of
the plues voted, and the teiumph of one of the
parties was complete, Tho Government and
the palitienl londers swatehed with interest for
the result: but 1 heard of no oMeinl nressurs
of nny kind, Gambetin hind just secured the »x.
eoution of two of the chis! fentures of his oppor-
tunist polley=the expulsion of the Jesuitw and
the  amnesty of the oxiled Commuli-

VICTON MU00,

Vietor Hugo's féte dny was nnnnunced, and it
was wy fortung to take part In its celobration
ot his new house during my stav in Paris. It
was Io the grrden behind hig house that the
naged post, philosopher, and politician, beloved
by France aod bouored by the world, welcomed
s Irlends in the evenine nftar the fnmily din-
per, in which those two grandebildren whose
numes shine in the lustre of his menina took
pnrt. The garden, lined with trees of henvy
folings, nnd enriched with shrubbery and trop-
fenl plants and flowers, was transformed into a
fairy sewne by variognted lanterns, Hights, fags,
aud other decorations nmonis the branches and
bmvens nud you might sew ot one spot & small
wupply of fOreworks, wliich the two daioty
sounester s« howers frolicking ahout after thelr
flighit Teom the dinoper tabile, had procarsd and
wers tosct off a8 a surpriss tn honor of their
erandfather, Ho mude his appeacanes on the
baleony fronting the garden, fn which his
friends wera enjoving thempelves, Among the
folinee near bis Joft wis his marbic bust, tikeo
In his vouthful prime of about 28 or 30; on
e rieht, inn leafy bower, hang an ofl onintiog
peuresenting him o the fuli maturity of parhaps
50 nad betwesn these two he himsell stood, 78
yunrs of nige, solid, white-bonrded, severs-Tnoesd,
serene-faced, not aliogether unlike s Jupiter
upon whom time had told, It wag no luter-
esting  epectnele=interestiog  indeed,  His
Irivnds of both sexes, nmoog whom were
many suthors and artists ol celobrity. proessed
forwnrd and sronod him: there wero salun-
tion nud embeacing and kissiog of hands, and
peitts of flowers, and words of wothusinsm and
aff+ction. snd he whom they ealimd *the
master ™ accepted thele bomues with dignity,
conrtesy, nod copdintity, An enchanting yopng
American lndy who bad accompanied Mer
mother with mys-il to the lés presented him
with a ronflux of flowers. and the beaming joy
with which lie s«ized them and, likan sourtier,
k her hand, was the reward, SBuddeniy he
troke trom his frienids: he saw among the
sirubbary of the garden the two grand-

ehildren on whom he dotes just ns they
et off one of thelr little fire-rookets;
and as ke stood aloms on the lumi-

nated gravel walk at the polot to wihich he had
hustened, they st off other taby freworks
nmong the decornted busbivs Ll Le olnp his
linnds with gien and shouted * Bravo™ in
wlender voles, Ti the Inst littls stur waos sent
up fnto the nir he gnzed with patrincchnd joy nt
iy erandeliiidren, lenving bebind the olier
tatsllectanl ligbis, nod thop the bov and girl
found in his fervor how proud be had been ol
their displny, Hwe chativd gavly with his
frienils us he passed around smone them, but
hie never iost sight of his lavorites: apd it wns
evident thar, o lile a8 in lnernture, e well
know " the uet of being n grandiuthor.”

prshicnsive thought. 1t Is sixty-thres yeurs
sine bia et poet appeared s 10y yenes slines
the buttle of romanticism roged neound his
nime amld the triumph of * Hernani” brought
wbout o Hispnry revolution; thirty-five years
sines b wis erented n Pear of Franew by Kine
Lowuls Phll!t-pu: twenty-nine yeursgines he was
proscribod by the Bonnparte usurper and sont
into exile, snd neatly ten yeurs sipnes he re-
turned to Franes upon the procinmating of the
repubilo which e il dops so much to estilb-
lish.

THE COUNT DU LUCAY,

The most interestivg of all thiv deserndants of
the Kings of Durguoily is the Count du Lugny.
who returned to Paris the oight of my uarrival
thare, siter nloe yoars ol banishment and exile
from Franece. The caresr of the Count dn
Lugay, better known as Henrl Rochefort, is
familinr 1o every reader of newspnpers, His
polities, bis Ldnterne, hils war uvon the emplre,
his wit, hls duels, his participation lo the Com-
mune, his deportation o New Caledonln, his
flight from there, bis puassage through the
Uuited States, bls six yenrs of busy exile o
Geneva, nod bis dramatle apoearance fu
Puris Immndintely, nfter the vasaaga of the
Amuvety act of Juiy Inast, have kept him
in the publlo eyn sver sines he emergid
from the clerkship which he held whena young
mian. Thenmnpesty took olfect on the 14ih of
July, nod hours befors the dawg of the morn-
Ingg of thnt -:nr he wus in Parte, and stmuolta-
noously with his ndvenr on the boulevards the
first numbier of his new poper, the Difransigeant,
mmde s pposneanes ot all the Kioske ol the eity,
It nppouced opportunely on the day of the great
fite, when nll the city nnd halt n million strang-
wra wore in the strecis, and the exteaordinary
sale ol 200000 coples showed that it was it
anes i the naods of the greater part of
the populntion,  The pews girls.  who
ent  bebiod piles of them, did oot
ke the nume, which wns s strunge and hard
une, Lut thwir receipts trom it soon eeconeiled
then) eyven tothut, nud Iuan hour ortwo they
uttered it us thoueh it bad lesn an ancient fn-
rblinr of thvie speeoh, * L' Intransigeand, grand
fournnl,” sablmy duinty nod soligitong newe
vender of ths Avenus de "Opern In & tous
and with n &miie that wonld have mide
even Paul de Ciussngone bimsell purchinss
noeopy.

At tha town
of Fautninebloay thers were thousands of them
foraver on parads, The manhood and mind anc
strenth nnd rosources of France are wastad
on this glgantle establishment. Burely, some
butter way thano that now 1o vogus ought to
found for protecting and defending the country,

THE THHEE OMINOUS WOLDK,

Ovar the entrance of every cathedral and
chiurch in Frauce. as well as over the palacos
of kings and emperors, you will find In
vory lorge characlors the three eon-
juriog words of French demoerney—" Lib-
erty.  Eyuality.  Frateruily "=inseribed by
order ol tha Unvvrnnmm. 'rllﬂ_'r nra over
the portals of the beautiful Madelaipe: they
nre ovar the great door of the venerable Notre
Damn, and even whon I went to 8t, Denls, to
the enttisdeal which contains the relies or the
efMeied of the Kines of France for many s gen-
srntion, I tound the three words of drond to
monarchs igh over the anelont porch, Of courre
they nre obuoxivus to the hierarchy and the
priests, and to many of the lalty who pass under
thinm on the way o the servios: bul thes State,
which penslons religion, insists thattho Church
shall recognizs thoe basis of its nuthorits .

BUNDRY NOTEH OF PANIAE,

You ean’t belp seeing in Paris how greatly
tho woll-belng of the population st large Is pro-
moted by the tboroughly eMoeiont, highly In-
telligent, and genuluwly demooratio adminis-
tration of the affulrs of the ety by the Munieipal
Couneil and by the Mayoraltiea, The watch-
falness over the interesis of the community, the
attontion to wvery featurs of the pubiio life, ars
extenordioary to n New Yorker. Twanty yeura
more of sueh serviea ns Paris now lins, lin-
pelled by the '[lmhlil.' apirit whilch animatos the
populntion, will pluce her far higher than she
now stands,

An editor who |8 not unknown to the readers
of Tue Sux told ms before I left New York to
gotothe Louvre while in Paris, and “take a
long look " at the Venus of Milo. I did so.

She fascionted me—bher perfact flzure and her
perfect grace, Tlils fnce of Venus is nol one
dominated by the active pnssion of love. The
fuce nod head are those of w full. froes, nurarb
womun, with all the quniities of mind and life
in the finest harmony, You could gaze at it for
hours, for dnys, forever.

I looked at one of those wild studants' balls
In the Latin qearter, so much spokenof, Two
or three thousands of the students from the
scora of colleges in that quurter donced aod
Airted with n host of young women In the hall
nud garden during the two houra befors mid-
pleht. Therw was hieh rovelry in the evil
placs, but there was aability and perfact froo-
dom from drunkenness,the Hitle glasses of beer
now and then brought to the tables appearing
10 be the only beveraees quaffed that nigbt,

Thera are many radical dally papers of more
or less influenee fu Paris. One morniog, st a
kiosk near my hotel. I procured ten of them, all
of tha strongest Domocratie color. and display-
ing remarkable vivneity iu their columns, The
press s o colossnl power lo Fraonee, and the
number of editors or newspaper weiters who
linve played prominent parts on the stags of
Franes in the busiuess of statesmanship, espe-
clully durfne the grent erises of French history,
8 almost »qual to thie number of statesmen who
are kpown to fnms, At this moment the most
powselul politivian in Franve, Mr. Gumbetta, s,
ajournnliat s so i6 s most formidable adver-
anry, Mr, llochelort: and it were easy togive &
list of editors’ names 1o all felds of ndminis-
teative activity, The method adopted by nows-
piper writers of pulting thelr signatures to
their articles, holps 0 bring them loto notice
und 1o promote their publie fortune,

I spont the greater part of & woek at the
ancient city of Footalnebleau., These days,
those gardsns and woods, palices und domalns,
the delightful elty tsalf, and this altogether
eharming hotel of the Binok Eagie, * founded
1 1720 =is there in all the world elsewhers
Buech postry of uature nnd nrt?

Visiting Versuilies one day, to see the plnoe
nnd the palnes, I took the short out up the hill
and through the wools to the barracks of Bato-

If you take a lemonnde at an out-
door tavle, there is the pourboire; il you takes
cab, the driver must have it: if you are shaved,
you must give it tothe barber: at the theatre,
some trifling conveninnce will make it noces-
sary; lor every petty sorvies you are required
to pay it. The custom ouxht o done away
with, The rocsiver of the fve demoans bimse
snd the giver s annoyed.

THE POMP OF DEMOCRACT.

TECTIFES ON SATURDAT,.

Watehing Col. Mounghion for Revernl Tays

mnd Fianlly Capturing him—Alliger's Al

leged Offence under the Fedoral Siatute,

When Elijah Alllger was arrested on Aug.
17, tor hypotheacating  stolen securities, he told
Inspector Byrnes that he was Ignorant of the
fuot that the sscurities wers * erooked,” and
that they wore given to him to hypothooats, ns
he supposed, In good falth, by one T. Colton
Carler of the Hotel Drunswick, It reguired but
u few hours’ Inguiry tosatinfy the inspedtor that
T, Colton Carter wns a myth, a8 no person of
that pame had ever boarded at the hotel in
question, In tho mean time, Alliger had eon«
sulted with his counsel, Mr. Busteed, who ad-
vised him to tell the truth as to how he came

into ¢ lon of the stolen bonds, Alliger ao-
cordingly told Inspector Byrnes that
he had obtained them from a Col
Oharles  Boughton, who was also known
as Col. Toerry. Alliger elalmed that

Boughton had given him the bonds to hypothe-
onte, Heo had known Boughton for a number
of years. and had never heard of his belog en-
gonged in any questionable transaction. He
had, therafore, undertaken the commisslon to
plnce them, in lgnorance of thers belog any
irregularity in connection withthem. Inspeotor
Byrnes, of course, nt once took staps to have
the " Colonel " arrestad, but, unfortunataly, the
publication of Alliger's coming to grisf in the
nowapnpors of Aug, 17 and 18 caused Boughton
to go in hiding, and the plages thut had known
him knew him no mora,

When the Inspactor had satiefiad himself that
Pouvghton was “ misaing,” he detalled Detec.
tives Willinmson. Rellly, and Hines_to waten &
resort in the nelghborhood of Wall street
wihich was known (o be Irequanted by pearsons
who donit in spurious seodrities and bonds,
The renson ha put Willinmson on the oiss was
hacnusn  that d-.-tm:tl“- had ?rm arreatod
Boughton in the Kt Nicholas Howsl for dis-
orderly conduct, and still kept bim in remem-

rance,

On the first visit tha detectivea pald to the
resort 1n Wall street they found Phil Hare
greaves, notorious ua a professional conne
terfalter, apparently waiting for wm-m.
Thoy bad not been therelong before ons B -
well, allas “Steve " Broderick, entered, and
npoke to Hargreaves, evidentiy on & confiden-
il matter, Broderick s known tothe poilce
a dealer in counterfeit or stolen sscurities. In
August, 1876, Datective Rollly arrestad him foe
hypothoeating s number of sseurities, which
hid boen stolen from a bank in Pennsylvanls
Ha was tnken to Philadelphin on a requisition,
where he was teled, but he satinfled his eaptore
that he wus more sinned ngainst than sinniog,
and eseaped with alight penalty. he conlere
snen betwosn Hargranves and Broderiek was a
hiurrind one, and befors the detectives, who
wors wautehing it, determined on o coorss of
aetion, tha two saparnted, ona golog further
down town, and the other tnking an ap-to
stugs,  The detectives, however, hoad
wrounds for their sosploions that in ofis way orF
another Broderick was eonpected with Alllger's
rise, und trom this time forth bis house In
Yorkville was under survailinnoe,

In the mwan while luspector Dyrnea had
Ienrned that Doughton lived somewnere in
Sinten Inlnnd, nnd hy sent the same detsctives
there to look for him. They landed at Quaran-
tine, and tnguired overywhoers for their .man
until they peached Clifton, where they learned
that s " Col,” Terry, who answeresd Boughton's
daseription, lived at 50 Lowerre avenue, A
who worked for the Golonel wan luterviswad,
and he onid that ** Torry"” was not the Colonel's
el name, The boy ndded that at Home the
Caolonel wns known as Col,or Mr, Boughton,
that the woman who pnssed for his wile was
kopown ns Mrs. Doughton, and that his duughter
wus ealled Miss Bouwhton, The houss was at
once watehed, but Houghton managed to
awny, and the detectives an W think
they bad bad their Inbor for their palos,

ughton wns lnst ssen driving toward one of
the upper Inndings with & valise, and the sam
night he got sway, Proderiok alsg disa
from his i in Yoskville. Willasihe de-
teotives did pot llke belog temporurily out-
wittedd, the simultaneous disappearance of the
two men convinesd them that they wero.on the
right track, and that Broderiok and Boughton
wern io calluslon with ons another,

Broderick wus next swen soteriog his houss
atabout 11 o'vlock on list Tueaday nlght, He
went down town the next day, and the two lol-
lowing days, and his movements sremﬁ»
suspicious to the police that they ea to
e watehad mors elossly Lthan ever,

Ou Saturdny Brodorick took a Fourth nvenus
ear for the City Hall, On nrriving there he
erossed the Park to 240 Broadway. He re-
malned thers but & few minutes, and then hure-
ried to the Liberty stevol forry,  As he epternd
the ferry houss he spoke hustily to a tall, Iap
min who stood near the tioket offios, nnd who
answarsd the deseription of Doughton., Brod-

Boughton and Alliger will be io court to-day,
and ench will tall §iis story.
