Atmidnight he
sald that if he could be olevated to the Presi-
dentinl ehalr by accepting the proffered hand
te wonld refuse it, He left the room threaten-
ing to create a storm In the Convention.

In the night the sldewalks and the curbe of
the city had been covored with posters bearing
the symboli¢ Ogures 839, They created much
merriment.

The anti-Tammany section of the New York
felogation metat 10 A, M. and choso their per-
centago of offices nnd committers of the Con-
vontion. They gave Tammany Hall the Vice-
President, representing the odd city Conpress
districts, and necepted 10 return the offer of the
odd member of the Committes on Resolutions.

There was much guletcanvassiog over candl-
dates for the Chiel Julgeship of the Court of
Appeals. The tide seemed to be stlll ngainst
Rapallo, but his opponents lncked the power of
econcentration. A reportthat lie had threatened
to resign within ten days unless he recoived the
nomination dli him no good. His friends,
however, were guiet and confildent. The Now
York delegntion made no ¢ffort to ngree upon a
candidate,

The Convention met at 1 P. M, in the Town
Hall. At 12% the Demoeratio plinlaux of Albany
marched into the gallery with a gorgsous
banner and a band of mugic, The banner wae
afterward borne to the platform by an intelli-
genteolorsd Demoerat, who was loudly eheered,

RECEIVER LEVY AT LARGE.

ESCAPING FRROM THE COURT OFFICER
LY WHOSE CUSTODY HE IWAS.

Convieled of Nelng s Meorlver of Stolen
Goode—-Sentenced to Miate Prison—Kept
Gut of Ning Misg by Pollilenl Friends
Iranc Levy, ostensibly a dealer in second-

hand elothing at 3 Catharine strast, has been
known to the pollen for sightosn yonrs na a re-
oolver of stolen gooda, He has been rearded
aa & rocelvor of the most dangorous dlass, be-
enusa he dealt almost exclusively with young
thieves, The readinesa with whieh they could
dispose of plundar in Lovy's shop, the police
say, temptod boys who had besn previously
honest toateal, Tevy, it is sald, has amassed &
largo fortane out of his hard bargalns with
young and inexperisnced thioves.

Lnvy was convioted in the Goneral Bessions
on the 384 of July last of having received from
a boy astolen shawl, valued at $600, nnd e
eorder Bmyth remanded him to awall asntance.
The story of the finding of the shawl shows
how well known Levy's nefarious trade was to
the police. The ehawl, of eamel’a hair, was
stolen from the coupd of Mrs, Amandn Delphin
of 68 Madison avenoe, as it stood before the
door ol her lawyer's ofea, In DBroadway,
ot the aftarnoon of tha 23d of July Inst
Bhs hnstened to the Pollee Cantral OMoe
and mnde her loss known. Inspector Mur-
ey  detalled  Sorgeant Meakim, the mont
exprrlenced member of his stafl, to sanrch for
the shawl, Sergeant Meakim, on learning that
the theft had been committed below Canml
strest, at onoe concluded that Lavy was the re-
eniver of the shawl.

Court OMeer Samuni W, Swayza
of Judee Gildersieeve's purt of the Geosral
Begsions, who was in the District Attorney's
affiee, wans lostructed to take him into custoly,
Thersupon Levy's Iawyor served upon Swayes
u writ 0 habeas corpus, sddressed to Swasza
by name, commanding the production of Lovy
in the Supreme Court bafors Justles Lawrsnce,
Swayse took Levy beforn Justice Lawreooe,
noy Levy's lawyer moved that he be admitted
to new bail, offering a hondsmnan. But Justice

wrenee reserved his _decision untll this
moroing. Swayze took Levy to the Clerk's
nfMoes of the Genernl Bessions, and Cinrk
Spurks (ssusd a warrant for his commitment
to the City Prison, He gave this wirrant to
Swnyea, who guitted the office with Levy and
hig frinndes.
