UNACCOUNTABLE OPPOSITION TO ItEFORU
Tho Administration had hardly begun to or

canlze and make the necessary preparations
for reform when an attack was made upon It
and all Its details whloh for fury bitterness
and Indecency hat never been equalled in the
history ot constitutional Governments-

The attack was begun In the pros whence It
was carried into Congress and finally sup-
ported

was matte to appear a popular nnd patriotic
movement whereas nwas afterward discov-

disregard them Tbo mere corilderatlon of the
vast mass of hostile deceptive and corrupt leg
Illation passed by Congress was alone sufflclen
to occupy n great portion of tho time at the dls
posal of Government officers There was no
peace there was no rest thuro was no time toanything nxoept defence

Under these elicustnnoos reforms In the civil
lervlco mao little progress nnd It was onh
toward tho end of Mr Johnsons term that
enough headway was male to afford a clue to
the furious and criminal attack made upon his
Administration
MOTIve OP THE ATTICK A COVER von ROBBERY

In 13GO before the onslaught hat become so
powerful as to divert thl entire attention ol
Government from the work of reform was
discovered that many of the Treasury account
hid been tampered with and others destroyed
that some of the books had been scored with
rrmms nnd interlineations nnd that many
cart loads of others had boon sold as refuse to a
