INDIAN JIM'S HUNTING EXPLOITS.

Eighty Tenrs Oid, hot Unimpatred In Viger—
Methods that Exterminnio ths Deer,

BALAMANOA, N. ¥, Nov. 18 —Thoresrostill
left among the Bennea Indians lving on the
Catarnugus reservation o fow of the Indian
hunters who ware famous sixty years ago,
whon muoh of this part of Now York Btate and
nearly all of nurthern Ponnsylvanin wan still
covared with forest, Into whish no white people
had penetrated. The areas of McKean, Potter,
Forost, and Elk countine, in Pannaylvania, are
atlll mostly unbroken woods hut the driller
aftor oil hns mado his way protty generally Into
the wildernosa of MeKoan, The othor countisg
nre but kparasly settled, and have not changed
materinlly in physionl appearance sinos the
dnys whon the Indinn hunter eamped on thalr
streame,  Pottor county Is one of tha few coun-
ties in the enstern portion of the Unlon within
whosa bonndaries no rallroad has yot been con-
structed. Inthe forests of these wild Pennsyl-
vanin eonntien the old Indinn hunters still
spond all thelr timo during the hunting sonaon,
anl hundreds of door and baar, and hosts of
fur-bearing animnls, annually yield to thele
skill with the riflo and the trap,
