UNDER A FALLING GIRDER.

FIVE MEN FPALLING WITH A SCAFFOLD
INTO THE HALRLEM NKIVERN,

Lowls Gagne Killed! sand thn Oither Men
Rarely Eseaping with thelr Lives—Whae
Supi. Colbutn Snys nbont the Aceldent.

Work has beon golog ou for several
monthe on the rullrowd bridge neross the Har-
ot River at the northern termious of Elghth
avonue, The bridio s ln couise of eonsirie-
tion by the Now York and Northern Rallroud
Company, and it will form the connestiuge link
between tlin Metropollthn Elevatad Dnilrond,
the terminus of which ja at 150th street nod
Elglith avenue, ind the new rallrond, which is
to run north, nearly mldway botween the Hud-
son River and the Harlom River ronds (o Braw.
stors, whore it will counect with the New Yorg
and New England Ballrond. Clarke, Réeves &
Q0,, the eonteactors who built the Motropolltnn
Elovatad Rallroad, took the eontraet for bulld-
fng the iron work of the bridegs, which
is to rest on a series of plers 100 foot nparts
The Harlem River is narrow thero, and over (18
chnnnel will be n deawbridee: but on each sida
Is two or three huundred foet of marsh, uncoy-
ered ot low tide, nod from two to aix feet nnder
water at high tide. There had boen a [itls de-
Iny In building the piers, but o fow weoks ago
D, It Kaliy, the sub-contractor under Clarke,
Boavos & Co,, put samo forty men at work un-
der Buperlitendent D, R. Colburen, and the thsk
of lnylng the henvy iron girders that formod
the spans was pushed ripldly. Oun the New
York side several spans were thus placsd over
the swamp Iand, and yesterday o gang of men
woera at work under Foreman H, A, Case placing
the girders for the span just west of the draw-
bridge span,

This work was done by means of heavy senf-
folding or trestle work. twonty-five or thirty
foat high, bullt botween the plers, and by ader-
riok. The men worked on the seaffoldiog, and
with the steam derrick hoisted to 18 top the
Rirders, tho woight of which I8 nbout HAOO
pounds. To mwako the chord spnn of 100 feat
three of them sre ussd, nnd the railroad is 10
rest upon thres spans laid horizontnlly some
eight or ten feet apart, thoe whole span belng
formed of nine glrders. Each girdoer ia somo
thirty fent lang, and wighteen inclies by filtven,

ho reaffolding wis sup 1o ELrone
snough to hold at lenst fourof thess girders
balora thay ware secursd in thair places hy o
system of braces and bolta, Yeatorduy aftor-
noon thers wore at work on the seaffold Louls
and Fraderick Gawne, Porriek Cavannueh, and
Heory Connore.  Four girders were resting on
the seaffoid, npd onm of thess, the lorgest, do-
slened  for the centre span, wis  belng
viaeed by them in p(l:aﬂ!ﬂnn. The girder woa
resting on ls side, nnod gl that pemnined to o
wis 1o turn it over. [t wis then resting on
bloeks, about elght inches above the lesel of the
senffold, One of the men ealied to Forsman
Case that thoy nesded more hulp, and, summon-
ing Willinm Deinie to come and help, Ciaso
quiskly stepped from thoe pler, where he wan
overseclng thowork, to the slide of the girder,

ha men had the hugn iron beam partinliy
turned, but just ua he rewched it it slipped from
thelr control, tipped backward, turned over
backward off the blocks, nnd the Lenvy mass
foll with a orash to the eeaffolding,  Althoneh it
was only vight inches, the weight was snfMeivnt
tosnap the heavy croms beam of the acaflalding,
and the naxt moment both this gleder and its
mate, Iying abont elght feet from it went plung-
ine down hrnuuh the scaffold, currylng every-
thing, wen, beams, and tools, to the marsh he.
ow, It wns nearly bich tide, and several foet
of water covarad the marsh.
