THE MANGING OF MANQARET MFEIER-
HUFER AND FRANK LAMMENS,

Aconsiay One Another with thelr Last Wards—
The Woeman Led First to the Gibher—
Lammens's Wild Appeal—The Gevernor's
Antbhorily Mendy to Nave Elther st Neod,
When Father Gorard quitted Mrs. Molor-
notor's room In the Jull In Nowark on Wednes-
dny night, he obtained from her a promiss that
she would go to bed and try to sleop, Mile, De
Vallarot, the young French religiause who haa
beon her canatant companion, sat by the sido of
the doomed woman rending to her from a
roliglons work, This was in the hoaplital room
in the oldest part of the anelent jall, Tt ls a big
room with windows on two sides and ecantning
two iron eots, & hurean, n #mall mirror, a tabla,
and o great tin hot-wlr pips that plerces the
floor and the eelling exactly in the middie of
the room. The room was Hehted by lampe.
There wern no slgns of A woman's wardrobe
anywhore ahout It, not even of an extra palr of
shions. Theonly things that wero not cassntial
parts of tho furniture of the room were the
books that Mile. Do Vallerot brought. The
largest of thess wis the one that Indy was read-
fog trom, Ita title was * Buffor Little Children
to Come unta Me,"

Mre. Molerhofer sat by the bureau, resting
hor faco on one hand. Thore who knew hor
when sho lved with her husband on thelr
farm would not have recognized her, Sho was
clad In deop black, relloved with whita only at
tha neok, Bhe had bocome unnaturally thin,
and the bones of her face and hands were out-
fined inthe skin, Her oheeks had sunken, and
her mouth was drawn down attlie eornors, as
it from sufforing, Deep lines had suok into
bor face and elvon her the appoarancoof a
woman ten or fifteen years older than ahe was,
Bha muttored words of prayer constantly, con-
versing only when some prison offieinl visited
tha room. To those who came she sald sho was
reconclled and had made her penso with God.

At this time, and all through the night, Frank
Lammens, in his room at the opposite end of
the prison, was pacing to and fro, like a caged
animnl. Ho was a short, slender man, elad,
apparently, just ae he was a yoar ago last au-
tumn, whan, In the character of a tramp, he
stopped at Moelerhofer's farmhouss to obtain a
\ight for his plpo. A palr of old shoes, & pair of
faded troussrs, a palr of cotton suspenders, and
achacked shirt constituted his outfit, His hair
was dishevelled, and his full beard of gray and
black soemed never to have ylelded to a brush.
Constabtiles Oaborn and Douglas of the death
watoh spent the night with him, and to them he
talked conatantly, His subjoct was the only one
upon which he bad uttersd more than a pass-
{ng word for daya—the theme of his Innocence,

his misfortuns, and his ho%ﬂ of escape. He

The Btory of the Murder—Convicted om Clr-
cumstantial Evidence.

On Ont, 19,1879, John Melerhofer, a demented
farmer, wis murderod in his houss, a plain,
one-and-a-half-story frame bullding, on the
Northfleld road, four miles west of Orange. Ie
was shot in the back of the head when at the
top of the stalrs leading to his ocollar, and was
kiocked down the stairs, This was at 114
o'clock In the morning, The body lay atthe
foot of tho stairs from fifteen to thirty minutes,
and was then seoretod bahind & barrel under
tho stairs, where it was found by oMoera about
11 o'clock at night, Mrs, Melerhofer ana Lam-
mens ware immediately arrested for the mur-
dor., Lammens was found slesping Ina bed
which Mre, Melorhofer had just left to admit
the ofMoore to the house,

Mra, Melerholer nd her husband had lived
unhappily for vears, He was a oross and de-
erenit man of 50 years, and shs was 40, He no.
