Absorbed in the
business of buving and selling stocks and of
lending money, they only conalder what (m-
mediately affects to-day’s market, without
foresight of the future or regurd for what le
golng on elsewhere. In the present cnse
thoy are evidently In blissful Ignoranes of
tho genernl hostility of the people of the
Weat and Soutliwest to the patiounl bank
aystom, and the slender thread of toleration
on which it hangs, It necds only a gowd
pretext to secure Lhe eweeplng of the whole
thing out uf existenee, and the substitution
for it of an exclusively national eurrency.
That pretoxt our Wall streot bunk men seom
bent ou Turnishing, and Washlogton will,
wo [ear, bo vnly too glad to seize upon It

The Coming Innugnration.

Gen, SHERMAN, In his capaolly of chief
marshal of the Innuguration show, proposes
to convert It loto a great military parade.
He hae ordercd a large body of regular
troops Lo be presont, who, according to his
programme, are Lo be the maln feature of
that oceasion, The clvie and political so-
cleties that started this huge demonstra-
tlon, and expected, of eourae, to occupy the
front places, find themselves thrust back,
and do not take the loss of pruminence ln
good part,

Twonly thousand regular and volunteer
troops nre expected to attend the ceremony,
and the estimatos made for strangers rangoe
between forty and fifty thousand, Accord-
Ing to Gen, SHenMAN, It will take three or
four hours for thoe military proceasion to
pass alung Ponnsy lvania avenus to the Cap-
ftol. Therofore, his planis to have a review
after the President shall hiave taken the
oath of offies, near the White House, when
tho time will not be Hmited,

This arrangement does not sult the noble
army of officeholders and ofMiocseckers, who
fear thoy may not be seen at all after the
troops have been reviewed, und when, weary
with fatligue, the President and his party
will probably have withdrawn from the
grand stand, The aspiring managera Nud
themselves badly cornered. They can’l un-
mako Gen, SHEKMAN as marshal, and he re-
fuses to revoke or to modily his orders.

In giving this distinetion to the soldier
element In o pageant professedly Intendod
to honor the Chiaf Mogistrate, who repre-
sents the ascendancy of the civil over the
military authority under our institutions,
the imperisl tendency of the Republican
party I8 made manilest, The leaders are
not content with the plaln and hoiest usages
of the fathers.

At the second inauguration of Gen, GnAXT,
the military was made to play n conspiou-

Mr. Shaw’s Attack Upon the Land

League.

In our apivlon, the ex-leader of the Home
Rulo party has done himsolf no eredit by
his recent manifesto. The charges which
Mr. Smaw lhns chosen  this  eritieal
moment for levelling at M. Panseun
and at  the ecourse pursusd by the
managers of the Land League seem to ba of
two kinds,  Ho denounees the polley of par-
Homentary ehstruction, and he insinuates
thit the spokesmen and promoters of the
agltntion for Innd reform are disposed to
skulk nway from the penalties Incurred, aud
Lo lsave the Irish people in the lurch,

As regnrds obstruetion, It s hard to see
how those membars of Parliament who rep-
resent the Lund League eould have honor-
ably abstalned from resorting to this expe-
dient, Instead of sharing the exasparation
with which the Government masjority eame
at last to view the obstinate rosistance
which the Coercion bill encountered, wo
should bear in mind what was «ald tonehing
thnt measure by prominent Liberals up to
the dote of the meetiog of Parllament. Dur-
lug the autumu, Mre. Joux Dmionr and Ar.
CHAMBERLAIN, who speak for a largosaction
of Mr. GuapsToxe's fullowers, had opposed
Mr. Fonsten's domand for the suspension
of the writ of habeas corpus, and had de-
clared that, at all events, a romedinl measure
oight to le proposed simultancousty with
the bill conferring on the Government ex-
travedinary powers, Thoese wore the views
of men who renlly wished Ireland well, and
who had powerful champlons in the English
paees, the Pall Mall Gazette and tho Fort-
nightly Keview leing  conspleuous  among
them, Bueh being the opinions of Buoglish
Railicals, the Irish mombers eleotod to up-
bl the Interests of the Land Loague would
have seomed  recreaut to thelr duty, had
they failod Lo exlimust every parlinmentary
flevice within thelr reneh to opposs § Goer-
clon bill soverer In I8 provisions than
uny slnes  Earl Geev's; a bill, more-
over, not coupled with auy definite pro-
gramme, but morely with a vague promise
of futura lond reforms.

What wore Me, PARNeLL and his fellow
membirs of  the Land League poarty
sout Lo Bt Bteplien's for but to  de-
nounees, obstract, and delay, by spocches
and by tactics, by every weapon fovgoed
by Euglish pateiots ln thele long strug-
ele with the Crown, a measure whose
ubyious Intent was to paralyze the Laud
Lengue agitation before 1ts alm had been
attalind?  Woshould remember, too, that it
wis the Liberals themselves who, In 1876,
tvught the Homo Rulors how au obijsetion.
able measurs mlght e practienily defeatsd
by persistont Interruption and postpone-
ont. In s word, vbstruction is one uf those
fuestions ns to which neither Mr. GLADSTONE
nor Mr. PARNELL cau bo pronouneod deti-
itely in the wrong, beosuse thie two e
ocedpled essentially difforant points of view.
It was the business of the Peime Minlg-
ter to use all legitimute offorts W give efuet
o the will of the majority in the Housoe of
Compuons. It was impecative on M. Pan-
NELL to withatand that will with sleadiast
resolution, and thus domonstinte lils  un-
fiinching tidolity to hls constituonts,

It s tie that n widssproad foellog of ox-
agperation has beéen arvused in Englad by
the deadluok in legislation caused by the
uppeslition of Irish members to the Coorclon
By mod this, undoubtasdly, will make it
tiora diMeuit to obiain the nssent of Lho
Hyuwe of Lords to a trenchaut and gonerous
reconstruotion of the Ieish Innd lawa., Such,
however, wits Lthe greelse result predictod by
the Puli Mall Gazelie, which bullt on this
wall-Tounded  approbonsion s strongest
argumant for s prior, or at worst o simuls
tansous, introduction of substantial reforius,
The Copservativos; on the other haud, who
wish Lo culnugle Lhe Govelnweut Ly wg lnex-
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trigable dilommn, and those Whig Inndlords
who wonld be glad of somo oxouss for re-
jocting tho clalms of Irish tenants alto-
gother, have inslated that prompt and rigos-
oun coorolon must precedoe the first coneili-
atory overturcsa. Thoy havo had a great
deal to say aliout the neoessity of maintain-
{ug the authority of the lews and the dig-
nity of the English Government, and they
bhave shrewdly profited by the panle Into
whiloh My, Fonsten fell in thosnttor part of
lust  year. Now, however unlriewd-
Iy may bhave been the molives of
theae  peupls,  thore wns  something,
unquestionably, In  their arguments;
but while wo recognize this, It behooves us
to acknowledge no loss frankly the perompe-
tory duty of the Irish memboers, Mr, Pan-
wenu would have stultitted hlmeelf and be-
trayed his party, whoso agitation he avers
has beon sirictly within tho law, had he
falled to remoember that, in the past, coer-
olon has proved the doath knell, and not the
barbloger, of reform,

In respect to Mr. Panxrnn's vislt to
the Continent, which ssems to have causad
some porplexity and alarm in Ireland, and
to which Mr. Buaw advorta with not a littlo
mnllee, two comments suggest themselves,
In the first placs, Mr, PARNELL has roturned
to Englnnd, and on Inst Friday resumed
his seat in Parlinment; that faot digposes of
the rumors that he had stolen away to Parls,
and was thinking of guing to Ameriea in or-
der to avold arrest. Whether there was
adoquato ground for his tamporary absonce
after the affairs of the Land League were
thrown out of gear by Mr. Davirr's arrest,
I8 & question which we may do well to let
Mr. ParsinL and lils friends settle among
themselves.

Now, na regards Mr. Braw's attack, wo
must say that while, In our Judgment, It s
not justified by any evidenee yot forthoom-
Ing, the asasallant chosa his time well, if he
were at heart an ¢nemy of the Irish people,
or il his patriotic sympathies were over-
borne by personal rancor. We submit that
it was not the proper moment, when tho
British Government was about to be armed
with extraordinary powers, and when tho
timid and sell-seoking wero likely to fall
away, to envil at possible fanlts of detall,
and seok to disoredit the men whose organ-
Ized efforta have foreed the grievancea of
Irish tenauts on the anxlous atlentivn of
the GrapstoNE Cablnet and of English
- publie opinion.

8o Far As Money Has Any Influence.

Our estocmind contemporary, the Ereming
Posl, calla our attention to the fact that the
Becretary of the Treasury receives only a
few hundred dollars s year more than the
Chiet Judge of tho Court of Appoals,

JUDGR POLYUER AND THE TREASURY.

ALnAaxY, Feb, 21.-Many persons seem to
think that Chlef Judgs Folgar eould hardly be
tempted to lay down his judicial robes and tnke
up the geals of the Treasury. Ho wus onsof
tho two Republican Judgoes who were elected on
the plan of minority reprossntation In 1870,
and only last fall was cliosen Chiel Judge for a
long torm by n majority exveptionally largs, It
might be Inferrad thataueh a calm barbor would
ba mora congenlal to s man of his mental ways
thon a roturn to the stormy waters of politics,

But there is human nature In Judges of tho
highost enurts. Sanford E. Church, whose
place Judge Folger flls, was for along whila
dosirous of leaving the bench to bocome Gove
ernor, or Senator In Congross, or Secrotary of
the Treasury. Chlef Justice Nelson of the old
Buprems Court was twice n promingnt eandi-
dnte for United Biatea Senator, und he once
came very near an elootion. Smith Thomuson.
one of Judga Nelson’s distiogulshed pradecas-
sors, reslgnod the post of Chief Justice to be
Becrotary of the Navy under Mouroe and
Adams, whars he continued five reare, when he
was npvolnted a Judge of the Bupreme Court of
the Unitod Sintoe. Even there he was not eon-
tent, and In the memorable strugele between
Jaokson and Adams, fn 1528, Le ran on the
Adams tickol for Governoe of Rew York, and
wan boaten by Martin Van Buren,

The ambition for politieal distinetion haunts
the Supreme Court of the United Buues, thourh
fn that tribunal it usgially takes tha direction of
the Presldoncy. Justico Julin MeLoan of Ollo
wia n candidate for that oflice belors the Bual-
falo Convention of 1818, and tho Republican
Convention elght years afterward, which nom-
inated Fremont, Chief Justice BSalmon I\
Chase pursued the Presldency till no restod
from his labors In the grave. Justieo Stephon
J. Fisld was vated tor on every baliot i the
Cinelnpatl Convention, Justice David Davis
atwndonsd the beneh and went Into the Svunte
8o that hs vould follow this phantom unen-
oumberod by judlelal habiliments,

Judge Folger, therefore, ins planty of pre-
eedents for retiring from the beneh and wking
politionl cfMes,

What phnso of polities hns ha heretolore
represonted in this Binte 7 Yoors ngo he wak n
Rilns Wright Domoerat, or, a4 thae more Inmiline
phirnde ran, he was o Darnburner. Heslded
with that faction In the coutest of 1844, whoen
tho aspleations of Gon. Cass tor the Vresidency
ware fonlly extinguished by that model Froe
Soller, the Bage of Lindenwald. In 1851 he
was chosen County Juodge of Ontario ns a
Dimocrat, nud held the office for four years,
The Bopnblican party was formod in this State
in 1855, Many lnflusntinl Demoornts asalsted
In ita organization, of whom Preston Kingnnd
Heuben E, Fonton are examplea, In 1536
Judga Folger jolned the pnrty, In compauy with
A larga body of Doemoerats, of whom Gon.
James 8, Wadsworth and Judge Ward Humnt
aro spocimens, In 1801 Mr. Volger was elected
a Binto Henator from the Ontarlo-Sencen dis-
triet, where he romalund cight yenrs, takiog n
letading sbore Iln the business of the SBeonte
and thie manaeement of his party. In 1800 he
was nppointed Bub-Trensurer in this eity. Ho
kept vighinnt watoh over the millions of green-
backs and bulllon of the Government till May
of the next year, whon he went into the Court
of Appoals,

Boon after Mr, Folger entercd the Btate SBen-
Ata thero boean to be sbhadowed forth In the
Hepublican pacly o New York threo fastions,
which uitimately took the names of the Morgan
wing, the Fenlon wing, and the Conkling wing.
Until ho asconded the bonoh, and was thus
withdrawn from polltics, It was wlways undor-
stood thuwt Mr, Folgoer wis in fuil accord with
the Morgan branch of the party, was strongly
oppesod to the Fonton branch, and held an in-
dependent poaltion toward the Conkling branch.
It s bulievod Lo thy interlor elrelos of the party
that, though years of labar in the quiet cham-
bara of the Court of Appeuls may have modifed
bis views and molliflod Lis spirit, he remaina
at bottom about the sime as whon ho defested
the confirmation of some of Gov, Fonton's im-
portant nominations in the Btate Benate, and
when Gov.
