The third race for the O'Leary belt, which
began In Madison Square Garden last Bunday
night with the fNercast rush aver asen fna wix
days’ go-na-yon-pieass, andnd yastarday with
the tamest of performancos. The race had besn
full of surprisnes and disappoiotments from the
start. At first Hart and Hughes werw looked to
tor a closn and long flght; then Panchot, who
survived the Arst killing pace, and was followed
clonnly by Sullivan, wns expacted to make agams l
offort to the finish, and dafest the somawhnt
tresh Baratogino and wall-ssasonsd Krohn by
the Iargest scors on record.
