Auy departure from the conventional cotirs
tesy would destroy It altogethor, becanse,
onca hegun, retaliatioa would follow, and
thus it would bo effectively abandonod. In
Lhe shiarp contlicts of the Senate, Mr. CosNk-
LING more than any other member of the
RepubMean slde, and perhaps more than all
of thom, hins made positive enemics nmong
the Democrats. He is not on speakiog tormns
with threo or more of the foremost Senators
of that party.

Among the Republlcans his popularity Is
conflued to very fow. Botween jealousy
and Ircitation at his arbitrary leadership,
the number of his personal fricnds may be
counted on the Hogers of one hand, THe
commands obedience by stern  mnndites,
but ho attracts vo following from sympa-
thy or from affection. Thore are Republl-

The nomination of RoneErrsox presenis n
square lssue botweon the Admilnistriation
and My, Coxgrizag, It enters Into nationa!

departure, AMr. CoskuiNg hns [t In his
power, unless specially commanded to tho
contrary by the Senate, to hapg up this
pominntion at hls pleasure. He will natu-
rally feek his way, and find out. how many
voles cnn be reliod upon to fullow the prece-
dents of the Seonta, Thst Inforwntion wiil
aeeessarily guldo his policy.

Henee, 1t is probable the Senator will roake
no sign untl both stdes are folly canvassed,
and be kpows upon what ground to plaut
Hlmeel! Armly,  The present deadlock in
the Senate furnlslies the opportunity lor a
Wwillinquiry, and the Democrats to that ex-
tent nre playing s game.  Meantime, the
“other fellows” had bottor not waste Loo
much lung power In shouting until they are
wull out of the wools.

More Trouble in South Afrvien.

Now that the Transvaal i=s paeified, the
British forees will ba got froa to operate {u
HBasuto land. That is properly an aifair of
the coloninl Government, and not of the
Crowu; but Lthe far the authurities at the
Caupe bave found thely own resourors insde-
quate to eopo with the Basuto {nsurrection,
which was provoked by anact of injustice
and bad faith scarcely loss flagrant than
that which oeeasloned the recont outlivenk
ou the part of the Duteh settlers.

This Basuto war I8 another legacy of Sir
Banrne Frenre's admindstrations In order
to understond, howover, the somewhat con-
plicated relations out of whieh the preseny
confliet grow, It 1s noedful to keep In view
the dual functions exerelsed by bim and hils
sucecsEor, Sir Henoev nes Ronis=os, inSouth

Afrien, Bo for as the districts roprosented
in the Cape Parlinment aro concerned,
Bir  Banrwe Frene occupled the  post

ol Goverooy, acoting through o Minlstry
accountablo Lo the Logistature,  With rofer-
ence, on tho other hand, to the so-callad
Crown colonies—nmong which, from 1877
until the treaty was made tho other duay,
the Transvanl was tueluded e possessed
lutge powers of Aleeet conteo! and Interfees
cnee through bils oflce of High Cominise
sloner, Now, of right, tie Basutos owe olwedi-
eliee to the Governor only in the Intter capae-
ity but by o sercles of usurpations, pronigt-
ol or permittad by Sy DARTLE Friue, they
have gradually come under the thumb of
Lhe Ministers, who happen, for the moment,
to contuund a taajority in the Cape Pare
Hament. 1t wns in 1860 that this powerful
and pnostedvilized braneh of the Kaflle raca
beenme, at theld own sulijects of
the Crownupon o dlatinet sgeoanient that
thoy shoudd not form part of the Cape Cols
ony, and sloulit veesgnize no otlier exponent
of British authority cxeept the Wigh Cu-
mission,  Two years afterwsed, witholt
consultation with the teibe, tho Basutos
wera  aunexad  to the Capa  Colony,
Thereupon  tholr  chlofs domandod  rep-
resontotion in the Cape  arliniwent--n
privilege, by the wavy, possessel by somo of
the more sottled and clviliaed KaMrs.-Hut
Lhelr request was pefused, A Httle later
came the lustitution of rosponsible govorn.
mont at the Cape, but the Basutos wero not
advised by proclmation of this ¢lange, In
which, 11--“'1'\'1!!'. It L el they were vitally
Interestod,” For, whilo they had previously
beon under the insdinte proteetion of thie

Now, even tho advoentes of dicsarmarment
can ud no protext for wpplylog this wicass

Dritish pottlers at the Capo. Tho BDasutos
wro by no monns nanvage nomadic raee, un-
worthy of trust and incapablo/of control,
Through the efforts of English and French
misslonarios, they have become, in large
part, convertad to Chrlstianlty, and their
advines In olvilizntion I8 remnarkable, They
educate thelr ehildron In seliools, and they
aro large purchasers of Baropean and eolo-
ninl munnfacturea.  Almost alone of tho
Kafllr tribos, thoy are a horse-riding people,
and ib 18 & noteworthy faot that they hive
loarned to mnko guupowidoer, Bl Bawrne
'uene himsoll boars witnoss Lo thelr industry
and frugnlity. A Capo newspaper tlesoribes
them ne Y eareful hordgmoen, quick in sgriculs
ture, summaercinlly acguisitive,”" aml genor-
nlly making the best of thelr fertilo country,
whieh lsthe lnland or uplaod reglon Ly lng on
tho west of the Drokenborg rango, As re-
gards loyalty, ot only did they fight brave-
ly on the British sldo during the Zulu war,
but on the kubsequent ontbreak of Monost
—swho was not i true Basuto, but of mixed
blood-—the chief of thelr tribe, at the head
of 2,000 Basutos, rendorsd material nsslst-
anco In putting down tho rebellion. And
even when the order eame to surrender the
arms which thoy had Just beon using on be-
half of the Capo Governmont, the ehilef,
Loerstw, andd g0 many of his people as he
could contrul, after o pathotlc but fFuitlves
remonsteance to Sic Bawrnn Fronk, oboyed
the obnoxlous order. But a lurge part of
the Basutes proved less traotiable, and,
aftor rominding the Goveroor that hiereto-
fore they hind beon known from Capo ‘lown
to the Zumbesl as tho ehitlidren of the Queon,
nod pointing ont the gross injustice of ox-
posing them' to the risk of having theie
familics murdered and thelr esttlo captured
while no stops wore tuken to proteet tiem,
they intimated that those who wanted Chele
juns might come and tako thom. :

Sinee that date, about s year ago, tho
coloninl forees have Leen teyving, for the
most part lnefectundly, to enforee the harsh
and  npeedless  mensure of  distrmament,
Thelr troops have been repeatedly ropulsed
by the Basutos, and only the otlive dny a
Inrge detacliment sulferod a sorlons revorso.
The Cape Government I8 now teying to ob-
tain tho cobperntion of the Crown fordes
lately oceupled In the Teansyanl, hut Sir
Ganyer WdnseLey, whose opinions on this
subjoct woro lately publislied, Sie 1. Cuie-
roup, adminlstrator at Cape Town, and Col,
Janmrerr, the Governor's agent in Basuto
Innd, all concar in thinking the disarming
of the Basntos needless and unwlsoe, and in
declaring thot the Capo authorities, ine
stead of being Lacked in a wrong eourse by
the home Government, should be told Lo re-
geind their arbitrary action or take the con-
soquences. It s to be hoped this course
will be taken by the Grapstose Cablnet,
which, laving had the good sense to nes
knowledge aud vedress officlal wrongdoing
In thoe Tiansvaal, may now, with s good
grace, commend o dish of Luwble ple to the
Colonial Ministors,

A Needed Reform,

Itis rumored that the son of ABRAITAM
LaixcoLs Is about to signalizo his assumj-
tion of comppnnd o the War Office Ly a
romurkable order. He proposes, it s al-
leged, that offloors who ot assignments to
ngreeable duty io eitios shall, nfter o spel-
Hed number of yeoars, be turoed out of their
aoft places aml sent to the frootier; while
thelr Drother ofdesrs, who have endured for
yeurs the hndships of Indlsn eampaigning
aml the monotony of distant gareison 1ife,

A bill s bean Introduocod dnto the
Assembly to prohibit County Judges from
practising law, It provides that they shall
sl be allowsd th net ps referees, The
prineiple of the measnre Is rlghts although
It will doubtiess neouse vigorons opposition,

By virtue of the Constitution, a similar
prohibitlon already exists In referonce to
the County Judges of Now York, Erlo, and
Kiugs., Ttdoes pot extend, however, to the
other countles of the sState; and In them
the County Judee usually devotes much
more time, not to say pains, to the practioon
of tho Inw at tho bar than ho docs Lo s
administeation on the beneh,

Wi have froquently hind oeension ty eon-
demu the prosent syatem, under which n
County Judge, sitting bealde & Justioe of
the Supreme Court as s member of the Court
ol Oyernnd Termioer, sometiies leaves tho
beneh to take part immedintely as counsel
In the very next civil case which ¢omes on
Lo b tried befure the Justieo of the Supteme
Conrt, now sitting alone as o Clreult Judge,
Under such clrenmstanees o Counly Judge
tou often exerclses an inflaence over the
Juey whieh is alinost whelly due to the of-
Heo he d= Known to liold, tather than 1o any
profesatonal ability Lo ioanifests,  Thils of«
fleinl lutlusuesn s to which Htigants
ought not to b exposed, aod of whileh
there Js Dequentdy muach complatot i the
conntry.
