Bulgaria Since the War.

It 18 curlous to note how little interest
Russinne or English Libarals seem to feel
ki Bulgaria, whose sufferings were the pre-
dext for the Russo-Turkish war. The peo-
ple whose wrongs and virtues were set forth
with 8o much eloguence are now, in their
hour of independenco apd strenuous at-
lempt at sclf-government, neglected by
London journals, and treated with undls-
gulsed contempt Ly moet of the St Peters-
purg newspapers. Yet It appears, from o
mroful survey of it present sltuntion in
the Revwe Brilannigue, that this young
mntlon deserves respect for the remarkable
progrees effected durlng o brief term of
wif-government—a progress which, tn more
than one respect, puts Itussis to ehame.
According to the Rerue, the aversiou and
disdain affected by the greater partof the
Russian prees are lneplred by the military
and clvll officials who governed Bulgaria
for a time, ofter the peaca of Ban
Btefano, and who are consclous of having
merited the detestation of Its inhabitants,
A number of instances are clted to attest
the monstrous extortlon and oppression
practised by these preclous functionaries,
who literally went about with horsewhips,
spoke of the Bulgarlans as dogs, and In
thelr talk with Turkish gentlemen sncersd
st the notion that Russia had been impelled
to make war by regard for such n wrotehed
rabble. Insulted, plundered, and outraged
a8 they were, the Bulgarians seem to have
wvineed extraordinary self-control, belng
warned by thelr leaders to do nothing which
might postpone the date at which the Ber-
lin treaty permitted them to govern them-
pelves. Meanwhile It wasuatural thatsuch
experience should glve them littla relish
for the Russian admlolstrative systom ; and
acoordingly, when they assembled in no-
tional convention at Tirnovo, they turned
their back on Muscovite models and adoptad
a constitution which, in respect of popular
guarantees and democratio alms, compares
lavorably with the most liberal in Europe,

The representative system of Bulgaria
ronsists of a single legislative assembly,
whose members are apportloned in the ratio
of one to ten thousand lulinbitants, and are
plected for three years, Every citizen who
has reachied the age of twenty-one mey vote,
andd when bie has attalned the age of thirty is
tligible to the oMce of Deputy, The Na-
tonal Assembly may leglslate on all mat-
tors except such a8 Involve a surrender or
exchanga of ontlonal territory, a revision of
the Comstitution, and the designation of s
new dynasty or of a regent-—-the measures
excoptad belng referred Lo a Constitutional
Convention, chiosen In the same way as the
Assembly, but eontalning twice as many
members, Tho Prince nomiuates and dis-
missos his Mioisters, Lut the latter,
as well wsa all other  funotionaries,
Ao accountable to the National As-
sombly, Wo may sdd thst bllls can bo
introduced either Ly a Minlster or by any
member of the Logislature. Other provis-
lons show that the structure and spleit of
the people nre cesentially democratie. All
Bulgariang nre equal betore the law; there
BE0 10 TRk, no titles, no uniforms even for
offi¢ als, and only one decoration has been
ercaled for mcts of military cournge. No
pre ean hie sontenced to loss of life or lib-
Fooow thout e trial whose conditions are

minutely defined, and the right of indl-
vidual property I8 guarantesd by the Con-
stitution. Elementary eduoation Is gratul-
toun and compulsory throughout the
country. Tho pross fs froe, Its offonces
bolog elassad under the common law of
libel, and tried by the ordinary tribunals,
And finally, tho right of meetlng, without
lonve proviously obtalned from the Govorn-
moent, is fully recognized.

It is surprising cnongh that such n schoma
of govornment sliould have boen consteaeted
by a people supposed to have beon brutal
fzad by conturies of slavery, but the vigor
with which its llberal provislons have been
carriod out s slll more remarkable.
Hince tho emigration of the Turkish landed
proprietors, thare 18, It seems, no class of
nobllity or gentry In Bulgarin; nor, einca
the expulsion of the Greak eclergy which
preceded the Iato war, hans there besn any
conalderable number of rich eoclesiasties,
At the time the Constitution was formed,
the Intalligent class was excluslvely repre-
sented by traders, o few Journnllsts, collego
profossors, and village schoolmostors. A
people thus demooratic in thelr constituents,
instead of evineing a hankering for oMcial
position, show a decided preference for
private busineds ; and those wlho ocoupy
posts in the publid serviea nre rendy, at the
least annoyance, to guit their situations.
Accordlog to the Heowe, three high Bul-
garian  functionarles, whom the writer
mot at the house of & Hishop, turned
out, upon Inquiry, to be respective-
Iy a olockinaker, =& shoemaker, and
a  tallor, all of whom betrayed much
anxioty to got baock to thelr shops, Another
ofloial of o still loftier grade in the Bulga-
rian Administration sald to the writer one
day: “ Do you know onr people are beglu-
ning to woar the Europoan dress ? 1 hnvon
mind to resign and open ashop for Imported
shoos and stockings.” It would ben great
mistake toinfer that theso men, who have
80 littlo ernving for office, care little about
politics, or are unwilling to make saorifloes
for the general good. The multitude of politi-
enl elubis, and the number of schools founded
by private subseription, nttest the contrary.
Thess clubs combine reading rooms with de-
bating societies, and, although supported
by coutributions from the well to do, are
thrown open to the humblest peasant. In-
deed, they are purposely furnished with
great simplieity, in order not to repel
the poor. They are to be found In every
village, nud are thronged during tho oven-
Ing, when thoy become the scene of ani-
muted political discussion,

The primary schools, ag we have eald, are
supported by the State, teachers recelving a
stipend of from $100 to $300 io the country
districts, and from $300 to $600 in the towns.
Theso sums are sufficlent, when weo consider
the cheapness of the neceesavies of life, and
when we hoar In mind that every echool-
master, Instead of wholly deponding on his
salary, 18 the owner of a house, a vineyard,
orn farm. The thirst for solf-improvemoent
which pervades the country s further dem-
onstrated by the fact that these primary
egchools, where, of course, attendance is
only compulsory for children, are now
largely frequented by married men who
had no chanee of obtainlng Inetruction under
the Turkish régime. IL I8 to the catablish-
ment of secondary or technical schools that
private efforts are directed. In one small
town, Bmadovo, the richer poasants have
agroed to set nelde for this purpose one-
fith of thelr Incomes for ive years, and in
the first year they lald up $4400. In the
village of Bamovody n rich peasant offered
to bnild an aeadomy and give all the fuuds
necdful for its maintenance, provided the
Government would furnish teachers, In
general It |8 not money, but professors,
thot are lacking to the creation of second-
ary schools; nnd with & view of meeting
this want the most Intellligent young mon
are sent to the University of Prague. The
Bulgarians have observed that the puplls of
Czech Institutions are far superior to the
graduates of Russinn universities,

The rapidity and completeness with which
Bulgaria has recovered from the frightful
devastations caused by the late war are only
comparable to the elasticity exhibited by
Franoa in a like predicamont, Everywhere
viveyards and orchiurds have been replant-
od, flelds and market gardens brought again
under cultivation, and towns and villages
destroyed Ly Hive have beenrebullt, A strong
lmpulse has boeu given to native manulac-
tures, and the export and fmport teade lins
slgoally incrensod. One other sign of the
awakeuing of the popular lutelligence and
energy may be noted In the establishiment
of scores ul nowspapers, some of which, ac-
cording to the Revue, are well edited, We
may add that the popular asplrations will
ba furthered and not trammelled by the
Government, now that the so-called Conser-
vative Cabluet, made up of reactlonists
formerly In the Turkish serviee, have heon
dismissed and succeeded by a Liberal Min-
lstry, which fairly represents the fervent
hopes and honorable alms of a liberated
people,

He Wishes to Become a Detective.

When classes at colloge are about to be
graduated, it is customary to obtain from
the young men a statement as to the pro-
fesslon or business they intend to pursus
when they go out ilnto the world. The
larger number of them, so far as we have
obgerved, declara thelr purposs to go into
tralning ftor the legal profession. A smaller,
but still very consldernbile proportion, have
of late years confessed that they had hopos
of becoming great editors, and desired to
study what they call the profesalon of jour-
nallsm. Theology invites some, but they
are fow in these skeptical days, Trade and
commerce tompt many more, and medl-
¢lne has Its attractions for thess young
men. Of Iate years engincering, and eape-
clally mining engiueering, engagos the at-
tention of numerous college graduates,

A young man at Vanderbilt University in
Tenncssee, however, hns othor ambitions,
which he thus explaing:

Wesea how It is. Our young friend has
been reading the marvellous storiea of
Fronch detectives, by Gasonrav, for in-
stance, aud no pursult seems so fascinating
to him as that of uncarthing mysterlous
erimed. There s really no reason for sup-
poslug that he ls & mean sort of fellow who
bas » tasta for wvine lote eller peovle's

affales and mousing about to discover the
weaknesses of his companions. When ho
talka of having an aptituda for the busineas
of a detactive, he is thinking of one of those
almost superhuman detectives he has read
about In tan<eent movels, the brilliant men
of gonlua whom no erlminal can aluda,

But, young friend, there are In truth no
such detoctives, There Is no school in which
detectives of that sort are trained, and
there are no works which you can profitably
study with n view o becoming one, De-
tectives, as a rule, are moen of very ordinary
abillitios, who ars as apt to be decelved ns
othor poople mwore apt, oftentimes, for their
nurrow minds are as likely néd not to cons
struet a falss theory of probabilities which
proevents Lhelr discovering real facta right
under thelr noses, It le part of their busl-
ness to lle, and they got so much in the
habit of mixing up truth and falsehood that
the storles they tell of thelr ndventures are
not worth credence, while the Imaginary
detectives ereated by a man hike Gaponiav
are made vut of the whole eloth.

The great roproach against dotectives ia
that they may bo no moroe than go-bet weens,
They are on Intlimate terms with thieves,
and are ready to compound offonces for a
consldaration. When (b comes to a great
and mysterlous crime, they are often
found wanting; and unlesa they are
directed by cleveror and honester mon than
most of them, they are pretty sure to
confuse the whole business either from
Intention or through stupldity, aod to
rander the offender more assistance than
the lnjured party. The danger about em-
ploying gome dotoctives is that the man
you are afler will make It mors to the
detective's profit to serve him than you.

But, of course, dopctives can be safely
used and do render valuable aid in the
onuso of justion, Thelr principal employ-
mont 18 In ghadowlng fodividuals, as it is
cnlled; following mwen and women about
without their knowledge, to sce what they
are up to. But to do that requires oo re-
mitrkable clovernoss, and It is not a busi-
nass for which an Ingenuous youth hns s
hankering, Men who ean make thelr
hiving In some other way usunlly prefer it
They have a repugnance to dogglog other
people’s footstope,

Yot the work has to ba dona to some ex-
tent, though not to any such extent as it
has Loen undertaken of late years, The
business of private detectives ls altogether
too much patronlzed ; and plous people who
objoot to the course of life of many of their
nelghbors have organized detoctive mocie-
tles to wateh the movements of men and
women they gpuspeot of immoral oon-
duct. It ls the business of the public ma-
chinery of Justice to look after erimes and
misdemennors, and no private soclety which
omploya detectives tolovestigato the morals
of people ls talerable, The men who will
copsent to enrn wares at such a despleable
trade must of course bo mean lellows, whose
reports cannot ba trusted, ns wo have seen
Iu some recent instances; but they are ein-
ployed by clergymen and others of high re-
pute, who would be lnmigoant if they were
accused of pursuing thoe business theisol ves.

It the Vanderbilt University student wus
renlly set upon becoming a detectlve, he
might flud his services in demand by the
New York soclety which s engaged in fm-
proving the morals of the eity aftor this
subterranean fnshion. Hot we eredit him
with a better ambition. He does not look
i wistd Lo Uil st of thiog. No decant
youth would regard the prospect otherwise
thinn with disgust,

In fine, the business of a detactive is elther
ropulsive throughout, or it Is & common-
plnes ocoupation, requiting abilitles of a
very ordinary kind, butexperience of & very
disagreeable sort, wherein a man's nataral
senses of right and wrong, of truth and false-
hood, of square dealing and of craft, 1s apt
to be blunted and altogether sacrificed.
Still, there are honest detectives, and many
of them, And they are the best detectives.
The preternaturally sharp ones, however,
are apt to lack this first requisite of a good
detective—thnt I8, honesty,

Lot onr young friend study with another
end than that of becoming n detective,

WHAY I8 GOING ON IN EUROPR

The Greeks are taking time by the foro-
Iook. While the Ambassadors of the great
vowers are playine at battledor and shuttle-
oook with the Turks st Constantinople, the
powors are preparing for war, They have had
long experiencp with the Turk, and nre there-
tare not surprised by his proorastination and
his polley of * hoodwinkliog.” It is snld that
the only way the Turk eould dwecwive the
Grooks would be by telling them the
truth, Then they would be complotely
ponplussed. The CGreoks have Insisted all
along that the Bultan muost glve up ' territory
coded to them by the Derlin treaty, or must
fght. The mreat moral argument contioually
thrust at them Ly the powars, thst " peace hath
her viotorles no less renownad than war.” has
boen regardad with Indifference, All day long
thabuglie eall resounds over the Athenian plaine,
reglment succends regiment, and sguadron suc-
condn squadeon. Parksof artillory meet the oye
In every quarter, Thestreets of Athens arefull
of ofMeares ; soldiors convoying horses for the use
of the envalry are continually coming uto the
oity, and the surrounding piaine are oocupied
by men of all arms nbout to embark, Athens
has become n vast camp. Beventy-five thou-
sand  woll-disciplined soldlors are mans-
ing upon the (frontler, The Infantry sro
equipped  with  the  Austrino  broech-
londing eun, Tho envalry have Gorman
aabires, nnd thelr aocoulremenis coma from
Husain. The nrtillery are furnishiod with rifled
guns, from the Krupp manulactory al Faesen,
for miewe work, and Armstrong guns, from the
United Statos, for mountain service, Twonty
thousand Chassopotas have nlready bosn manu-
factured. and are now stored in tho sevoral mil-
itary dopote.  The uniform of the Greok Infan-
try resembles that worn by the Itnlinn foot sol.
dinr, bolng of iron gray, telmmed with red, All
the best families in Greece nre represented (n
the army. Young mon who hnve boen brought
up in luxury nave gindly thrown aside thele
libarty and submitted to the rigors and re-
siraints of camp life, Noarly all of thewn beng
upon thelr nrms the names of foreiathers who
wure erucified or burnod alivo by the Turks in
the Inst war, and when thoy spoak of the fm-
vending confliet their oyes sparkle with hntred
of the Turk, Tnoe modern Athens re-
mombles  Nice—not the Nies of the
Italinne, but Nies sinee Its possession by the
French, Itis Nlled with larin hotsls and gar-
dena and vast manslons of stone and mnrble,
The streots nre wide and the shops many apd
nitractive. Even the shopkeepors bhave caught
the war fover. and display u their windows
earioatures of the hued Turk. The King ls
about to put himeolf st the head of his troops,
and it hns boon determined that ns soon 88 war
Is declared Epirus and Thsssaly ahall be occu-
pled. In a recent interview with the cor-
respondent of the Parls Figaro at Athens, the
famous Greek statraman M. Tricoupls s re-
ported to huve sald that war was ineviiable. A
number of war correspondents of the London
press have just arrived in Athens.

At the conference of Derlin naeerot nnder-
standing was arrived at betwean England and
France, by which M. Wnddington agreed to
the English oceupation of Cyprus on condition
that Eogland should wink at the acquisition by
France of Tunis, which iu virtunlly ownoed by
the Bultan. France hias now demanded the ful-
fiiment of this promlise, and to estnblish n pre-
text for thus despoliing the unbinppy mooarch,
a casua belll hias just been contrived in the
elaim of the Marseliles society lo an estate at
Eofidn, lnthe regenor of the Nay. Thin elalm,
it in believed, will be the falorum of the lever by
which Franoe will ultimately wrench Tunis
from the Bey,

The ellgibility of Mr, Dead!avgh to the House
of Commons Is just now exciiing much eom-
mantin England., Now that it has become elear
that he is laying himsalf luble to hoavy panal-
ties oy sitting and voting in the House witiioul
having taken the oath, he proposcs to be re-
olected from Northampton and to take
the preseribed oath. This has given the
Church party a chance for Indiguanot ont-
ory. "IL" say they, " Mr. Bradiaugh did
not belleve in any God a littls while ago,
how can he now swear by that Belng whose ex-
Istence he deniea?’ They maintain further
that In taking such an oath now he would
commit a glaring sacrilege In the presonce of
the Queen's Ministers and the people's repre-
sentatives. Indeed, strange as It may appear
In this age of exact thought, thers are many
prople who thisk that the encouragement of
athelsm, as personilled by Bradlaugh, has
brought wisfortunes on Farliament and the
sountry,

Tho "foot nod mouth' disenss, aspocies of
murrain, is playicg bavoein the English herds,
and Mr. Chapiio has just asked the Houwse of
Commous to prohibit the importation from soy
eountry of cattle that bave notaclean bill of
health. Last October o eargo of diseased
animnls was brought from Fraoee and
landed at Deptford, Almost immoedi-
ately afterward the diseass was discovered
In London, From thie premiss, Mr, Chaplin
concludes that the disenss, which first showed
iteell In London, wius genersted by way of
Daptford, altbough the Freuch ecatile wers
slnughtersd soon after they were landed nnd
before they had come into contast with any
pther cnttle. Thera ls great opposition, no
only in Parlinment but throughout the country,
to the bill introdueed by Mr. Chaplin, Dy
the law ol 1R78 a&ll cattle must bo
slaughterad at the port of entry. This
it is gouerally considared Is a suMelont precau-
tlou agalust eontugions disenss, and esposinlly
niainst the foot and mouth disense, since I'rof,
Gamges, a well-known nuthority in Englaud,
testifled before the Cattls Plague Commities, in
1877, that the Iatier discase was not eonveyed
except from one living animal to nnother.
Should Mr. Chaplin's motion prevall, the im-
mense ment supply [rom loreign countries
would ba swept away. and the poor classes in
Eoglaud would be deprived of the Inestimable
boon of cheap ment, Togive some idea of the
extent of the Importation of cattle into the Drit-
ish Isles, It may be statod thut the number of
animals lapded last year was 1,381,070, and
their value in round sumbers Oity-ons milllons
of dollars. Mr., Chaplin muainotains that
the loss of this supply might bLe eom-
pensnted for by the lmporiation of the
carcass  lnstead of the live animal,
On the other haud, it seenma to be the popular
beliof that the demnand would pot so be met,
siuce the Importation of the live anlmal Is more
protitable thian the lmportation of ils carcass,
To prove this, Inst year's figures are guoted.

In 1857 Blink Bonny won thess two races, n
fent which has not bean porformed sinoo fifty
yonrs bofore, whon a mare named Elsanor ao-
complished It At the end of Inat soason Lord
Falmouth was suppossd to have a eapital
ohanco to emulate Biink Bonny's triumph. lor
Lis filly Bal Gal showed heraolf groatly superior
to the other two-year-old compatitors, His
Lordsliip’s prospocts, however, have serlously
diministiod during the winter, roports heing
ourrent that Nal Gal has contractad that affeo-
tion of the alr pnssages koown as  ronring,"
which is supposed to be fatal to the chances of
any hirse over the sovers Dorby coursn.

Some of the
moembers of the Jockey Club hnve been saverely
bitten Iataly by this senseless repudintion, The
last vietim is Lord Rosebery, who had nvery
promlsing ~ dark horse "' rendy Lo spring upon
the publio, nnd with which hes hoped to do great
things.

A few years ago. whon the manin
for beiting wns at its heigbt, and there wore to
be found among the knighta of the pencil aboat
as unscrupulous a lot of seamps as any earthly
ogeasion collects, It was pot uncommon to en-
donvor to destroy a horse's chanoes by poison-
ing the horae. Even now the eafoty of a Derby
tavorite is as closely watehed over na tho salety
ofan Emperor. But no attem pt has yot beon made
on the lifoof the nominator. The risk, bow-
over, s pot one which a prudent family man
would ears torun, unless he had arrapged
things with the lusuranes companies,
