A few yvonrs stinee, the water in gomo sltua-
tons would ran on the fourth Noor, Now
in e e howss It will hardly flow on the
seeond Hoor; and soon it will not rise
nbove the basement, already the case, ot
times, 1o localities not favored with bhigh
service, As the population Increnses, the
averngo supply per hewd must decrense,
and the prossure or holght at wiileh water
can bo deliversd to couswmers will cou-
stuntly diminish,

These facts nre related by Mr, Isasc NEw-
ToN, the Chief Englneer of the Croton Aque-
duet, in his raport to the Commissioner
of 'ubliec Works upon the water supply,

which we print at length In  another
part  of  this  paper.  The Infereénce
ho  draws  from  them s that  we
must have s new agueduaect. It @8 true

thnt works are now in progress on thoe
Bronx nnd Byram Rivers which will probn-
bly furnish us with nn additionnl supply of
iteen or sixtecn millions of gallous dutly;
but it will take three years to complete
thiem, and ot the el of that tims the de-
mand will be consliderably Inrger than it s
now, while the new supply barely equals
the presont delicieney,

It is Mr. Newrox's uplnion that “a oity of
sueh great nnd constantly lnercasing mag-
pitude ne Now York should not rely upon
one aqueduct only, Noother elty of equal
hoportanes in Christendom.” he adds, *is
s0 dopendent upon n single engiuecring
structure” Mr. E. 8, Cuepsnnoven, a dis-
tinguishied hydraalie engioecor who was cin-
ployed by the Croton Bureau to study quea-
tions affecting the water supply, comes to
the same ' conclusion,

It seciug that the neocssary water, too,
caube got from Croton Lake. With suM-
vient storaeee and nn agueduct of proper va-
preity to earey it, at lepst two hamired mil-
lions of gallons a day ean Lo deliversd Into
the city even In gensons whon the rainfall s
the gmudlost of which wo hve rocord, That
1s twive the amount of the present supply.
