Chinese Immigration Checked.

The two treatios negotinted with the Chi-
nese Government last Novomber were both
ratitled by the Senate yestevday, One of
the tranties deals with Ohinese immibgration
to this eountry, and the other with the com-
mercial relntions betwoen China and the
United Btates,

Ihe dmppgreation treaty that has now
beon established gives our Govornment the
power to regulnte, limit, or suspend the In-
poiiting of Chilnese lubgrars, but not Lo pro-
hibit it altogether. The Government may
apply this power whenever the goaod o iler ar
the wterests of the country are endangered,
o ara likely o be endangered, by Lt im-
migration, The power 1a Lo be appllied only
i the casw of laborers, not i that of mer-
chunts or other elnases of Chinase subjects;

The Chinese Governmont hoas aeted Hio-
orally In the acceptancy of tha terms of
this treaty, aud Its conflemation by an
nlmost unnnimous voto ol e Benanlo yes-
terduy lndicntos the strength of the sentls
ment by which it 18 supported in
this eountry. The treaty oaccords with
the demnwmds of tha antl-Chiness parly
of  Calltornin, and  provides  for the
execution o those demands bnon logal mwnns
ner.
