betwean Toanth avenus and Broadway, Clark
ran toward the store whon a man started from
the little front stoon of tho two-story cottnge
and ran across the stract. Clark cnally over-
took and arrestod the man, who proved to be
Michasl Haokett, Although pot five minutos
had elapssd since the shots wers firad, tho
pollcoman found Mra, Huokett lying doad on
the stoop. Twn shot wounds wero In the back
of ths head and ono In tho tomple,

Whoen Haokett remchod the polloo station ho
roeplisd to Capt. Ilellly's questions that he did
notknow anvtlilng about tho shooting, He had
avidontly baon drinking. Afltor persistant ques.
tioning hio snid that he had besn working for n
fow montha on the Erle and Pittshurgh Nall-
way, lenving hin wife to attend to her store, and
that ha roturned home on Thuraday Inst. Yes-
terdnay, he snld, ho and his wife started to go
to Fort Lea on the boat, hut they missad the
bont, and he remained down town in a bar-
room, while his wife went homo on the
elovated ralleomd, When he went homa he
foun Is wifa on tho front stoop. Bho des
elared that he had a revolver, and remon-
wtrated with him for earrying one. Then aho
tried toget itaway from him, and Inthe wranglo
the plstol went off.  One of the shots went
throush hils hand, His wound was dresasd by
the police surgaon, Then lie asked If hoe ha

shot any oune, Capt. Wasilly nntll: 1 might as
well tell you, Your wife ta dead,”

Ho lind $33.51 In
hin pooket and two knives, A pistol was lound
in the rond nenr where Hackeit was arrostod,
It is onlled Biuo Jacket, No. 1, and three cham-
rs were emupty, the enps on threa had Looan
dischnrgnd, and one chnrgo romained intact.
Capt, Reilly recogoiess lu the pistol a rrsem-
blance to the revolvers carriod by the Contral
Park police, Hackelt was n Ceniral Park po-
licamnan for many yoars, anid he was dlaclmrniod
from that force In April, 1850, for beating lils
wile. Ho hns becn arrested for baating her,
psnd ones for shooting at her, Notlong ago he
burned all of her elothing lu the yard,

NEW AIR LOCKS Fonlhk TUE TUNNEL.

Mow the Fngineers will Keep np n Connter
Pressure Agolnst 81t nnd Water.

The alrlocks In the Hudson River tunnel
nro shortly to e moved out to tho extremities
of the bores. Engineer Lovejor said yesterday:
“Woare now 450 feet out with the south bore,
aud, there being a iall of twao fect in every liun-
dred. the presauro of allt and woter becomes
groater the further wo go, and the pressuro of
tho alr that we fores in becomes lass. While tho
pressuro of nir in the construstlng echam-

ber Is thirty-ive pounds to the sguura
inoh, we onn get o prossurs ol only
twenty pounds st the tunnel heading,

and should wa Inorease tho prossure in the
conatructliog ehnmber wo should run the risk
of blowling tho whole tap out, These belng the
fnota, wo hinve stopped work in tha south Lore,
And are now working to onrey the north bore
ot oven with it, when wa shall bulld in un alr-
tight bulkhend st both headings. aod constroot
now nir locks boyond them, The bulkhends
will bo 4 foot thick, and 4060 feet from the pir
Jouk now used, DBysich r.'!.anqau‘ male ae often
ne necessary, wo shinll be abie to kevp up an
abundant air prossure agalnst the pressure of
tlie wator and silt.
