MARCE connted to brenk up the Sockil-
it party, woas remdored practically  use
less, becauss the Relehstayg struck out
the clause ompowering the Btiute to poy
part. of the lusursuce.  And finally the
schemo for fncorporating the free port of
Hamburg in tho custums system of tho ei-
pira toll through, and the Chancellor hins
Leen foreed to roplunes it with oo treaty,
which entalls o heavy burdoen o the o
rial exchequer, Under this convention the
privileges of the fres port are gunrantesd, but
the area within which they can be exorcigid
I8 somowhat curtatled.

: The Enormons Emigration from Europe.

During tho Hest five months of this year
152,108 Immigrants wore landod at Castle
Gardone The correspunding poeriod of last
yoar was vemarkalle for tho sotivity of
tramigration, but the arrlvals for 1881 ex-
cended thoso for 1850 by 40,713, They have
stoadily Inerensod month by month, aud In
Moy nlone they wero much mora than half
the total number for the first flve months of
Inst yenr,

How long this unparatloled immigration
will continue it is, of course, Impossible to
ostlmnte,  The Buropoan socinl conditions
which produce it arenot, howeyer, likely to bo
goon mproved, and wo sy rensonnbly ex-
peak that during every spring and sutmer
for many voars to come tho arcivals of new
gottlors from abroad will be wore numérons
than fn the past,  Every lmmigrant suceess-
fully establishod hiera draws many more to
our shores:.  Iuformation of his prosperity,
usually, of courss, much exnggeratod,
crogscs the Atlantic amd renches the com-
munlty whenee ho eame, and sorves as a
stimulus to emigration,

The great majority of the Germans es-
pecinlly who hove como over here within
tho Inst twenby-flva yvears have vastly lm-
proved thole condition. Thore ls o quos-
tion about that, They have not only os-
caped the palvwl exactions of militarizm,
but they have alse galied in materinl com-
fort, and many of them have possessed
themsolves of woealth, What they have
done has been told to thelr townspesple in
Germany, aud therefore, ms soon as this
country began to recover from the prostra-
tion of businees, a desire for lmmediato om-
fgration pervadod Gormany, Three times
ns many Gormans oeamo ovoer in 1850 ns in
1877, for lustance, and the number landed
1873 was groator than that In 1875 by over
one hundred thousand,

We soo from thesa [lgures that the emi-
gration was promptly afMectidd by tho husis
ness condition of this country, When the
times were bad 16 fell Oof greatly, but na
they improved agaln it agiin bueame active.
This is evidence that the desice o soek
homes in tho republic 18 alwavs strong
amony the Germans, but that they pru-
auntly choose o favorpble time for making
thole start in the New World, A very groat
part of them come hither with suflicient
capital to establish thomselves, ond thore-
fure they are more cqntious thnn the immi-
grants of some uthor countrles, who usunlly
ténnstor meroly thelr muscular strength
They tnke advice, and cross the ocoan with
o definite objeet, and when thoy thivk they
can best use thelr capital. The German
authoritlcs may try to check them by
storles of probable misfortune in the United
States, but they rely lnstond on the roports
they got from their frivmla alroady hero.

S0 long, therefore, as cult crops eontinuo
to boe good, aud our bLusiness to bo aetive
and prosperous, wo nre Hiealy to seo a stend-
ily inerensing strenm of Geérman immigra-
tiun, which now is the hoaviest that poors
{uto the country., The emplre BisMAnvk
hos consolidated mny be strong, and It moay
b dominant ln Buropae; but the German
people are nelther happy wor prosperous, it
wo take the classes dependent upon lnbor,
and they were pever su anxious a8 now o
Kot awny Irom thelr country,

The dopression of the Englsh agrioultural
interests is something from which plainly
thery enn Do oo tocovery, The farmers ean-
uot withstand Amerlean compaetition, Tho
tlbinge of thie gobl in Bogland grows Joss wnd §
less profitabile, amd there I8 alwnys unoers
tainty converning the erops. A bl sowson
affepts the whole af the eotmipinratively
stadl feglon which the furmers cultivats,
wheras lere our aoreige & so vast, aid the
comditions of elimate are so various, thiat
greueral disaster Lothe ¢rops is now next to
npossilale,  Every yvoar must bo oo good
avernge year, takiog the countey as n whole,
Eingg Ush bnpmbgration, now exteasive, is Dl
1y, thorefors, to eontinun to inerense whille
prosperity relgns in tho United States,

The Seandinoy i countries nro now send-
I us from ity thousaud to n hundreed
thousand fmmbgeants yearly. The canses
which induce them to cross the oconu nre
permanent.  They Inhmbie regions whore
Hite s vuosssarily hivied, awd they long lor a
mors penind ellmate and a richer soll, The
favtlitives for their emidgration have grontly
hmprovedd of late yewrs, and the enthusiasm
by which It has boon distingulshed wis
uevier stronger thon now.
