(dispoverad In Tholios by Prof, Ebers), that whan
this King, Thott, sat on the throne, o presoriys
tion for making the halr grow was much com-
nyended, Furilier prool of the antiauity of
mudioal salence In Eaypt (s lurnisliod by the
ook roll relating to the art of healiog, which
Ko unearthied (Hty vears ngo in the necropolis
of Memphis, This roll contuins nresoriptions
for the oure of [opresy, and throws bnok the
discovery of some af tho remoedies roecited
to the time of Saptl, the fith king of the
first dynasty, Amoug tho Inws which are
nseribud to the earlier Pharaohe, one made
by the third king of thosecond dynnsty desorves
spoecial notive, An he lind apparently no sops
to inherlt the crown on his donth, be (nstituted
the custom, nover aftorwnrd broken, that
womoen should yhare the elght of Inberiting the
throno. Theworking of this now vrineipls Bud
Important consequences i thoe estnblishment of
many advnnsty, either when the Quaan, nfter
the demisa of her hushand, took tho reins of
govarnment in her own rieht or stepped ns re-
#ont Into the plase of her youthlul son, or whon
tho disughtor and hoiress of odoecussd Dhneaok
gave her Land tou forelgn husband, Almost
nll the difloulties presented by thoe gusconkion
of dyvonsties are solved by a recognition of this
principle, for uenrly all the Phurnolis who, at
flewt sight, soemed (o be usnrpers will be found
apon Investigation to hiuve rendered tha!r power
'ogitimnte by nunion with beiresses of the blood
oynl,

So fnrns our knowledze of the monumants
rxtonds, the last king of the third dyuasty,
Buenoferu, = the flest rulor who was distin.
kuisliod by four tities of hovor, This method
of designation gubsequently becama establiahod
and repulnted Ly law, the nama given to tho

suscosnor, the fourth Ring, Bayplian history
bueom oa [nvalved In profound dnrkness, whish
eatigealn asen tho mllglitont vestiges of the exist-
onee of sovorslaus, whose tnmos, howsvor,
Linve bern prosorved on tho walls of Abydua
snd Baggarah. Thers Is reason to baliove that
durlpg the next 800 yenrs, a petiod nomipally
osoupied by va dynnstios, the old emplre was
ronlly split up Into potty Kingdoms, afMinted
with eivil wars and royn! murdors, and that a
rdroizession ascuread from thn high state of
elviltzution renchod undor the fourth and ARh
dynastiog, » rotrogression from which Egypt
navor recovered ne rogards the conception apd
exnculion of works of art, Tho only pames
worth mentloning In this long period are those
of Mentu-hotop and Baokh-kn-ra. The former,
who was of Thoban orleln, rounited Egypt and
mot up the royal seat in the futnre motropaolls of
Thetion, Ttis nlso recorded of Lilm that he sank
ndoep well ton eublts In diimetar [nthe arld
degert travernod by the cienvan routo botweon
Iaptosand thie el San,  Under Bank!ikn:ra
took plaes the frst voyage to Ophir, which In
Egyptian annals should bo identifiod with the
prosent const of the laua of Bomaull, opposite
to Arnbla,

The twolfth dynasty, whosa princes were of
Thaban origin, covers n poriod of about %
vope from 2406 to 2208 D.C. The high dis-
tinetion of this ngo rests not only ou the groat.
noss of tho sovereigns, although It was [llus-
trated by the wisdom ol thele government at
lome and by wictorion nbromd, Art also ro-
vivad under thase rulers, and from the hands
of silitul mastors thors prossedod an Immense
numbor of beautiful works sod pletares. A
memorial stone, which now may basoen In Lon-
don, bonrs witness thiat the powor of this dy-
nusty was extonded toward tho suuth beyond
the normnl bounds of the empire [uto the land
of the negroes, The obolisks erected by
tho kings of this family at [Ioli-
opolls wors suppossd to be the oldest
In e world il the discovery of
those of the claventh dynnsty, Itis fromon in-
seription of this nge thnt wo learn how dili-
wontly the Jenrned men on the banka of the
Nile wera oeouplod In wateling the courss of
tho stars and viewing thele complets eyoles In
copneetion with the regulnrly retureing phe-
nomens of the cultivated earth, Tho rleh
paintings which cover the wall surfaces of the
totbs of this epoch have an Ioestimatio valuo
for our knowledgo of tho arts and trados, as
well ag of the domoestic and wublio lif
of the Egvotluns of this time, It whe onu
of this dynasty, by the way, who ocon-
structod  the wondorful Inke Moerls, that
lncompnrablo  resorvole of whose vastnves
and utility the anclents could not =say
anough, It hins rocently boon peoved that this
basin was exoavated in the southeastorn part of
the Favoum, where the depression of the
ground and the ruins of nuclont dykes sxactly
doslznate its slto, The snme king bullt In the
nolghborhood of the lake the Inhyrinth so cel-
ehrated in antiquity, According to Birabo, this
Intyrioth, Hie the great kingdom in miniature,
was compoand of as many palaces as there were

ruler by his pnrents Boing suppl ted by the
escutthean of hie saceed namo and three high-
sounding titles, Senvforu wis the first Eeypting
monnroh to eonguor the forelen people, Keem-
ingly af Samitle race, who in his time inhabited
the eavornous valloys of the mountalus about
Binnl, Hers a vast number of plotires and
writings, datiug from thie time of Benofery, may
UL e teneed o tie hinll-delneed stone, The
Blunitie peninsuln, whieh formerly yislded cop-
per ore, with blne nud groen provious stones,

. In nll anel history, to hinve Luen
n possceslon much coveted by the rulers
of the Nile land, It ls certain thnt the prinecs
ol the fourth and Nith dypasties maintnined
with a powerful hand the Inheritancs that
Benoferu left thom, nod that the mines In this
distriet woere pormanvntly worked, We may
add that a tomb, Intely dlscovered near the
pyramid of Meidoun, glves us much informa-
tion nbaut Benofera and his time. Dr. Brugsch
tells us that the long serles of pletures nre exs-
euted {n vacisgated mosnlc by s miaster's 1 and,
are truo to natare, and exhibit an admirably ef-
toctive play of colors. The tomb contalned u
pnir of statues, represanting a man aud his
wile, sitting In & digniflod anituds beslde each
other on o chair of the form of a die. The bril-
linnoy of the eye—imitated in shining orystal,
white ivory, and dark ore—has sll the appear-
anca of life,

Tho fourth dvonsty s peeuliarly Interasting
becuuss its princes bull the pyramids of Khafa
(Choops), of Khalew, and Menkara, A miss of
nonsenss has been writton nbout the pyramids,
which, necordiog to Dr. Brogseh, wars tombs,
nod nothing clse, As'soon ns a Phurnoh mount-
el the throne Mo gave orders to propare the
work and quarry the stane, and the siza of bk
pyramid weuld bo proportionntstothis length
of ita bullder's reign. The author follows In
datall the copstruction of the so-ealled pyramid
of Clicops, which boro in the losoriptions the
title of Khut, £, e, " the lizhta." The material,
n sponegy lmestune without consistence, of
swhiclh the inner kernel of thebullding was cotm-
posed, but which remnined aver after hidden
Irom sight, wus found closo at hand; forthe
soll of tho desert ylelded it in great abun-
danee from the deop excavations. The
better sort of stone, chosen for the steps
and  the succossive Inyers, was drawn
upon  rolleta along  tho cavsowny which
rencnad from the mountains nlong the river
to the piateau of the pyramids, To the
prosent day the traveilor is amazad at the num-
ber of gigantie guarries which traverse the
mountain ranga of Mokattam, In & long serles
from north to south., The aplendid covering
of the prraamid of *'lights" woe oontly stone;
brought down the Nile from quarries in the
neighborhood of Syene to s lnuding place inthe
Memplijan teeritory. This syouits. or stooo
of tho *red mountnin,'" I8 s kind of granite
sprinkled with binck and red ns  hard
a4 lron, and shining beautifully when
polished, Prof., DBrugsch deoms quite
credibie the statemont of Herodotua re-
lating to the pyrumid of Cheopa that ten yoars
pasaod befors the workmen hind quarried the
Hmeatons for the interior, Lnd laid dio founda-
tions, aud clossd the dark tomb-chamber deop
ja the bLowels of the rock aud that twonty
moroe yours wors novded for the completion
of tho work, Wo nocd senrdily wld that the
paxt largest pyramid was bullt by the thivd
prinse of the matns dyoosty, Khafra, bottor
known by Lis Groek nnmoe Ceplired, As 1o
tho date of thg Sphinx, wilch f8 commonly
asceibed to King Kholea, oie nutlior tidnke
it proved by an inseription that Lis prede-
cossor Kbufu und  seon  the sculptured
monster, and that it wis # work of still oliter
Pharnolis, Among thy slaties of Lok ppoch
whieh ware digcovered not ANy yHATE RED Lo
ropresonts King Khafrn in a sitting posturs, A

Undér the Middle Empirs, ns the kingdom of
the twellth dygasty I8 ealled, the Esyutlans
Kept up A vory nctive cotnmerens, not only with
the south and west, but with tho inhabitants of
Paleatine and adjololng eountries in the East.
To the world at that time the XNile land ap-
pedred the centro of elvilization, and durine
the nunrchy which followed the disapponrance
of tha twellth Jdynansty It becamo the objoet of
froguont prodatory inromds from tho LEast,
During nlarge part, Indesd, of the H00 years
betwoen 9203 and 1783 D, C. new lords o!
forefen orlgin sottled (o the enstern part of the
Fgyptian lowlands, and gradually drove back
the old race of sovereigne, Thoese forolgn eou-
querors wers the aa-called Hykaos or Bhupherd
Kings, Tho dominance of Svmitie invaders in
Fgypt is unquestlonably one of the most eurlous
oplsodus fn the anclent histors of the Nilo wal-
lay, On &ha eastern boundary of the Delta,
Bemltie tribos had alwaye boen conterminous
with Inhabjtants of pure Lsyptian race, snd
undartue twelfth dynusty this district had been
strongly fortitied nnd garrisoned, These very
fortresscs, onoe taken, bocame for centuries
the stronghold of the Hyksos invadors. Al-
though the poriod of tha Shephord Klogs s
one of the moest obscure o Egrptian history,
the preseut atate of ressarch ennbles D,
Birugsch to answer a numbar of pertinent and
luteresting questions, It I8 known that the
Samitie princes, who undoubtodly came from
Syrim chose ns the eapitals of their Eeyotlan
dominlons the eity of Zoan, on the northeast

ern {rontier, and the town of Avaris, on the

enst #ide of the Pelusing arm of the Nile. It
nupoars that the foreigners adontod not only
tho customs and manners of Mo Beyptinus, but
nlao thefr offioinl langunge nnid writing. They
woero also patrons of art, vut although tho
Egyptian artists, working for their new mos-
ters, kept in their arehitoeturs to the patterns
of their forefathors, yet {n thoelr statues they
wore oblligod to reproduce the expression of the
foreign physiognomy, tho peculinr Arrangement
of the board, the hoad dress tnd other char-
neteristios of tho Semitia costume, 1t {8 note-
worthy that the Byrlan invaders bonorod as the
Suprama God of thoir nowly neguired eountry,
not Oalris but Bot, who, according to tho
Ezyptinn concoption, was Satan, the origin of
nil that is evil and porvoras iothe visible and
juvisible world, 1t Is alio probable that tho
forelgn lords Introduced n new era which,
down to tho relgn of the second Hamees, 400
yenrs lator, was emploved by tlhie Beyutinns
themanlves I the rockonink of time. FProf.
Tirugsch bas no doubit that the Egyptians were
indetitod for mush  useful knowledge to
thelr contact with their Bomitle maslors;
in purtioulsr, the bhorizon of thelr artistle
views was expanded, sud new forms were lo-
troduced Into Eeyptinn art whose Semitie orls
gin s alivlous Irom neingle ginnce. No doubt
tho traces of the Hyksos domination would be
mauch moro distinculahnble bad pot the kings
of tho olghteenth dynasty, who wore of pure
Euyptinn race, mado it their ohiel Luginess to
olliterate evary romombrance of the hated Ino-
trudors,  There ta little ronson to question the
current opinion thut the immilgration of Jacob
Into Eeypt took placo under the Hyksos domi-
nation, nnd tint bis son Joseph wos emploved
by n Bomitic Phnraoh,

Wa have dwalt speelally on that part of Dr.
Drugeol's ook which deals with the old and
middie empire, 1o what s kpown nethe new
woipire, which opens with tho eightevoth dy-
nasty, the Pharavhs come upon the stage of the
world's hilstory, ausd the aclisvements of thelr
gronteongunters, Thotnies 111, and Bamees 11,
arn o compnratively  fumibiine.  Bolors takiug
lenvo of Ur, Drugseh's volume, however, wo
wonld sny o word abont the theory of the Exodus
whieh he Luses on Egyptian mopuments, It
may bo taken as estanlisbivd buyond question
tint the Israclite omlgrints lived, not io the
nerzhiborlinod of Memphis or Hellopolls, as was
formorly asauwod, but in the lower part of
the Doim, whera the eastorn  border of
Eayopt prover lov along the Tanitle arm of
thn Nile,  This settles e starting polot of the
marel of the Hobrows nlong the great enstern
rond londing out ol Egypt into Hirise  Acvtord-
ing to Dir.

A halfsgrown girl eltting in a dontist's
ohinle, a tall, portly Bister of Charity bonding
ovor hor, whilaa lady on tha other sids was op-
ornting on hior teeth, was tho scons In the ofMee
of Dr, Ellgnbeth Moray, the only tomale dorntist
10 thoe elty, who, alter completing her work,
snld: " You, Luwina dontise, for I AL tewth, and
thint 1 the principnl woek which antities uny
onstoenll binsell o herasll 0 dontlst.

The dutles of Indy attendnnts nro
1o lnnd wator for rinsing the mouth, napkine,
and instriimenie, and opccasionally to hold
A norvous Indy's hoad or handa, or to
quiet a feightoned child fn the oporating ohnir,
Thoreare nine or ton woman registerad as den-
tiats, but not practising. I am the only Iady In
rogular practics. I learned dentistry from my
husbinnd, and in eonjuction with bim have prac-
tisod it for fiftean yoars. 1o lonroed dentistry
from Chapin A Harris, M. D, He died ie 1260,
and wan called by the profession fn Amerien
“the fathar of dontistry.” He founded the first
dontal college In the Unitod Btates, 1 have in-
vontod soveral things which the vrofession
have so far approved of as to ndopt into goneral
use. For Instance, I was the fAirstto invent thie
skoloton tooth, Onoof my pationts, a lady, had
atootl that was only nbout onesthird the sizs of
the rest.
