There ean he no doubt
of the dingevr invelved tn wllowing so groat
ety ar New York to depend. upon o single
mnuin plpe for [ts watee supple, especlally
Riter vepeated wiarnlsgs thav this pipais
plready dolog an amounut ol work for whilelh
It was tot deslgned,

Gov. Convnnt relies on an expressinn
of opinlon from members of the Uplon
League Club, adverse to the bill, in givieg
tho reasons for lis veto.

Ject the aqueduet to additionnl pressure
would Le incurrcing a risk, never lntended in
the origitel plan, From the time the mnxi-
mum discharge was first reached, to the
present time, the population of the city bhas
Incrensed over twenty-ilve per cent., o thit
In each suceessive year the inadequaey of
the water supply has Lecomws more aml more
eerious, and the time 15 not far distant when
the water in many localitles will not rise
aboye the basement, while inothers it will
be almoust wholly cut off,

It should be remembered that the lack of
water in the eity is not dueto any lnck at
the dom, Hundreds of milllons of gallons
run to waste there Jdally, so that with
proper rescevolra and agueducts at least
two hundred mililons of gullons per day—
mora than twice our present supply —can be
dellvered Into the eity in the driest season.,
Gov, CoRyELL dwells ot langth, In Lis voto
message, upon the waste of water in the
elty. Undoubtedly there I8 such waste, and
all reasonable ienns shiould be takeu to pres
wenl ity bul e expericnes of many yonrs
ghows the lpossibility of effectually stop-
ping this waste without resort toa syst
of meters, which woulil be exessdingly cost-
Iy, M providsd fur private houses, and, in ad-
dition, would Lea sonrie of wtant popu-
Iav grievance. Bosides, the whole theory of
menEuriigg out water to the people s a wis-
taken cue, provided tl
through the failure of the fuuotalns of Slij-
ply. Such a systom mlzht do very well for
& besivgm city, but it would be fatal &
that has nosuch excuse, Not oply the com-
fort but the reputation of such o eity would
bo serivusly injurad!, When the wasta over
the Croton dain hes been stopped by bring-
