Mrs. Coloman  wns  arrenlgned In the
Essax  Market DPolica  Court yoatorday
morning  when  Coles  was  etill  alive,

Har huaband, Willlam J. Colonian, wias waltinge
for her whon she wis brouglit out of the coll
and teeated har kindiy,  Ho had sngaeod eonne-
sl far har, and thoy all went futo conrt together,
Mre: Coloman fs'a stout, comely woman of 27,
with binck hair and eyes, Rlhie wore the binck
hat and fenthar, dark steipnd ealico wrappoer,
and black morlno abiawl thot shie had on when
arrastal, She was brought bafore Justioa Sinith
in the private examination room. Blie was com-
pored ln manner, and reamed to ba sustainsd
by the fact that her hushand, who sat beside her,
had beepme reconeiled to her agatn, Under the
advice of counssl she rafused to wake any stite-
ment, and Justice Smith commitied her again
to awnlt the rogalt of Coles’s Injurles,

Her huaband and her counsel alterward rop-
rossnted that they would much eathier have lier
sont to the Tombe, whera shio could ba more
comfortubly provided for, 1t was therefors or-
derad that sha ghould be remaoved, and at threo
o'clock in tho afternoon she was taken 1o the
Tombs, still accompanied by her husbund and
her eouussl. Husband and wile hnd a long
sonversation befors ho lelt her, in which. with-

ont dwolling upon past troubiles, he spoke en-
eouragingly to her of the futurs, and thoy parted
affectionately, Shs ceéeupios a coll inthe upper
ter of the female dapartment. and Matran Fos-
ter. who has taken an interest in hor, looks
aftor hor eomfort, Her Busband e aliowsd to
supply er with anything she wneo, and she
sewa o bo oo cheerlul frame of m. wl,

Coleman at bis honse, Ha is master of the
retioonar Vietor, running to West Tndinn ports,
Re occupies the second tloor of 82 Cathinring
