Mow he was Banqueted and Entertnined by
the Monarehs of the World,

Attorney-Genoral Willinm N, Armstrong
of the Hawailan Islunds, who has boen travel-
Hng as Minlster of State with Klog Kalsknus
nod sulte, arcived in this elty on Saturdsr In
the steamship Germanie, and 8 staying satthe
Union Square Hotel, He announces that King
Kalnknun will leave England to-morrow on tha
steamship Caltio for New York, (ntendiog to
spend over a month in the United States,  At-
torney-Genornl Armatrong sald last evening
that evor aineo the King's vislt to New York In
1874 he had been anxious to teavel in Europo
and other forelen conatries of which he had
road and heard.

“Hisobject,” the Atlorneyp-Genoral continued,
“was to inform himsell na to the condition of
the world of wlhich o had heard so muoch from
the many forsignoers who have visited tlie
Hawallan Islands o slips of war and commer-
cial voasols, Among othoers whom he had en-
tertalnoed were the Duko of Edinburgh, In 1864,
and Princo Honry of Germnuny, who visited the
islands within the lnst two years.

A, would not hurt him, and he began guietly to
buy the stock, loanfng It out all the time to
those who sold it short. Upon seeing that no
stock came hack from England, e took ndvane
tage of tha demoralizing efTast of the Bt Jo
sorner, and ealled in Lils loaped stock. The
result was a jump from nhout 4010 00, He 20ld
out all his holdings betwoen 55 nud 57, and the
little eomedy came to its end, netting o profl: of
something like $100,000 to its authior aud load.

In old timaa the noper bay was
preforrod by Now York sportamon, bocause ib
was nearer homa, and, helug complotely land-
locked, was consldored porfectly safe for small
bonts; but with the growth of the elty the fish-
ing grounds in the upper bay dissppnared, and
now it may be enid to be completely blotted out
of the fishermnan's chinet,

Some flahing elubs have boan established at
Staten Island, the members belng orincipally
realdonte of this city, The most Influential is
probably the Excolsior Club, When It was first
establishiod It waged a bitter war agalnst pound
nots, and succeeded In getting a looal statuts
pnssad which prohibitad thelr use, In revenge
for this the ownersa of the pounds endeavored
to have a law pashod to prohivit angling in
Staten Islnnd waters on Sungays. Agninst them
