quity, aud {o a way to leave the lmproes-
sion that he had Leen grossly wronged by
s lmputatlon against his goel nane,
That denlal was an sudascious fulschioud,
15 Lo was compelled to admit afterwanl
by his own testimony. AMES ggresd to fur-
nish CoLFAX twenty shares of the Credit
Mobilor at par of $100, which were then
worth botween $300 and $300 each.

The links in the chain from
the eieck by Aues, through the Sergoant-
at-Arms, and ioto the deposit, were per-
fect. These proofs were offered on the
25th of January, and oo attempl  was
made to break their force until the
1ith of February, a fortnight later. Il
there wias any explanation, why was it not
made on thespot? A lamo and lying de-
fenca was concocted, which ended In ex-
posing Corrax's venality where it bhad not
baan snapantad.  Ho stepped from the Irvine
