WHAT I8 GOING ON IN EUROPR

For soms time negotiations have bean car-
ried on betwesn the Enelish and Franoh Gov-
ernmonts with a view of concluding n new com-
mercial treaty, An fres trade princlples pre-
vall In England and vrotection in Franoe, it i
diMeult to arrive nt a sntisfactory bisis of nego-
tintion. The commigsion which hns been sit-
ting was Intely adjourned for kome time, so as
to allow the English commissioners to apply to
thelr Government for fresh instruckions, It s,
howaver, shrawdly suggestad that the English,
knowing that M. Forry's Cabinet s now on its
Inst lags and will bossibly be succeeded by one
in which M, Gambetta will be the ruliog spirit,
have resolved to await that event, Rightly or
wrongly, M. Gambatta {8 supposed to e very

friendly toward Eopgland aud to be im-
Lued to some extent with free  trade
fileas, so that with him in powoer

Enzland might renow negotintions under moro
favorabls nusplees. But it (& rldiculous to sup-
poso that Al. Gambetta, who lins always basn nn
opportunist In politics, sould run eounter to the
foelings of the whole nation meraly in order to
show bis friendship to England or his admira-
tion of the Cobden Club. In Eogland, among
the fres iraders, thero in & wrowing fesling
that a Government which belleves in free trade
Lias no right to hagale ovor the duties which
shall be pald on Engllsh manufactures, The
benellts, however, which the former Anglo-
French commercinl trenty gave England ware
80 markad that no one can invelgh against the
present negotintions without Ignoriug the fact
that sinoe 1860, although the forelgn trade of
Eugland bad only doubled, her trade with
Franco has trobled,

Thera is much speculation in Europs as to
the real meaning of the recent mosting of the
Russian and German Emperors, and of the
proposed visit of the former to the Emperor of
Austrin. Students of European politien profess
to #se In the situation a great deal more thao is
visible to the naked aye. They declarethat the
supposad Iriendiy relations batwesn Germany
aod Austriaareon the surfacs only, nnd that
the Dantzio interviow has caused great disquie-
tudein Vienna. The recent slevation of Count
Beloredi to a hizh position in the Austrinn
Government emphasiscs this view, for ha is one
of the lenders of the Austrinn anti-German
pafty. Bismarck is known to be highly dissnt-
fsflod with Austria’s commerocinl polioy and
with her Inability or neglect to act vigorously in
the complionted affalrs of southeustern Europe.
Sinee Gambettn haa becoms the pivet on which
French polities turn, Austrion emissaries have
been cngaged In courting his gnod mraces.
Gambelta's recont disappearanca for five or six
days, during which he is supposod to have
boen holding & seoret confarence with
the Germmn Chancellor. mny turn out
to have boen Bismarck's secoad move toward
cheoking Austrin's littie game, the rst having
been Lhe Dantzio intarview, It will be remem-
bered that at about the time when Franoce and
Italy wore annrling at each other in refersnce
to the Tunis business the King of Italy sxpresa-
od o stroog desire to visit the court of Vienna.
The honor, however, was declinnd, with
thanks, on the ground that Franoe might not
have likad it. Itis a signifioant fact that, just
when Gambetta and Bilamarck aro supoosed to
have basn hobnobbing, Francis Joseph should,
as reportad by tho eable, expresa a willingness
to roooive King Humbort. Yet the most puzzled
politicians of the whole lot are those of Ilusaia,
Notoneol them bellaves that the Czar went to
Danizic simply toshake hands with the Kalser,
Amopg many rumors fiylng about one s worth
recording, namely, that Count laznatieff, the
Minister of the Intarior, had said that the auto-
oratio party in Bt. Potersburg bhad deamed it
highly usaful that the Czar, whom Danish and
English rolations wers trylng to convert to lib-
eral ideas, should be strengthensd In his abso-
lutist notions by such lovara of & strong gov-
ernmont as the Emperor and Prince Blamarck.

The ronewed activity in the couflict with
Nihillsm gives a decided color of probability
tothis rumor. Howaver groat may be the mys-
tery surrounding the politieal movaments in
Europe, It is clear that Prince Blamarck has
e¢ome out ahead In the game, As peace 1§ essen-
tial to him just pow to enable him to carry out
his Anuncial and soclal reforms, it may be con-
eluded that no violent upheaval of the European
eosmogony |s lmminent,

Events have Intely drawn attantion to Italy
and to her political nnd religious relatioos with
her nelghbors, and now the national exhibitlon
beld at Milun has given an insight into the
oommercial and artlstie progress ahe has made
duriug the last decade. Under the goverument
of Vietor Emanuel and Cavour, the country be-
®an to nwaken from its centuries of slumber,
but not until the unification of the kingdom
in 1870 did the somnolence whioh bad so long
oppressed the people fully depart. At the
time when the temporal power of the Papacy
was overthrown, it was a common aud true
saylog that Rome was a contury behind the
rest of the world. and Naples was a 100 yoaras
babind Rome. It may be lmagioed, therefore,
the amount of leeway which the Itallaus have
had to fetoh up. The progress made sinceths
Papal Zouaves were driven [rom Rome s really
wonderful. This Is clearly showa by the
National Exhibition. In 1871 there was held
in Naples s maritime exhibition. which was not
worth visiting. As a cootrast to Lis the pressnt
exbibition may becited. It has sttracted visi-
tors [rom all parts of Europe, and, more extra-
ordinary still, considering the "dolce lar niente-
ism" of the Italians, hiss aroused to enthusinsm
the whole of Italy. The country Is & poverty-
stricken one, and the managers bave simply
railed off a portion of the publio gardens and
srected a number of wooden asheds. In these
sheds are to be sesn not only the produets of
the penlosula, but in many instances the pro-
coss ol their maoufscture. The silk
makiog, for instance, Is fully exsmplifiad,
Inacase isto be seen the mwoth andthe silk-
worm egis. In the next the caterplllars are
feeding. In one adjoining the caterpillar is
busily engaged constructing its coooon, whieh,
when completed, s plased in warm water snd
the silk thread wouud off, and so oo, uutll the
roll of silk 18 ready to be cut into dresses.
Perhaps a good deal of the Interest which the
male takes io this department of the exkibition
may be accounted for by the benuty of the giris
who superintend the meohanical portiooa of
the manufacture. Attired in their picturesgus
pationnl costumes, the rounded and gracelul
figures, theeloguent eyes, the profusion of hair,
sod Madoopna-like faces of thuese girls would
altrict attention anywhere, Among the articles
of Wue sxhibition worth study is the pottery
and Majolica ware, the desigos and oolor-
ing of which ore exquisite. In this brasch
of art the Florentines and the Neapoli-
tsps earry off the palm, When one re-
members the ramshackle wvehiclea which
prevail in the streets of tue Italian citios, it is
asurprise to enter the depurtment of the ex-
hibition set apart for carriages. The pattern
which has been foliowed iutheir construvtion
is that of cur bugey. But the vehicle is
ruther more substantinl tosn ours, This is
rondured naccssary LY the roughness of the
Itnlian hizhways, for, athough the aucient
Rowans were colebratod as road makers. their
descendants have not kept up the reputstion.
Many Fowtish visttors bave purchased Italinn
wadw carringes, lorancluding tha cost of convey-
ingtaem Lo England, the price asked for them ia
nbout one-third that of a similar articis in Eog-
land, Oue carriage bullder exhibits & patent
attachmeut, or rather detachnient, of which he
s very proud, By its means the horse cdn be
fimmedistuly Jlscosnected from the bugey. The
inventor of this pove! salely pio thinks that his
invention will eonduoe to the salety of those in
the vahicie if the horse ehould [ali—which, by
the way. it olten does 1o lialy [rom sheer wealk-
pedss, caused by starvation and il usage. Thess
patent arrsugewents, hawever, ere apt Lo get
out of order, and it would wot conduce to salety
it the disconnestion sbould seoidentally take
piace while driving up a stesp grade or cross-
log & river.

Labor is very cheap in Italy. thros or four del-
lars belng the average wage for a weeak of
saveniy-iwo bours. With thess low prices In
thair lavor, the masulacturers belisve that toey
A beal Whe world La sottom goods, and. doube-

less, with batter mashinery, they might run the
Eoxlish sloss, but at pressnt the time taken to
sxecute an order is the great drawback to thelr
sucoess, The operativea are showing slans of
discontent. which Is not to be wondered at, for,
with their small wages, they ean barely keop
body and soul togethar, and thera 8 every pros-
poct of food becoming deuror through partial
fallure of the harvest from drought,

Milan still continues to be the Mocea of the
operatio artist, attracted not so much by the
slnging mastors as by the number of agencies
At which vocalists are hired. Itis the fashion
in America to say that it [e not necossary to go
to Italy to study singing, and this s partiaily
true, If the goal of the singer Is the concert
platform; but If the vocallst has ambition for
the staga, the placa far hiw to go to is Milan, for
to that eity flock at esrtnin measons nearly all
the imupresarii of the world. Thess gentle-
men apply to the ngencies for what they re-
qQuire;: and as the agents are in leagus with the
sloging masters, tho puplls of the latter have
an [ncemparably belter chande of engagemeonts
than vocalists who bave studied in other elties.
The sserat of Lamporti's success as & sioging
master was that he controlled the best known
agencles In Europe. Italinn voealists recog-
nize the fact that in choosing A& master the beat
one Ia b who enn Influencs engagements when
the pupil is ready to npoear in publie

The racently raported discovery of the head-
qunarters of Nihilism is dus to ths efforts of &
nuw secret eoclety which has besn formed in
BL Petersburg. Its members, who eall them-
solves the " Holy Brothearhood," hava joined to-
getier to proteot the Emperor and to mseas-
sinate the Nihilist leaders. The Holy Brother-
hood s under the apecial protection of an im-
perial Grand Duke, m wealthy Prinece, and a
weoll-known Jewiah banker. They have sub-
soribed BUO.0OGO roublea toward delraring the
sxponses of the sscret soclety. Bome amusing
incidents have alroady taken place through the
zoal of tha amateur detectives. In one cass a
Holy Brother nod an agent of the secret police
weare travelliog in the same railway earrisge.
In order to draw each othor out, they both ex-
pressed sympathy with the Nihilists, On ar-
riving st thoeir journey's end they hastoned to
their respactive chisfs and denounced each
othor. Both were arrestad, and the Brother
had some diflcuity In procuring his release.
The Nililist refogees In Genava are much dla-
quinted at the news of the formation of the rival
socioty. Prince Krapotkine, Deutsch, and other
prominent Nihilists believe that they are espe-
cinlly singled out for assassination, and it is
reported that * feeling how It is themaelves ™
has dampod their ardor for Cear killine,

The Egyotian pensant has never been In such
A prosperous condition ns lie is at presont, but
there Is still much room for improvement of
his position. It has besn sald that Epeland
and Fraoce have saorificed the people of Ezypt
to the exigenciea of European creditors, but
during the Iast four yenrs and since the admin-
{stration ol the Khedive's inances by the French
and English Commissioners, the change has
been s0 miarked as to conclusively prove the
falsliy of the sccusation, In 1879 & competsnt
observer declared that *thie flslds have been
deprived of their laborers to fill the ranks of
the army. and the peasautry have had money
wrung [rom them by every kind of fraud and
cruelty. The oountry is being ruined by op-
presaion aod arbitrury taxation, To improve
vour land or o make mopey is to expose your-
self to immediate extortion on the part of the
tax collectors. The mere fact thal & man bhas
pald his taxes one day s made a reason for
paueczing more out of him the next. The con-
dition of the people Ia worse than It has been

within livibg memory,” The present oon-
dition of the Folinheen Is a hard one,
but to them It Is one of unexampled

prosperity and independence. For the first
time, they have been allowsd to reap tho profit
of thelr labor and to make money openly. This
{s the whole secret of the revolt in the Egyptian
army. The prosperity of the Fellahsen means
n redustion o the incomes of the Khedive and
the Bultan, who, feeling confldent that the
mutunl jsalousy betweeu England and Fratee
would prevent either or both of them from
sonding an army to the banks of the Nile,
thought it & good time to attempt to regain
thelr power ovar their subjects’ cash boxes,
The Sultan has o rather psculiar hold over the
Khedive, When the sx-Khedive was in power
he made up his mind to found & dynusty which
ghould rival in splendor and durabllity that of
the Pharaohs, He accordingly procured, ata
great expense, & irman from the Bultan which
ODxed the succession of his throne upon his
eldeat son. This was oonotrary to Moham-
madan rule, which would bave given the throne
to Halim Pasba, the ex-Khedive's brother.
The ex-Ehedive having by this eourse of
action recognized the suzerainty of the Bultan,
whieh bad become rusty through disuse, the
Intter soon found an excuse for deposing
Ismall altogether, It dia wotsult England and
France to allow bim to put Hallm in bis broth-
er's place, so the Arrangement made by Ismall
was carried out. There is no doubt. however,
tbat Halim is the logal Khedive and Tewfk a
usurper. Whenever the lntter doss not please
the Bultan, HFlalim is, as It were, shaken in his
face. Immmediately after the recent revolt and
its futlle endiog, the Sultan gave an audlencato
Halim aud, It is said. offered to depose Tewink
and place Halim in eommand at Cairo for a
period of five years—a kind of trial trip.
Whether this story ue trus or not, the French
and English bave so far sunk thelr jealousy as
to agree to send two ironclads to Egypt.
Pheasant shooting commences on the 1st of
October in Eneland, and on that day the
fgnoble but exeiting **battue' is inaugurated.
Binoe the spring the gamekeepers have been
busy settiog pheasunts' sgzs under broody
hens, and In feeding the young birds when
batched until they were stroog emough on the
wing to be turned into the plantations, there to
shift for themaelves nod avold the wily fox and
steaithy poacher. The existence of the latter
greatly depends upon the “long tails.” Uther
kinds of game birds are shy aopd diffieult 1o
eatch, The pheasant, however, rocsts ou the
lower Lranches of the trees, and is easily
captored on moonlight nights with the aid of
anair gun. A still more effectual and less nolsy
methiod of bageiog the pheasant |4 to tie a rag
stesped in sulpburto the end of a long stick,
and to plucs it uoder the nose of the sisaping
bird, which becomes stupefad and drops into
the bug bald ready for him, It ecannol be
wondered at tbat posching is so attrastive
to the country loafers, The profita of a
suocosaful visit to the ‘Squire's woods are large,
aod thers are few excitements equal to eresping
under tha trees on & fine moonlight nlght, peer-
ing up ioto the branches, with the senses at
thair utmost tension, io order to detect the ap-
proach of the ganmwekeepers. Bhould they put
io ap sppearance in numbers, the situstion be-
comes not quite so pleasant, and flght, flight, or
go to prison becomes the order of the night.
Even if caught, the poacher is not very badly
off. unless in the strugsio he s:verely maims a
keaper. Country magistrates often show a cor-
talp sympathy for the llegnl sportsman—[or
they “ave often done somethiug of the kind
themssives when boyé—and are apt to let him

| off with & small fine or a brie! imprisnonmeat,

Therw is & good Jdeal of glory attaclLed to a
surceasiul poacher, Like the highway rob-

ber, or the smuggler of old, his femals

YorkTown, Oct. 15—Ralse the bluff at
Fort Hamilton to thirty feet and continue it to
Bay idge and Gowanus at tho anme height,
ond vou have the plan of Yorktown, Dropna
brick houwe or two, with doric windows, on the
bluft of Fort Hamilton, and surround them with
8 few whitewashed shanties, with shingles
eracked and warped with age, and you have the
vilings of Yorktown.

The strest is about twenty fest wide and
twalve inches deep in dust and sand. The
shanties are coverad with flags and streamers,
and the street Is flled with oarts, express
wagons, and antlquated vehlcles, Negroes,
olad In garments patolisd until the original
texturs is lost drive steers hitoned to two-
whesled carts modelled on dog earta in con-
struction but not in ornamentation.

Half way from Fort Hamilton to Bay Ridge
drop another nest of slianties, allve with bunt-
Ing and strenmers, and you bave Blabtown, a
littls place hiall way from Yorktown to tha an-
campment. All of tho shanties, both in York-
town annd Blabtown, are sating houses, liquor
saloons, and lodging houses, Mr, Willlam
Bolst and partner hirad ono of the shaoties in
the heart of Yorktown for $250 n fortnight, and
deal out falr liguor, good meanls(and a twenty-
fNive-dollar limit.

The continuance of dry weathor and the
dally reduction of the water aupply of the eity
have impsiled Commissioner Thompson to (s«
sue the {ollowing notice to consumers:

The extracrdinary drought which has prevalled for
more than thres motithe has reduced the resryes supply
of water in the Craton basin to An extent which gives
eause for serious mlarim, and ealla for exeeptional mens
ures to preserve suffclent water for abwolate dnily neces
sities, and for protection from fire in the event of & con-
finunnes of the drought The ralnfall for July, Avguat,
and Beptember was only ¢ 81.100 inehes—30 per eeul,
lesn than the lowest for the sorresponding three months
for the preceding fNfteen years. From the report made
to me by the Chief Enginesrs of the Croton Aguednet,
tho present eondition of the sappiy may Ue Urielly st
marized ns follows :

The dutly eonmamption 1s upward of 65,000,000 gallona
The natural fow of the Croton River ai this umae ls aboat
9,000,000 gallons per day. The reserve supply in the two
storage reservorrs and the Iakes rrom which the eity tas
the right to draw water I8 reduced to 1,750,000,000 gal.
lons, and about 400,000,000 gallons may possitily be ob-
tained from other lakes by purehase, making the utmost
available reserve 2.2840,000,000 galions. At the present
rate of drawing on the reservoirs and lakes, and aliow.
ing for svaporation and absorption of water (o its passage
through Croton Lake to the Aqueduct, s reserve would
be used up In about twenty-three days

Though & continuance of the drought for thint period In
vot probabile, itis by no moeans inipossble; and ln the
present parched condidon of the wround wery coplous
rains are nesded to produce any appreciable effect on the
streama, lakes, and reservolrs. 1t would be inexcusable
negligence or folly to incar the risk of using up thisen:
Ure reserve, and leave the city dependent on the 4,000,000
wallons dally furnished by the natural flow of the Croton
River by continuing (he present rate of consutnption.

The present experience showas that the eapacity for
storing water In the Croton basin (s still inadequate to
make It absolutaly certain that the ngueduct will be fally
supplied In seasons of sueh exteeme droughe, ss the
pressnt, and measures will at once be taken toward the
construction of another storage reservolr on & site
already selectad.

1t must not be supposed that the statementas lieretofors
made o the reports of the departiment that the Croton
basin is capable of furnshing & deily supply of over 200,
000,000 gallons of water is controveried by the existing
state of thinge All that is needed to insure such & sup.-
ply asuMiclent storace capacity to retain the water in
time of abundant rainfall, 1 be used at pericds when the
faw of We Croton 1s less than the capacity of the
agueduet

A change hag, however, taken place In one reepect
since the Arst surveys for the Croton system were rmade,
forty-seven years aro, when the mininum flow of the
Croton River was estimated at27.000,000 gallons per dav.
All ealeulations of needed storage capacity have been
bascd on that supposition, but ohssrvations ahow that st
times the flow of the Croton s less than ane-third of that
quantity. The ehange is no doubt due to the reduction of
the forast ares in the Croton basin by its conversion into
meadows and flelds, and Lo the dralnage of marshy ol
The ground retains to a less extont the water from rain.
falis The water runs imuicdiately into the rireams, aud
the consequence is that they rise and fall more rapudly
with siternatsa raioy and dry weather.
