The
eyss 0f a1l wero resting on the Prealdent aud
gacratary Hinine aathoy bri kiy walkedthrough
the room, until the sharp report of n piatol
Aleertod tho bystnuders’ gare to the nasasainn
faw steps (0 thio rear, Soveral saw tho second
shot, but Garflald wns alrandy tottering, and tha
murderer lind accomplished his vurposs, The
atarnoys for the Govornment were caraful to
elicit Wstimony a8 to the manner of his fall, nand
witnesuis nreaid lunl ha fall oot extended, but,
g8 iho eaying 18, “in a heap,” his lega giving
war nod the body sinking heavily whera hn
stood. This fact will be used herealter in con-
aectlon with medical testimony as evidence that
the wound recelvad was mortal, Bomo slight
diserepancies vxist, as would be almost of ne-
comsity tho cuse, In soveral descriptions of a
geone of this chnracter now, somewhal removed
fn poiut of time, which took but an iostant and

ereatad the wildest excltemant,

Witneeses diffornd as to whether Guiteau ran
first to one exit or another, whether he showed
fear and excltement. nnd as to his precise lan-
guaie, P'oliceman Kearney and perhnps others
of the aye wituesses or persons nssociated with
o arrest hiava yet to beexamined, so the story
in it fuiness has not been told, Bo faras ap-
pearod to-day, however, the report which
gained such notoriety at the time, that Guiteau
bad proclaimed himself “a Btalwart of the
Etalwarta,” ia not supported by ovidence, Tho
oglylanguage used by the prisoner, so far as
eould be undarstood by to-day's witnessox, was
“It's all rlght,” several times repontad, ** I want

s letter glven to General ecmebody,’” The
witness hnd not caught the name,

*Gen, Sherman!” ahouted Guiteau from Lis
seat in the prisoner's box.

Mr. Polson, an eye witness, who. I beliove, has
pot besn summonad, stated in his interviews
with reporters immediately after thia shooting
that he hoard Guitenu uvse the now historie
words, It may bo tlhat others wiil testify In
eoust o the same effact to-morrow, and thus
gettlo n mattar on which thers Las existed somo
diff=renca of opinlon.

The irst and most Important witness eallod
was the Scoretary of Btate, Guiteau had been
making one of Lis characteristic exhibitions ot
vanity and spleen during the lull befure his en-
tranee, atid nll wers rallaved to have another
directisn glven to the procssdings. The Beera-
tary looked stern and careworn. Ha recoznized
go one, but sufferad himsell to bs eon-
ducted by Mr. Corkhill to & seat noxt
Judge Polter., Ilis son, Walker Dinine,
Chidt Clerk Brown of the State Department,
and one or two other men accompanied Lim.,

BECHETALY BLAINE'S TESTIMONY,
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ESCAPE FROM AURURN PRISUN

Digeing Ont of his Ce1l and Fealing the Walls,
Leaving n Dummy In his Bed,

Avnuns, N. Y, Nov. 17.—Yesterday morn-
ing, when the convicts in the north wing of the
prison wers marched out to perform their
morning abliitions before tnking breaklast,
Mujor Boyle, principal kespor, missod James
O'Hrion, a life mau, who stowed himasil awny
in the yard a weok ago. When the meén
marchod {nto the meas room half an hour later,
Mnjor Boyle inguired of C, E. Dann, O'Brion’s
koepor, as to his whereabtouts, nnd waa told that
O'Drien wna slok in his enll, and that he would
baunableto work that day, Major Doylo feit alit-
tle unoaay atiout O'Brlen, and, when making his
rounds through the shops Iater in the morning,
he made farther inquiry about him, and this
time Dunn brought forth from hia desk a paper
siened by the vrison physivians excusing
G'Brien from labor,

O'Brien rempined In his eoll, No. 40, third
gallery north, nearly all day, and did gome

heroie work for an invalld, He duen hole
nhout sighteen inches in length and ten fnohes
in whith in the partition wall dividing lis

The
hole in the wall wae also digcoverad, and then
thatruth dawned upon the minds of the gonrds
that O'Dreien had given them thesiip, The tools
with which the work was parformed somprised
asmnall hammer nnd enld ehieal, The ball and
chain (V' DBrien had worn during the past wesk
ns punishiment for his recent unsucoesaiul at-
tampt to uunro Iny upon the fAnor.

Mallway Rates for Passengers and Freighto
No Uniformity of Prices, nnd the War hy
No Means Ended—The End Near; lowever,

Sinea the establishment of tho fast trains
botween New York nnd Chicago by the Penn-
erlvania and New York Central roads, there
hnvo been nochanges in passonger rates, and
the eutting of theso rates Is at an end.
