Mr. SCOVILLE'S cross-
examination of the witnesses (s directixl
chlvfly to Guireav's condiet at the thme of
the shooting and after his arrest. Several
witnesses wara oxamined yesterday, and
all their testimony related to the inel-
dents of the shooting and the arrest.
It 1s noteworthy that one of the clearest and
most succiuet accounts of the affair was
given by a young woman who happencd to
b at the rattroad depot that morning. The
oddities of some of the other wilnesses gove
no amusing feature tothe day's procecdings,

Guiteav agunlo made a scene, and was
aguin threatencd with removal from the
court roum.  Mr. BcovinLg appealed to the
Judge to prevent the prisoner from luter-
ruptivg the proceedings aud [rom giving
out communieationa unauthorized by
his counsel.  This enraged  GUITEAU,
and, jumping to his foet, he de-
nounced Mr. Scoviune, deflad the Court
to put him out, geolded the bailiMs who tried
to make W Keep qulet, nod lusisted that
he was golng Lo maoage bis own caso. La-
ter Inthoday, when In o quieter momd, he
anncunced that Judge Macuuner of Mary-
land had offered to assist him in his defonce.

Mr. Hexny GAxNeTT, the geographer of
tho tenth census, has performed n valuahle
and interesting work in determining the
actunl area of the Uwulted States and of
each ol the several States,

It might Le supposed that the extont of
our pussesslons was correct!ly known before
he undertook hils task, but o truth it Las
never been detined until now. Estimates of
the nres of some of the States have been in
use which difored from one poother Ly
thoueatsds of egquare miles. Indeed, there
are two very considerable reglops which
have not even yet been securately surveyed.
They extend, respectively, from Lake of the
Wouds to Lake Superior, and, onthe eastern
boundary of Malne, fromy Luke Schoodle to
the Atlanticcoust, Bul measurements made
on such nmps of thise stretehos of country
as now exist, have onabled Mr, GANNETT to
reach n general concluslon as to the arca of
the Union which can Le only slightiy Io
error; for of the rest of the country we have
Burveys of unquestioned correctness,

In detenuining the areas of some of the
Btates, complete aceurney has baen impos-
sible, for there sl exists uncertainty as to
the situation of the boundury lnes between
them, For ilustance, tho pesition of the
boundary between Vircginia and West Vie-
ginla Is not Eoown within severnl miles,
leaviog a latitude for an error of several
hundred square miles in each State, Not
merely for the sake of accuracy In guch
slatistivs ps these of Mr, GANNETT, but for
mora lmportant reasons, thess unsettled
boundaries ought manilestly to be' at vnee
accuratoly established,

The total lund nrea of the United Btates,
Alaska being excepted, 18 2,070,000 squars
wlles. The total water surface, ineluding
rivers and smnll streams, Inkes aud potids,
is 55,000 square miles, The comnst waters,
bays, pulfs, sounds, and the like, cover 17,20
square miles, The gross aren s, there-
fore 8,025,000 square ntles.

The Senson of Marringes.

A large number of weddings in fashilonalile
sovlety have takon placo of late, and many
more are to occur befors the vear closes.
Throughout the eity and the country, Indeed,
marvinges arve frequent this autumn.  The
closing quarter of the year Is always a favor-
ite time for entering ioto wedlock, but this
yoor the marriage rate 1s apparentiy higher
thnn usunl.

Btatistics in regard to that matter, how-
over, are vory untrustworthy in nearly all
the States, Massachusotts belng a very
marked exeoption.  All its vital statisties
are kept with groat eare, and they may Le
accepted as substantially aceurate, ¥From
them we find that the proportion of mar-
ringes to the population was high last yoar
as compatied with the years baloro the ro-
vival of businesa prosperity; and thero is
overy reason to beliovo that the improve-
ment has continued during 1851,

We may, therefore, assuma that the mnr-
rings rate of the whole country has in-
ereasad within the Inst twoe years, lor ever y
part ot It has shared In the renawed pros-
perity, The drought aud the flonds and the
forest fires, it is true, have done the farm-
ers serlous injury, and because of it mar-
ringes between their sons and daughters
may have been put off In many cases,
Trade, manufacture, and ecommerce, how-
eyer, are genorally active and successful.
The peoplo are making money, the deposits
in the savings bauks have greatly Increasod,
and wages nre no longer low. Young men
in geoeral can better alford now than o few
yoars ago toe undertake tho respousibility of
mnintaining wives, »

Avcordingly wa lind that large numbers
of newly marcied people have been this au-
tumn in the city hotels, which are still
filled with strangers feom every part of the
Unbom, From the West particularly trav-
cllers have been eoming by the thousand,
{or the rates of fare on the rallroads lead-
ing thither have been down to absurd fig-
ures.” Yorhaps many of the engaged in
that region have liurried the marriage cor-
ciuony in urder that they might take ad-
vantago of theexceptional opportunities for
making a weddiug tour to the East ata
cost within thelr means,

At any rate, the ministers and magistrates
e Lo bave boon unasually busy this aa-
tumn intying the matrimonial koot. En-
gagemeuts of long, stamling have at Iast
bapplly ended it woddings, and many which
were only made during the matrimonial
catpalan of last summer havealready been
ratificd at thoe altar,

Yet the cxpenses of housekeoping are
prreater now thao they liave been for reveral
yoars, The cost of nearly all articles of
foudd 13 more, In some cases much more,
than at any thwe within five yvoars. The
rents of wholg dwelliogs nad of apurtments
Lave been put up, and boarding house keep-
ers are charging ligher prices than they
hayve asEid of recent years, both for the rea-
son that thelr expoenses nre greater and ba-
cause there 15 no unusual demand for theire
pevatatnodations i they arée at all desir-
abde, It Is not easy to now find in New York
nn attractive dwelling place, in a cun-
voriont and healthy situation: and when it
s fuuzid, thoe rent asged for it Is lkely to ba
beyond the means of any exaept thuse wio

The Right to Try a Prisoner in His
Absence.

To most persons the snggestion of the
Court in the GuitTeav case, that it might be
necessary to remove the prisoner and pro-
eecd with tho trial in his absence, will ap-
pear only natural in view of his outrageous
conduet. It s by no means cortaip, how-
ever, that such a course woukl be lawful,

The Code of Crimipal Procedura of the
State of New York conutains the following :

“reemow 3L 11 the Indictment be for a mi=lemeanor,
tie tral may be bad in the absetice of tha delendanL i
he appear by contisel, but i the Iedletinent Le tor & tels
ony, the defendant must be personally grosent™

This section is simply declaratory of the
rule gencrally recognized ln Eugland as
wull as 10 America,

Murdoer is everywhers a felony, and the
broawd doctrine prevalls In wmost of the
Atnerican States that po valld Julgmont on
a vordict of gullty o aomunder caso can be
rendersd unless the prisoner has Leen pres-
eut during the wholo of the trial

But few departures from this ruls are re.
corded fo the laow repurts. There is o Call-
forula case n which the prisoner hnd beett
Absent from the court roum Jduritg o por-
tion of the time while e was on trial for
murder, yet the appellate court upheld the
Judgment becanse he did notappesr Lo have
been prejudiced by his absence.  In Penos
sylvauln, on the other hand, tha Supremo
Court has held that 1t Is not even withiu
the power of the prisoner himsell to waive
his right to be personally present during his
trial for a folony.

It durrteav should be removed from the
court roow by order of the prosiding Judgo
on necount of the prisoner’s ecandalous be-
hnvior, It ls clear that lis absence would bo
compulsory; and the questivn would be di-
rectly presented whether the trinl ecould
lawlully go on while the defendant was
forcibly prevented from belng in attendance,

O course it is possible that the eourts of
the Distriet of Columbin may have departed
so far from comon law principles and pro-
eedure us to atlord some appenaranee of ju-
diclal authority for action of this ki, aud
the reported language of Judge Cox indi-
cates that In hils opinion it would be legal.
Nevertheless, wo think it would involve a
new risk which vught not to be lutroduced
into the case,

Thus far the demeanor and utterances of
Juidge Cox have beven so temperante and emi-
neptly judicial, that thery is every reason
to believe in his ability to conduet the trial
to judgment without excluding the prls-
cner, even U such exelusion would b war-
rauted by luw. :

The publication of the Leaves af Grass hy
A reputilble bookmnaking house (James R, Os-
good & Co.), as n Lusiness on'erprise, and
without exovureation, mnrks very distinetly
an epoch in Warts Wirraan's ¢arcor, It wns
Inevitablo that the forre of lils genius elionid
earry, soonor or lator, the inuor citndel of re-
fpoctable fiteraturs ; but tho oveut hos been dos
Inyed for nquarier of a ceutury, During tlint
timo ho has beon Liis own printor and book-
soller, Containing phesaces which under n
striét constructlon ol ecrinin statutes of tho
Uulted States could not ba pormitted to pass
through the mails, tho privately printed vol-
nmes hiave found aeonstantly inereasing nume-
bur of purchngers and rendore;, Tho ueccsaions
hinve not boen from the rauks of the dopraved
and prucient, Walt Whitinnn's sudionco has
grown, not by resson of, but In spita of, Lis
frank disreeard of somo of tho proprietics of
utteranco, O this slde of tho matter it isapongh
tosay that If the now odition isatriumph for
the poet, it ins boon neliloved withoul aty eon-
ression on his part, o haa modifled nothitge.
He hine eancallsd no objsctiondble line or ofin-
sivaphrade, e has eonlesseld no sinagaluat
good tasto or daceney., In vualiing his way Into
Lig present sompany Lo Las not for ad fnstant
hauled in his elbows,

In anothier reanoct thoe appoazanes of the now
wilitian of ** Loaves of Grass ' is ao intoresting
ovent. For tho flest time, tho poet can Ua judged
by his poetie schome [n its onticety, Tho addi-
tional verses nro nol a0 fmporiant in them-
gelvos na (i the rolation of pirts to a eompleted
whols, Walt Whitman's adnilrers have always
insistad that eritlelsm balora the fond dovelop-
meut of the plan was premature, The poot hns
eomparsd bis work to one of theas ambitioua
old arshitectural edifleas, bulit part by part ot
long interyals, and shiowing the designor’s idea
oniy when tho last stons was in placo, The
enps havs now all been flied. Tho revislon of
the sevoral posma, snd thelr ronrrangsmoent
with roforence to the suli-titles and to ocach
othier, leave them, we uro told, as they were
designed to bo.

While Walt Whitman has kept steadily on his
way, unshnken In bellof I bis mission and un-
eompromising ae to his methods, he has pro-
voked a difforenco of publie opinfon more
marked, porknps, than {n the case of any au-
thor now allve. His aggressivencss seemas to
loave no middie ground., He is efther a gonins
of colossal proportions or an Immense wind-
bag; either to be hailed and worshippad ortobe
vunctured. A eonsiderable part of his eontems-
poraries hold him to be benoath eriticlam; a
fitnall cirele of ardent admirers exalt bim above
It. The post himsell, it [8 to be feared. Is prono
to encourags the latter view. Everr page that
hie hins written discloses an ogotlsm that reaches
the voriee of sublimity. Ife is Impationt even of
discriminating eulogy. Ioissald to Lold as no
better than a vender of scurrilitios a friend of
Lils, hlmsell a poot, who not long ago published
n magazine articls In whieh the laudation of
" Loaves of Grass’ was moasured instesd of
bulne unreservad., With Walt it is: Take mo or
loave ma; but (T you take iue, take mo as tho
Consummate Man., In sstinating asinger and
seor this indomitablo sell-confidence Is a qunli-
ty that ought not to bae overlocked, To refuse
to ndmit it ns eorroborative proof of gonifus
would be to reject ona of the lessons of biog-
raphy. Walt's vigorous porsounality and the
purity apd patve simplicity of his privato life
haye drawn about him a elrela of devotad
friends, Thoer cannot understand why hils genius
sliould bedenled or overlooked any more than
thoy can ses Low the exlstenes of the sun ean
b deniod or overiookesd wuen it Is shinlog Ina
clear sky at noonday. They nro exasperatsd
Lacaues the great publie is wo slow Lo secout the
past at their valuation and bis own. On the
uthier band, those 1o whom Whitman is & nolsy
madman, or ndisturber of the poctle peace, or
& bawlor of piatitudes, mre reluctant to give the
poet’s adhiorents cradit for any better motive
thian tho affectation of ecesntricity, Tho ™ good
gray poet” business disgusts them. They are
puzzlad by the admiration with which Whit-
man’s achlevements ars regnrdsd by Emsreon
and Tenuyson and other bards who ke as un-
ke the Liard of Paumnanok as so many gentls-
men In vvenlor dross aro unlike a gentlemnn
lo s diviog suit.  And all the whilethe beliel i
erowiog (o cultivated minds that in Walt Whit-
wnn we have one of the most remarkable ayd
original Individawlities in literature,

Lot us look flret at his method, It s from the
superilelal and non-essentinl eharncteristics of
" Loaves of Grass that the popular conception
of the poat is derived, The odditios, the wiim-
whnius, the erotesgue oontrasts Lie on the sur-
face, lending themsclvos readily to burlesque,
and nMording plenty of mnterial for ridiouls,

Whitiuan's versitloation procsads fu  the
loosest possible fashion, discarding rhyme alto-
@other, excopt (n rare instances, A vaguo of-
fectof rhvthm Is proserved, the emsura rocur-
ring at Irrecular and often widely unequal
intorvals, It Is an informal Lut rouglly bure
monious fow of worls. sustaining the same
reiation to Unisbhod verso as the recitative to
tho aria. Itis rogarded by many s astartling
lunovation, but is really uothing more than a
return to tho earliest and most nearly sponta-
neous form of poostle expression. For purpoas
of symparison, na regards external form ouly,
we place a passage from " The Beturn of the
Heroes™ aide by side with possages from the
Sixty-fifth and One Hundred and Fourth
Psalins in the Enxlish vereion:

This revarsion to n primitive mode of poetic
expression ls partlewinrly interesting, oceur-
riog ne it does at atime when a certain school
of Enelish-spenking poets are paying go much
heed to the meroly meebtnieal and musionl
qualities of verss, Whitman wastes no strongth
In the claboration of metres; of rhyme, of
nesonnnoeo, of refrain, 1o doea not stop tothink
of melody,  Thorolls no doubt that his method
Is thit of tho least (Pictlon—the least mraount of
fdea rublind off (o the process of conformation,
Nor 18 thars any doulit tint it s the mothod beat
sulted to his genlug it seems to bothe natural
Innpeunga of hils wanius,  His sturdy egotism,
his sympathy with Hving Naturo and with Man
In action, aro poured torth in 8 torrent of words
unhampered by the lnws of prosody.

It seema to us that Walt Whitman [s the trusst
reurescntitive of tho ronstionary movoment
ngalnst romanticlsm—thio movemont in which
Faultla Zola s a nolsy aud mercenary Ineldental,
What he bas undertaken to do Is to exhibit with
absoluts unressrve the mwiod of & modern man
in its relutions to naturo und to modern socloty.
Soe me, sayas Walt, the averago man of the ninoe-
teonth oentury, just ns I am, with all the con«
vontions and lles nud shams strinped off, leny-
ing my lotellectunl and vmotional processes
absolutely naked to view, See mo as I am,
bodily. too, it you eare for tho spectucle—every
rag strlpped offt.  And thus unelad, morally and
pligaically, he procesds to executo all the gym-
nnatio aotice that suggeat themsalvos to tho im-
neinntion of the child of nature when le s
froeed from the restralot of clothing and set out
in the sunlight,

It is not from nny lack of eonselentious fnten-
tlon that the post fails In partof his purpose,
and instead of achieving s portrait of the real
Walt gives us an approximate Walt, s partly
renl, partly (doal Walt, No man that ever lived
bins gurccoded in making e complete exposure
of bimsell, In the most intimate confldences

there are still nooks and corners over which
vaulty does and aiwnya will insist on drawing
the veil. S4ll, Whitman goes at his work lustily,
and with many sdvantages, The individus
aity whieh lLo exulbits 1s interesting, His
conrago I8 dauntives, Ilis sywpathy with the
exitarnmnl worid s genuine; his beart bonls 1n
true accord with the ueart of nature, lle in a
born poet, with imaginntion of a high order
=tho imagitstion which coreates new mate-
rind jostoad  of l.huul-hlﬁl old  stull  into
new forms, As compnred with Teunyson,
for instnnee, wio justly admires him, hio is
an nrchitest who bnas oconcelved a plau
aod bullt an editice, not mercly nn artist en.
Noakod o beautifyior with exgulaiio skill the
walls ol astructure conturies ol Walt Whit-
an has found l.auul.r{_ in the su-called com-
monpines objects of Ninetecnth eentury life,
He views ot nieht the " [ar-sprinkled svstome,”
but tie views thom through a Nineteenth een-
tury seoutble, constructed by 8 carpeuter of to-
day, The seutlic 15 a8 poetican orillce ns the
ouiel or the muliioned window of the bartizan
tower; but, boiug nu esseutinlly modern cop-
coption, it does not enjoy the prestige whioh
they Lave in conventiounl verse, Whitman ex-.
uits in -ho-lmil-hlu Ly side tho subiime or the
beautiful that hus alwuss Loen acknowledged
as such, and the sublime or the beautiful unne-
knuwiedued and unrecognized by everybody
but hwsell, Ho goes forth at nlght und sings:
