either sida of the house are other open-
Ings through this partition wide enoneh for
n man to pass throuneh by stoouing, On the
bridge, the paint bridewe, and the riggiog eal-
lerios Ecencry s lhoaped ngainst the walls,
Thers are perforated tubes over fhe staae,
wihien, whan led with water, would drepeh
evarrthing benesath them ; but the apparatus for
turnipg on the water Is aven with the rigeing
gnllory, the most axpoesd place in the houss in
easo of fAire, whera the men at work stand face
to [ace with acores of rageged canvas shicets, with
heroand theren line of border liglita batween,
The men who would have to turn on the water
must firet open the valve in the main plps, and
then ths valve in the drench pipe, Lendiog
down from this 'Tlllarr I8 & woodan staircase
that winde closely around a carved uprlght.
