RUMBED RBY 1RHEIR CLERKS,

Stealing Carried on for Yeare in n Wholesale
Dirug Ntere In Phlladelphla,

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 18.—In 1875 L. W.
Bean, a wholesale druggist, dolng bualness at
47 Bouth Becond straet, discoversd that he was
belog systematically robbed by his smployees,
Quinine, morphin, oplum, vanilla beans, nil of
lemon, and other costly articies of the trade
disappoeared by the pound, and, owing to the
large numbar of clerks smployed In the ware-
housn, the thieves could not be dotected, Whaon,
In 1876, Mr, Boan took o partnar, and the irm
became Boan & Rabe, effortawors made to stop
the thievine, but it ssomed as though when a
suspected elork was disoharged a mors dishon-
eat one took his place, Tho thisves had eon-
fedrrates outalde, to whom they dellvered 810
or $15 warth of goods {or 25 or 30 conta. ha
conlederntes disponed of the goods and divided
the proflta witl the clerks, Tor n your or so

k Bean & Raba bave rocelved many letturs
from their customars, saying that nearly evary
order of goods they bought aof the lirm was
short when It renched 1ts dwatipation. Thia
wna explainad when two clarks wers cauxht
abstracting oplum and quinine from canes that
wera ubout to ba shippsad,

Sama montbs ago the firm dlscovercd that,
although the large and profltable oplum trads
thay had with Chinamen in this oity had fallen
off entiraly, the usual quantity of the drug went
out of the store, but wis not paid for, A dnteo.
tive Isarned that the confaderate of tha eclerka
earriod tha oplum directto the laundries, sold
it for leas than the market price, and pocketed
the profite, leas the clarks' share., Hicliard
Justis, a_ Camdan druggist. who wns in ths om-
ploy of Dsan & Rabe in 1876, was arrestod st
that time, but in econslleration of his youth nnd
the fact that the magistrate ho was taken Lefore
intereedad for him, the ohnrge was withdrawn,
About tha sama time Dr. N. Wanzealle and his

Iaware Wenzeslle, both of Camiden, wars
arreated and charwed with baing accomuplions
ol tha dishonest elerks, and Dr. F. C. Mailville
ol lorged-bond notorioty and Lis wifs, who nlso
live in Camden, are alen charged by Mr, Bean
with handling the stolen goods.

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COWBOYS INVADING A TOWN
AN EX-MATOR OF CALDWELL, KANSAS,
AHOUT DEAD RY ONE OF THEM.

The Cltinens Arm ‘L hemaclves and Drive the
Weaperandors Uut of Town—A Marty Want-
Ing for ‘I hem In Indisn Terrlitory.

CALDWELY, Kansas, Dec. 18.—A large
party of cow boys, mostof them drnak and
deaporate, roda into town yesterday moroing
anl made an attemot to taka poaseasion of the
placs, Whers the cltizens werns faw In numbar
the invaders had their own way, and helped
thamsalvas to whatever they liked. This sort
of thing eontinued for some tims, but thare was
no blnodshed. At length Michael Meagher,
ngaivat whom the desperadosa bora A grudge,
appeared, and then the whole ging rode upon
bim, and with revolvers and riflae soon shnt
him to death. Meagher wan Citr Marshal of
Wiehita {or savarnl ysars in tho early history of
that elty, and in that position Incurred the hos-
tillty of the alass of men who yesterday killed
him. He eame to Caldwall thres ysars ago to
engage in the cattle business, and has boen
Mayor of this placs, He was a man of grent
courage, and hiatraglo death s widsly deplored.

After the first panie was over the moras
courameous of the oltizens obtained arms
and fn a wshort time rallied & [force
which far exceadod in strongth that of the
eow boys, When the latter paw the people
coming, they prepnrad to make a stand, but
snon changed their minds, and putting sptirs to
thelr horess. dnshed down the prinocipal strest at
brenkneck speed, The citimens followed them
cloarly, and both parties exchangod shots at
every lanpof the horses. As the cow boys passed
the depot on thalr way outof town thay recaived
n volley from eitizans fortiflad therein which
thoy wers not uropared for, This unex-
pacted attaek demornlizad the desparadors, and
they divided nnd rode in smail virtles toward
the IndinnTarritory,which is onlyons miin dis-
tant, Nouse of tho eitizans who engaged in the
pursuit were injured, although the firing to
which they woare exposed Was very warm,

Toe trail of the desparadoss (s belog followed
hr & party of well-nrmed men, and further
bloodshnd ta looked for. The sowpoya tried to
taks Wiehita in 18783, but s shotgun brignde was
organized and putjioto the strests before they
could maks a bireak,

Later,—The trouhla grew out of ill-fesling
engendered at n gnmbling place. A sowborw
wna arreated for dimrdnrtf conduet, finad, and
ordared committed, His frianaos awors that ha
should not be l!lil? to jail, and in resoulng him
tha firing begnn, 1t was kept up for an kour or
two botwesn ofMeers nnd eitizens and the vow-
boys, Thers wars at first six cowboya and Dan
Hpoar, o youne fellow connsoted with a danes
house nnd salonn at Caldwell, engaged agninst
ths ofMenrs, Three or four bundeed shots
wers ficed durini the melds, Mike Menghar,
who was assistiog the officars, was shot
through the heart and killed, The only words
he apoke after being shot wers, ' Tell my wile

'vo got It at last." The cowhoy who shot

wnagher was Jim Talbot, who was opns of the
leadvrn of tha party who took Banker Danford
from the Sherilf a sbort time ago, and who
hendod the slemant who insisted at all times on
hnoging Danford without givineg him s chance
to snttie, 1mmedinteiy niter killing Meagher the
sowbors started for the Indian Territory
nnd rode out of town, amid showers of
lead. Three of thair horees were shot from
under them. After they had gone Dan Bpear
walked into the bank and drew some monor,
While he was stauding at tho couuter some
one looked in at tha door and ealled ont: “ Dan,
they are after you." Hs broke out of the back
door, and start=d to run across-lots toward the
dunee houss, " The Red Light,” when ne wis
shot throueh tha heurt by one of tha Marahal's
posss, Spear was n resident of Caldwell, baving
fomns with his (ather and two brothers from
Missouri, They bave earped tha reputation of
being bhard characters, an Spear was ar-
restad @ yenr aco, chargsd with murdsr, He

acd his party iad been eorralied 1o the brakes
of Duowr Creek, twelve milos south of here, It
was aacerinloed that the cowhoys had been so
elosely pursusd that, when they reachesd Deap
Crenk, they bad to dismouut snd take to the
brakes, whers they conroalod thamselves, The
pursuing party numbered only sight men, but
they surroundnd the rifMaus as well as they
could and kept up a fire upon them,

suers, recoivel ashot, which struck bim s
