CORNETTA IN 8ING BING:

A Marder (hat Grew Out of Mangane's Crime,

Another murder was committed yestorday
morning Inthe Blng Sing prison kitchen, and (¢
grew out of the recent murdoer In the same
room of the colored prisoner Willlams by the
Itallan, Onofrio Mangano.

Tho prinolpal witness agalnst Mangano at his
trinl In Yhite Plalns, Inst weck, was Danlel
Cash, who was eentenced by Judge Gliders
sloave on Jan, 12, 1878, to slx yonrs' Imprison-
ment for burglarz In the first degroe, He was 81
yoars old, and a aative of this city. It was his
teatimony, niora than any other, that convicted
Mangano of murder In the firat dogros, The
fight In which Mangano killed Willlams grew
out of a quarrel botwoon Willlams and alams
Ilallan prisoner namod Angelo Cornetla,
who was convictel on June 7, 1880, of
manslaughitor in the fourth degroe, and sone
tenoed to two years' Imprinonment. Cornetta
