To-da- y tho full committee received tlio teport
of the nnd Authorized Chair-
man Harris to report tho bill to tho House with
n favorable recommendation. Tho bill provides

The Scci-etar- Is directed to organize 11 boanl
of naval ofil'-cr- s mid .Tperts for his ndvtco nnd
asslstiince. to isi called the Naval Hoard of Ad-
vice and Sunny, to seio during tho period
reinilred for the construction, armament, and
trial of the esscls. thtsMonnl to consist of live
nfttcers on thn active list of the navy and two
persons of established reputation and standing,
e.Tivrts In ocicneit und in thn nrtn of shipbuild-
ing, steam engineering, nnd naval ordnance, to
bo selected from civil life. Theso cb'llfnns are
to bo luild such sum, not exceeding 150.000, as
the Secretary may direct, provided that no
person shall lion member of tlio Hoard who has
any interest, direct or indirect, in any inven-
tion, device, or process to bo used In tho con-
struction of tho essels, theircnglnes, boilers,
or nrnminont.

Oiie-hii- lf of the vessels, including their en--
tines and boilers, lire, If practicable, to befmilt In the nnvy anls of the United States

hnUngtho best facilities, nnd tho other half
nre to be built in wholu or in part by contract.
The Seeretury must rriiulru of all iiersons con-
tracting for the building of the vessels, their
engines, liolleis. or armament; bonds with

suietles for the falthrul performanco of
such contrai t, and must tetain at least twenty
wroentum of the contract price until the con-
tract Is completed mid the work nccepted.

Tho Secietaryof tho Navy is authorized to
cause either or anv of the six cruising vessels
of wnr tobcnrmldcd with Interior deflccflvo
steel armor. If upon full Investigation It seems
to be practicable and desirable, nnd if It is

by the Hoard or a majority theref in
writing. Tho SeeroUu-- is to invito idl reput-
able manufacturers of vessels, steam engines,
lxiilers, and ordnance, having or controlling
regular clnbllshmenti, and being engaged In
tho business, and ollleors of the nnvy, nnd
especially all naval constructors, steam engi-
neers, und oidluuicH nfllcers of the navy hivvlng
plans, models, or designs of nny vessels of tho
classes authorized or of any part thereof, with-
in nny given pciiod not exceeding sixty das to
submit tlie same to tlm Hoard foroxniiilnation.
If any such plan, model, design, or suggestion
is adopted, for tlie uh of which any citizen not
nnofllcerof the navy would haven just claim
for compensation, the Secretary of the N.ny.is
to report tho facts to Congress, with 11 state-
ment of the nmount which, In his opinion,
should be paid.

but any one may have all ho wants at 11.25 n
quart, und thoy will bo very good berries, too.
Together with 3,000 quarts of berries, which
wore recoived by H. 1. I.oomls 4 Co.. In Barclay
streot. from Jacksonville, Fin., on Saturday,
there were then 5,000 quarts In tho mnrkot.
Yesterday 1,500 quarts more arrived. Tho ber-
ries grow in the open Ileitis on the St. John's
lilvcr, Florida. They 1110 picked just before
they lire qutto ripe, and nre packed in trays,
oncn holding twelve quarts. The trays are
laid in great refrigerators, neaily 11s large as a
New York Ice wagon, und one of thorn, when
tilled with stravvliorries. Is quite as much
us a truck load. When a rofrigerutorls shipped
by way of Jacksonville and tho seu thu
lee Is renewed Fovernl times before tho berries,
then nearly rip", nrrivu in New York. Thus
far this ear they have come in peifect

hnvoqiiito tho lavorundswcetncs-- .

of tho Northern-grow- n lTiy which npjvnrs in
June. The Hist berries from Florida this eur
arrived heie 011 J1111. 'JS, and Southern s

will continue lo conio until the last of April.
The early prices were ns high as JS a quart nt
wholesale. At this time the berries nro sold to
the retailers at from 40 cents to 75 cents a
quart, which Is less than they brought 11 year
Hgo. when for a month or nioio they injigednt
!1 n quart at wholesale. The supply Is abun-
dant, but in April, when the prices full to 30
cents wholesale, there is no profit In it. Hot-
house strawberries, raised In or about Jvow
101k, sold for $7 a quart In January.
