BenaxtoN, March 18 —The Convention of
dolagates from the mine oporatives In this val-
ley. batwoeon Nanticoke and Carbondale, nssem-
bled to-duy in Plitaton, The meeting was not
#o Inrge as had been oxpeoted, Mon nre afrald
to skow thamselves openly In n labor move-
ment of any kind, for fear of ostraclam by their
employors, This fuct was underatomd as likely
to militate agninat Nnding loadars for the nctual
work of organization, but it was not expected
to affect to so great & degres this proliminary
meoting. Out of over two hundred delegates
that woere sxpectad, only about fifty sppeared,
but fortunately thay were nctually representa.
tive of many more than that number of solllers,

Mr. W, O. Thomas, ex-Master Workman of
tha Knights of Labor, under whose control that
order accomnplished the slection of a labor
tickat in Luzerne and Lackawanna Counties in
1877 by 16,000 majority, was the Chairman. A
telegraphlc message came wsking the Convens
tion to adopt a atrong resolution endorsing the
anti-Chinese Emigration bill, and to send it to
Representative Scranten In Washington., 1In
disounsing it n dalegnte protested that he con-
sldered the Chinese as entitled to the mame
righta ns hi 1f, and th nids of others like
bim who had come hare from other sountriss—
the right to live and to work.

While the Convention was walting!for the re-
port of & Committes on Credentials, and all
seamed shy of saying or dolng anything, one of
tha delegates called vpon another to sing n
pong, and a third demanded that it should be a
eomicone, The song was sung, but was very
fur trom belng comie, aa may ba Imagined trom
fte title, “ The Poor Blind Miner's Appoal.” No
botiar Uluateation sould be afforded of the sim-
plicity an impracticability of these poor fel-
Jows than their stopping in the midst of a
meating called to consider the grave question
of redross of such grisvous wrongs ns thalrs wo
listen tonsong, and seeming 1o give themsalves
up wholly [or the timo to its enjoyment, At
about the seventh wve the mujority of the
duhqn\ms caught the doleful air and joiued in
the chorus,

Mr. Thomas spoke brial!lf of the necoss|ty
for organization among laboring men—not
pimply of miners, or any other clws nione, but
of aﬁ ther, for mulu1l suktennnee and suje
port ngninst the ancrouchmenta of capital, He
earnostly deprecated strikes, ospocinlly when
labaring men enter apon them without thor-
ough organization and rs of preparation, A
reforence to the Knights of Labor, which ns-
sociation he lauded In enthusiastic terms,
evoking a burst of upplause, He relnted as un
instance how employers receive and treat worl-
Ing men when, without organization, they
dare to ask for their right=, In 1875, when
conl was selling for $14 per ton In New York, a
committes of miners waited “Imn Snm_ Sloan
1o ask an advance of wiagok, They bused thelr
request on the ruling high price of conl in the
market.

THE STRIKE IN LAWRENCE.

Weavers Jolnlag the Sploners, and the Closing
af the Mills Inevitable,

LawneNce, Mass, March 18—~Threo hun-
drad wenvers in the worsted depariment of tha
Centrnl Pocifle Mills struck this aftornoon,
stapping 000 looms. Tlhe striko of the wonvers
puts n mors slarming aspect upon  oanles,
There are now 97,000 spindies vneatod by the
ring spinnors and 800 looms inoperative, be.
sides the entire carding and pleker depart-
maontd. The numbior of strikers in now swollen
toover 700, and the olthar weavers ot the Con.
tral Pacille, numbering 400, dedlars to-nlgtit
their intention not to resiume wark on Monday,
The strike of the wenvers wias unexpectod at
this time, as the seduction in thelr wages will

not take efect bafore thie 27th: but such strong
proessira s been brought to bear upon them
thiat they would not continue ar thelr Toomes,
The sitnation to-night 1= owe ol conflictin
tondencios among e strikers, withs the brewels
betwoeen caphind nad labor stiill widenitug, Ve
runks of the steikers bnve Dean g0 tar nug-
mien ted that thers is oo longer i dos b thisd the
ik must shut down on .\ﬁimlus. The corpme.
ristion offlewrs to-night wdmie thint n sh
Is dnevitubie unless ity of the strikers
return.

of operatives, were tosdoay out of the mills, but
thelr pressnco is absolutely neesssiry (o n cone-
tinunaneos of wark, The mesting this afternoon
wus attended by nearly 3500 operatives, all of
whom endorsed the pr ings, nid thareby
mads It evident thut the strike will besome
goneral if the corporation malntining s prossnt
waition,  Mayor Nreen prosided at the moet-
ng, which wns held by his  invitition
in the City . He sxpressid the fullost
sympnthy with the strikers, but advised mod-
eratlon in speech and wction, He guarantecd
the pupport of the eitizens of Lawrencs, With
n single excoption, the suecesmding speakers
advised n return to work on’ Monday for the
resison outiined above., I the strike hind not
acrtunlly begun, it is guite probable that the
disnfTocted operntives !\'ﬂlihl Ly e per-

sundel to stick to their spindles nond loons
for the present. But they wers (b nn
mood to rmzda fram detlon  slrendy
taken, and  the rank and  tlle  mani-
tested the follest determination to  starve
rather thun work at rediuced wages, There

wia mich indignation, too, against the eor-
poration for refusing to eonfer with the oper-
ntives' somiittes appointed yestordny, 1t was
finally decided to appoint a committoe of arbi-
tration, consisting of twenty sirikers und oper-

tives from other mills nnd ten eltizens of
awrence, who shall send delegates 1o Boston
on Monduy, and present the onse of the oper-
utives 1o thie directors of the corporation. 1t js
safe to prediet that there will ba no coneession,

The strikers decinre they will not return to
work until the oid priees are restored.  Every-
thing 18 quiet in the elty, but Monday's devel-
opments wro wwnited with snxiety; for il the
strikers do ot return, the entire Pacile Mills
will shut down, stopping 200000 spindies and
threwing between 5,30 and 6,000 persons out
of employment.

THE FLOOD WATERS RISING.

MORE BREAKS IN THE LEVEES ALONG
THE LOWER MISSISSTPEL.

Foor Mundred Miles of River from 40 (o 80
Miles In Widikh-Feople and thelr Ntoek
Resoned from Mounds and the Ends of
Levees— A Neene of Desolation nud IMatress

NEw Onueass, Mareh 18.—A résumdé of the
weok sliows a Inrge Inorense of aren covered
by the fleod waters fram Helona to the mouth
of the Mississippl River, In the Yazoo valley
the water I8 reported to be rislog rapldly.
Four steamaraof the Parisant line are contiu-
nokely traversiog thit section, earrying sup-
plles and bringing out prople and stock. In
the Yozoo dalta, from Viekaburg to Caldwater,
A distancs by river of over 400 milea, and from
the hillson the east to the Mississippi River,
forty to sixty miles in width, the greator part
of the low lands 18 submerged, Including Colil-
wator, Tallahntchie, Yaroo, Sunflower, apd
Deer Creck.  Some ioss of lile is reportad. The
Governmeant steamer Anita left Vieksburg yes-
terday for this section to distribute rations
and renider assistanca to the sufferers from
the overflow. Her commander, Capt. Loe, U,
B AL telegrnphod Gen, Bockwith at 8t Lonts:
“The greatost destitution and destruction of
property provails in the back counties, Sev-
enty thousand rations per woek should be sent
to the State agont at Vicksburg for the baek
counties until the Aood subsides, mnd 100,000
rations per woek tothe State ngent at Memphis
for Mississippl counties or river pointa; also
tents for both places,™

Great stratohes of Milliken's Bend laves in
Madison Purish, Lo, guve way yestonday, the
Ccrovasses ngerognting some two milesin length,
The water from theso will cover the grodter
part of Madison Parisli, join the waters of the
ernvasses (n Tensas and Concaordia, flow into
Ilayou Macon and the Bisck. Ounachita, nrid
Tonsus Rivers, nnd thence through the Hed
and  Atehnfalayn  Rivers.  The damnge
from these brinks will be very great, adding
