Tho roeont lenlblo enrthquako In Costa
Rica recalls again tho fact that wo arc now wit-

nessing ono of tho most remarkable periods of
terrestrial itlsturbuuco that has over been
rccoidod.

Tho fact that wo hear of so many minor
carthiiuukes, mere tremblings and shakings
vvlilch catiso moro or less alarm without doing
nnicli dumago, may bo owing lo tho s)stomof
observation that has recently been adopted.
Tho study of curthuuako phonomonn ns a
special branch of sclenco Is comparatively now,
and tho men who have ostnbllsbcd w hat may bo

described as leartlmuako observatories, or
rather observing stations, at various points on
tho globo do not allow any tremor of thegiouud,
how ovor slight, to go unnoticed.

Hut besides tho many slight shocks that have
been felt in almost every country, thero havo
been, within a year or two, several destruetlvo
eartluiuakes, tho llko of which tho world,

does not frcijueiitly seo. In Novem-

ber, 18S0, occurred tho great earlluiuuko shock
ntAcram. About a jcar ago. In this saino
month, Casiunloclola was destroyed, A month
Inter followed tho still moro terrlblo disaster at
Chios. Shocks of less Intensity wero felt nt
times at lioth A gram and Chios during tho
wholo of last year, and tlio disturbance hns
notovon yet censed altogether.

It was hardly to bo oxiiccted that tho Central
American countries, crowded with volcanoes
and forming ono of the great centres of enrth-riuak- o

commotion, would escape a shaking, and
tho recont disaster lu Costa Illc.i Is, therefore,
not a nintterof surprlo. Moio than a )canigo
thoro wasovldeneo of tho struggle of Internal
foreos In that region when the surprising phe-
nomenon of a small volcano bursting out of the
middle of a lake was witnessed ut Ilopaugo, in
San Salvador.

Disastrous shocks have, within tho last two
years, been experienced in two or three of tho
principal eartluiuako regions of thu globo,
nninoly, the Mediterranean region and the nar-
row waist of tho Western continent.
