When ho sti Ikes
ho doublet buck thu ond nnd deals an upward
or sldewiso blow with tho bent portion ot It. tho
muscle of which ho hardens up until It is
almost like Iron.

"Iu two respects, beyond that Interior nos-
tril, the inouth of tho elophant Is peculiar. In
the first place, he does not chew his food with a
sidewisn grinding motion, but with a forward
and backward chiselling sort ot motion. He
has twelve large tut tenth, six on each side
tluee abo.e aud throe below. Tlie teoth In the
upper jaw when at rest are advanced one tooth
ahead of those in the lower jaw. and when the
hitter is In full snlng It goes fur enough for-
ward for one of the lower teeth to pass beyond
the foremost one of the upper set. Thus:

" Thero Is no necessity for poking one's flngors
between the teeth to get an Idea ot tha force
stored up in that part of the brute. The mus-
cles of tho mouth at the sides are strong enough
to hold the hand of the most powerful man so
that he cannot pull it away, and the elephant
frequently shows whnt his teeth are capable of
by crunching to dust hard pebbles as big as
hens' eggs, seemingly just to amuse himself.
The lower jaw doos not open wldo enough to
admit of the separation of the teeth, which are
well hack, more lhan threo Inches. The sicond
Queer thing about the elephant's mouth Is his
tongue. It Is often expressively said of a scold
that 'her tongue is bung in the middle, and
works at both ends.' The elephant's is exactly
the optoslte. for it Is hung ut both ends and
works in the middle. It Is a powerful muscle,
which the animal can flatten or swell up big
and hard at any point, and move tho swelling
along It either way just as ho pleases. uu
can get the best Idea of it by sup-
posing a rubber tube fast at both
ends, with a big ball Inside, distend-
ing It and moving by Its own volition,
backward and forward. You can pnss your
hand clear through under the middle ot an ele-
phant's tongue, but It is always safest to per-
form that exporlnient after the elephant Is dead.
The opening into tho esophagus Is about four
inches abou thu level of the tooth, and it Is the
business of that tongue to shove things
up there for swallowing by humping it-
self and pushing.

On oacb side ot the elephant's head. In
the temple, between the eye and ear, ou can
obsero a little hole. That hole Is the external
Issue of a vory small channel, which goo
through about four inches of flesh, upward
nearly as much more, and tbon penetrates the
bono of the skull which Is quite thin nt this
point into the brain cavity. Out of this cavity
Mowsa sortof syrupy, leaden-colore- d discharge,
most ubundant when the animals are excited

Is now so perfect that the highest classes In the
parochial schools will compare favorably vvltli
the corresponding classes in tho public schools.
Father McCiienn has had nn opportunity to
judge of the public schools, as ho Is a gxaduato
of old No. 3 lu Grove street.
