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TILE DUBLIN ASSASSINATION,

YO CLLETO THE MURDERERS OF LORD
CAVENDISH AND Mk BURKE.

The Meene of (he Tragedy In Bight of the Vice.
vegnl Lodge- A Boy whe Baw (ke Scuffle
Preceding the Murdes=PFarnell, Davite,
and Sexton Deeply Deploring the Tragedy,

Lospox, May 7.-The Obacerver's despateh
trom Dabilin gives the following partionlnes of
tho munder of Lord Frederlek Cavendish and
Mr. Burke: ' A boy snys that while bird-nest-
ing in Plienix Park yesterday aftornoon. he
saw, about 200 yarda from himand close tothe
romd, n group of men who appesred to him to be
wrestling. He thought they wers roughs, and
paid o partloular attention to them. He then
#nw twa of tha men full. and fonr others jump
into u enrand drive rapldly toward Chapel Luod.
Hao s uninblo to give a deseription of thoir ap-
penrwnes., The park wus crowded fn many
plusos nt tho time of the tragedy, Many por-
sols woro sitting or walking within a few hun-
driid yards of where the bodios woere fuund but
Bourd nothing of the affuir.  Police puraded the
park soon wfter the cecurrense, and fruitlessly
sonrchod every hole and eorner for the mur-
derera, Mr, Burke wus found with his thront
ent nlmost from enr to ear, and his handa bors
mnrks (ndionting thant e bad bad s ereo nnd
lengthvned encounter. Ono of the wounds of
Lord Froderick Cavendlsh was o daggor thirust
which ponotrated bils right lung, and his loft
arm wos smashod to pulp, Many of the wournils
on both bodies wero such ne must bhave bean
immedintaly futal, The persons who found the
bodies were dotalned by the polico.  Enrl
Bpencor, to whom the nowa was firet broken by
Col, Cnuliield, was terribly shocked. It is statod
that ho Intonds to reslgn immoedistely.”

Tho correspondent of the Press Assoclation
at Dublin telegraphs na follows: " Agentleman
informs mo that at about 2 o'clock on Baturday
afternoon he saw 8 country car of pocullar
bulld driving through Grafton streot, It con-
talned four very susplelous looking fellows,
with Blackened faces, and wenring slouched
hatd pulled down In front 8o as, W some extent,
to conenl their lares,

“Nhe vietims of the tragedy are Inld out on
beds In the hospital, just ns they were brought
in, The hospital surgeon says that e funcied
he felt n slight pulsation in Mr, Burke's body
when he first saw it,  Telegrams were Immedi-
mtely sent to ull the pollee stations In Ireland
aod Groat Britain, giving information of the
murders,

“It hna been ascertained that Under 8coratary
Buorke walkoed from the Castle to the park gate,
whore he got on a car. and while driving
through the park overtook a gontleman, Mr,
Thurke alighted trom the ear and aceompaniod
tho gontleman, who wis undoubtedly Lord
Frederick Cavendish, on foot. The carman
returned to the city. Mr. Burke had long been
rogardod with extrema disfavor by the Nation-
nliats of Treland. The police are on guard at
the scone of the murder, in order to prevent in-
terfarenco with the pools of blood.

TilE CORONER'R INQURRT

The Inguest on the bodias of the viotims wns
oponed to-day. Twenty jurors bad been sum-
moned over night, and all answered to thelr
mamos except two, The jury conslsted of gon-
ticmen, Mounted pollee occupled the hospital
yard, Thera was o large crowd of people out-
sida, Mr, Whyte, City Coroner, saild he sum-
moned the jury to meet on Sunday in order that
tho remains might be removed ot ones. He do-
elnred that languago wns Inadequate to ex-

iress the borror and shame which all must

ool. After the jury hod viewed the bodies the
Coronar sald that the ciuuse of death was quita
apparent, but that he would adjourn the in-
quest until Monday for formal eyidence,
