VETOES BY THE GOVERNOR.

THE FURNITURE INSTALLMENT BILL
AENT BACK T0O THE ASSEMBLY,

Alse the 1l Proaviding fur Women Trustees
In Charitnble Instlintlons — The Under.
grovund Telegraph Wire HIll Advanced,

ALBANY, May 15, Flve voto messiges (rom
tha Governor were nwialting the hapless Ansem-
biymen ghon they reassembled to-night after
the woeekly rocess, The firet was n veto of the
bl providing for the closing of the Albany
County Clork's offiee on certain holldays, Tt
was briefly disposed of by the Governor's oljee-
tlon thist 1t wis o loon] BHL and the Supervisors
hind control of the matter. This was followed
by the veto of the bill providing for the closing
of the County Clork’s atnd Deglater's offiees in
Now York and Brooklyn at noon on Saturdays,
To this the Governor founid two orthree con-
stitutional objections, and condemned it on the
ground of sound publle policy. Mr, Shauley of
Brooklyn. in moving tolny the vatoon the table,
said: " Wa shall olose the oMees all the sama,"

Mr. Catlin’s bill requiring installment furni-

ture dealors to refund fifty poreent. of the pur-
chaso money in cases whore there is default in
payments and the furniture (8 reclaimed wos
‘wigo returned with objections, The Governor
holds that the bill interferes with aud hampors
legitimate trade, thereby infrioging on private
rights and violating the spirit of the Constitu-
tion, In making u distinction In ¢lasses of denl-
ors. The bill makes no provision ns to the
condition of the artleles when returned. tho
Governor says, and o allowanes for wenr and
tear, The Governor beliaves, on the whole,
that the installment plan of purchase is bone-
ficind ro tho poar,

Ho says the selling of household gouds on a
aystomatie oredit plan, of late years quite tom-
mon, enables mnny fkmilies to sarcound thems-
selved with nocossarics, nnd juxurios also, not
ordinarily within thelr reach, While it may
posaibly lend o extravaguues, the practice of
saving and the pecumulntion of property from
earnings thut might othorwise bhe wisted in
proflignte hablts are quite lHkely to be encour-
aged. The effect of the bill, In the opinion of
the Governor, would be Injurious to the sery
elass of people whom it (s intended to proteat.
Deaders would save thamscives harmless I?"
