of tho Govornmont had boon looked for after
Mr. Gladstone's notlco on Thursday of his In-

tention to uso nil means In his powor to hasten
tho adoption of tho remaining clausos of " Tho
lilllfortho Repression of Crlmo In Iroland."
In oxpectatlon of a sceno. tho sallorlos woro
crowded with spectators, who waltod patlontly
throueh tho lone uluht's Bitting. In tho

of the Government's case, although
nothing was said directly about thojoopnrdy
threatening British interests In othor parts of
tho world, hints wero occasionally dropped

those Interests In such n significant
manner as to arouso tho passions of the English
mombors and array them solidly on tho side of
tho Govornmont. Whon it beenmo apparent
that - solid voto had boon secured for tho Gov-
ernment motions, tho Govornmont announced
that final action on tho Repression bill was
dcomod so urgent that It would continuo tho
session all night, all day nnd until It
should bo necessary to temporarily suspond at
tho beginning of Sunday, and rosunio again at
tho first hour on Monday, holding a continuous
eosslon thoroaftor until final action was socurcd
on tho bill. In order to maintain this continu-
ous session It would arrange Its supporters In
suitable, rolays.

Mr. I'arnoll Intimated that no threats of such
action on tho part of tho Govornmont would
nltor the determination of tho Irish members
to romaln at their posts nnd do tholr wholo
duty toward Ireland.

Tho House then took up the soventoenth
clause of tno Repression bill, which glvos tho
dellnitlon of tho word "district," and pro-
scribes tho nrrnngomont. selection, nnd pay of
tho constabulary, and, paitloularly, compensa-
tion for crlmo. Tho btrugglo then began nnd
contlnuod during the entire night. Mr. Olail-ston- o

remained In his soat and personally con-
ducted the Government's movements. Mr.
Dillon dnlled tho Government to lvy a blood
tax from the poor tenants without provoking a
renewal of tho disordors which nttundod the
tlthowar. Othor liiombers spoke in tho snmo
strain. Tho I'lirnnllltes pressed many amend-
ments, and tho struggle, of tho minority was
so nortlnaclous and exasperating that Hlr
BtalToid Northcoto put aslilohlsilllTeroncesBiid
went ovor to Mr. Gladstone's support, llo
raadn a long speech, reciting the troubles
which England had been compelled to undergo
at tho instance of a few rebellious and ambitious
Irishmen, and referring to tho liiBignllleanco
ol tho Irish ijuestlon In comparison to certain
other tiuestlons that woro being pleased upon
England for immedlnto notion. He snld tho
time had nl last eomo for Englishmon to ceaso
petty debating and resort to declslvo action.
The fact that so great and illustrious a nation
was so disgracefully hampered In its Parlia-
ment was insulting to British Intelligence, nnd
hhotiM bo at once summarily ended, if need bo,
by tho action or een arbitiary power.

The Irish members continued tholr obstruc-
tion, nnd at 7'. this morning but little progress
had tx'en mndoon tho bill. At th.it hour Sir
William Ilareourt, Homo heerotnry, aroso nnd
vehemently.denounced tho obstructionists. He
said that timo equivalent to two working dashad been consumed In tho dlscuslon of a
elause of boeond.tty Importance. It would bo
for the Houso to say whether menus must not
be adopted to end this Btate of things.

Mr. I'arnoll said tho Homo llulo members
would appeal to tholr countrmion at homo and
abroad. Ho contended that no opposition could
bo more reasonably conducted against such nn
atrocious measure.

At 91, Dr. I.jou riayfnlr, Chnlrmnn of tho
committee, who had not long boforti returned
to the House, said that there had been delib-
erately planned obstruction to tlio business of
tho Houso. He thun read a list of sixteen mem-Inj- rs

who had txen guilty of obstiuctlon, as fol-
lows: Messrs. Iliggnr. Callan, Comnilns, Dillon,
Ilenly, Lcamr. Marum. Metge, T. 1.
O'Connor. O'Donnoll, l'arnull. Power, lledmoud,
Bexton, nnd Nulliviin.

After tho list had been read It was discovered
that four of tho members numed, Messrs.
O'Donnoll Dillon, lliggnr, nnd L'omnilns. had
notboen In tho Houso during the night, but
had Imen at home In bed. A new order wns
therefore made, charging them with obstruc-
tion during the progress of tho bill. After
some parloylng this order was substituted, and
on motion of Mr. Ohlldors tho monitors named
wero suspended by n vote of l'Jfi to 27. Tho lt

wn- announced by the Spenker, who called
on Mr. lliggar to rotlio In obedienco to tho
voto.

Mr. O'Donnoll declared that Dr. Tlayfalr's
naming him was Infamous, (oeuii'O he had
been absent from the Houso all night, nnd was
therefore foully named. Tho Chairman nnd
sinned against all tho traditions of his onice,
Tho Chairman reported this language to tho
House, and Mr. Chllders gave notleo that ho
would mnvo to consider Mr. O'DonncII's con-
duct on Mondnv. nnd it wns ngiecd to take up
thu mnttnr on that day.

A member protested that he had been In tho
Houso twelve horns .during which, ns far as ho
was nwaro, neither Mr. Callan nor Mr. Marum
had spokon, and they ought not to hnvo boon
named.

Mr. Jilggar declared that tho Chairman ought
to Klva reasons for Ills action.

Mr. Callan snld tho Uhnirman. In declaring
him guilty of obstruction, had stated an utter
falsehood,

A motion that the nnmod members withdraw
was carrlod, and tho Speaker called on them
individually to withdraw.

Mr. Healy suggested that they all withdraw
together, which they did, amid loud cheers
from all parts of the Houso and from the Ii Ish
members who remained. Mr. Callan pnuaed to
shout: " I am suspended on the false loport of
a salariod Government otllcer."

Washington, July l. Tho body of Chnrlos
J. Gultoau was burled this afternoon In tho
northeast corridor of tho jail, and, so far as Is
now known to the contrary, tho remains will Ho
thoro undlsturbod by any future sopulturo.
Under tho law tho disposition of tho bodlos of
criminals who aro hangod rests within tho

of tho Warden. In tho caso of Gultoau,
his stster.Mrs. Scovlllo, was without means, nnd
could not hnvo undertnkou his burial oxponscs
oven If permitted to do so. Tho only othor

has nppearedupon tho scono hisbrother, John W. Gultoau was unwilling toassume tho risk of taking charge of tho re-
mains, bollovlng that ho would bo powerless toprevent body snntohors" from stealing thomi
therefore Gen. Crocker rosolvod to bury. tho as-
sassin's body within tho walls of tho Jalf. whereIt would bo beyond tho reach allko of

or speculation.
Tho northeast cornor. In which Gultoau Is

burled, is upon tho opposite Bldoof tho rotunda
from the ono In which ho wns hanged, and from
the window of tho coll In which ho was conllnod
ono can look down upon his gravo. Tho brickIloorlng was romovod this morning, and a gravo
soven feet deop wns dug. At 4 1'. M. tho collln
containing tho body was borno from tho chapel
upon tho shoulders of six of tho jail prisoners,
nnd without nny sorv Ico or coremony whatovor
was lowered into tho grave and burled.

Tho only porsons prosont wero John W,
Gultenu. Dr. Hicks. Wardon Crocker nnd son,
Mr. Wright, tho undertaker; Ward, tho en- -

jail; Deputy Warden Russ, Capt,
rocker, nnd tho six prisonors who noted as

pall bearers. Tho collln was clOBCd last ovon-In-

nnd no ono has slnco been ponntttod to
seo tho remnlns.

Mrs. Hcovlllc, accompanied by Miss Choval-ller- o.

nrrlved nt the jail just before 4 o'clock,
nnd Importuned tho Wardon to bo nllovved to
soo tho remains nnd witness their burial. Gen.
Crockor, however, romnlncd linn In his de-
termination not to nceodo to hor request, and
nftor a fow minutes sho returnod to tho city,
leaving n number of Mower pieces which alio
hnd brought with her and which sho expected
to place upon tho gravo. As tho body was being
tnkon down tho steps lending from tho chapel
to tho centre rotunda of tho building,
tho mourners, or rather witnesses, stood
near tho door leading to tho northeast
rotunda, and ns It was tnkon down tho (light ofsteps londlng from tho rotunda to tho brick
Iloorof the corridor, they silently tiled in be-
hind tho convict pnllbonrors. Arrived at tho
gravo. tho llttlo procession halted, and tho
collln was at onco lowered to Its place. After
tho earth had been replaced nnd the top of thogravo levelled olT, John W.Gultonu stopped for-
ward nnd plncedat Its head a crown of vvhlto
immortollos. Not n word was spoken, not a
tear was shed.

Dr. Ijimb wns asked y if Itwnstruo that
Gluteal! s brain was found In n normal condi-
tion, and replied: "That is true ns far as the
brain Is concerned, but tho mombrnno thnt
onjelopes it was found to bo unhealthy, and
Will bo oxnmincd ."

Tke Iternrd r S. II. Axtcll, Xmulunted fur

( hlcfiliitllcn of Mew Mexico.
Washington--, July 1. It Is hardly possi-

ble that tho President could have known of S.
13. Axtcll's record when It was decided to ap-
point him Chief Justice of New Mexico; yet
there was In tho flies of tho Interior Depart-
ment n report of an Impartial Investiga-
tion, which was so damning that It. R. Haves
was compelled to removo him from the place
ho then held ns Governor of New Mexico.
Axtell had been tiansferred fioiu Utah to
Now Mexico by Grant. His record In Utah was
so bad that tho respectable pcoplo of that
Territory could no longer tolornto him.
Charges of ono kind and anothor had reached
tho Interior Department reilcetlng on his
character as Governor of New Mexico, and it
was decided to send a special ngent to tho Tor-lltor- y

to Investigate. Judge Angell wns ap-
pointed. Ho is now an Asslr.tant United States
District Attorney in ISrooklyn. He did not
know Axtell nor anybody else In tho Territory,
nnd ho went Into his work wholly unpreju-
diced. Ho was in tho Teirilory two months,
evnmlnod mnuv witnes-e- s. heard Axtell. and
took ngieat deal of testimony. Tho result of it
was tlmt he vra-- . compollcd to mako tho report
above mentioned.

There wero twelvo chargos against Axtell,
First, thnt ho hnd takon partisan action as to
trouble in Lincoln County; second, that ho re-
fused to listen tn complaints of the people of
that county; thiid that he had boon paid the
bum of f'.'.Oiio to tnlluenco bis action; louith,
that ho hnd arbitrarily removed Territorial
onieeie. thereby outlawing citizens nnd usurp-
ing thot functions of the judleiarv ; (Kth, thnt
ho (tad removed olllchils, and appointed
strong political pnitls.ins; sixth, that nil
action taken by him ha Ineieascd rather
than Quieted the troubles In Lincoln
County; seventh, thnt ho appointed olll-ce-

and kept tho-- o In ofllcn who wero
hiipported by the vvoist villains .uid murderers
that the Teiritoiy could pioduce; eighth, that
ho knowingly appointed bad men to odlee:
ninth, that he wn- - a tool of designing men nnd
weak and arbitrary In exercising hlsolllce;
tenth, that he was a Mormon; cluventh, that
he conspired to miiiderinnoccnt and

citizens bee.iusH they opposed his wishes
and wore exerting their inllucncu against him;
twelfth, that he nibitranly refused to restore
thu courts to Colfax County, nnd refused to
llston to the petitions of the people of thnt
county for tho restointlon of tho courts.

Judgo Angell found that all of these charges
wero sustained except the third, eighth, and
tenth. Tho report is couched In most vigorous
language. Judgo Angell scorned to bo shocked
and indlgnnut at thu discovery ho made. Ho
reported Axtell to bo a man who was a partisan
either through corruption or weakness, and
that either through corruption or Ignorance
Axtell had caused many parts of tho Territory
to lwcomothe scenes of turmoil nnd confusion,
and he concluded his report by saying thnt 's

romoval was mi absolute necessity. Ho
was at onco removed by Mr Iliiyoa, and has
Blnce lived In seclusion In Ohio. In view of
this report, and Haves's and Kchura's prompt
action on it, mauy (senators who havoseenit
are not prepared to voto to confirm him for tho
important olllco of Chief Juhtlce.

A Disorderly Convention Inviting tke Co.
operutlon of Jtcpnbllcan.

Fort Worth, Texas, July 1. .Tho moat dis-

orderly, Inharmonious political body over as-

sembled In Texas was tho Greenback Stato
Convention which mot In this city on Thurs-
day morning nnd ndjourued Inst night. The
delegates could not agtco on anything excopt
the platform. Gon. J. B. Weaver of Iowa wns
In attendance and his prcsouco alone prevent-o- d

nn open rupiuro.
Bomo of tho Convention wero In favor of

nominating n full State ticket of Oreonbnckers.
Othors thought this unwise, and that thoy
should net in such a manner as to bo identified
with tho Republicans, who all appear to be
willing to support Congiessmnn G. Wash.
Jonesfor Governor. This opinion was shared
by Gen. Weaver. Jones wioto n lottor, which
wns read in open Convention, ndvUIng no
nomination nt this time, nnd It was finally re-

solved to make no nominations, but to recom-
mend G, Wash. Jonos to all thu elomonts op-
posed to tho Rouibon Domocraey as n candi-
date for Governor, A resolution declaring
ngnlnst fusion, but Inviting tho cooperation of
the Indopendontsnnd Republicans, was adopt-
ed. II. 0. Stell of Austin was chosen Chairman
ot tho Krnte Exoeutlvo Committee, which body
was authorized tocall auothorStuto Convention
If deomod prudent.

The lesolutlons endorse tho platform adopted
nt Chicago In 188(1, with a modification of tho
bond clause, which says that no bonds should
bo refunded, but should bo pnld at innturlty
with any lawful money on hand; aruilgn
tho Rtatn Democratlo Administration for
subsidy legislation, for lack of tunvlslon
for freo schools, for calling Btate bonds nt
eightv-llv- o cents and buying thorn buck nt
llujcleuouncotho taxation of mechanics tools
and the exemption of tho sugar und cotton
crops of wealthy plniiteis: mildly assail the
Ropubllcnn pnity of Texas by buying that It Is
no longer llopublUnn,

The general Impression Is thnt no othor Con-
vention will bo cnllod. but that all opposition
to the Domoerney will consolldnto on Junes for
Goveinoi, that the Oreonback-Itopubllca- n atuU
Independent Democratic managers will select
tho lest of the mixed tlckot.

Immediately after tho, adjournment n ratifi-
cation mooting was held, Ono speaker said
that before ho would work for starvation wages
he would steal. Another said that It might bo
necessary, before the Greenback party wus suc-
cessful, tlmt blood should Ihj shed; ho was ready
to shed his blood. All tho spo.ikors favored
working for tho negro voto.

DEATH OF WM.R. GARRISON.

1'irn Lirns baciufickd nr tjik dis--
ASJEJt AT VAUIUSIVS V11KE1C.

Tke IlodUi of Mr. Gurrl.im ind Mr. Mnllory
llroagkt to New York for llnrlnl Anotker
Kxpreit Train'. Kzperlenee Tke Inqnut.

Mr. William It. Garrison dlodat 01 o'clock
yostorday morning In Mr. John Hooy's cottngo
nt Long Branch, no had lain In a stupor all of
Friday, at tlnibs showing faint signs of con-
sciousness, and onco appearing to rocognlzo
his slstor, Mrs. Van Aukon, and Mr. Hoey. Dr.
Hunter of Long Branch was constantly at his
bodsldo. At 10 o'clook In tho ovonlng his
limbs bocamo paralyzed and hope was glvon up.
At the tlmo of his death yostorday morning his
wlfo, his throo daughters, his son, his fathor,
Commodore 0. K, Garrison, and Mr. Hooy's
family, woro at his bodsldo. Tho Immodlato
causo of doath was concussion of tho brain.
Ills body was brought to Now York last night
by a Bpoclnl train and convoyod to tho rosl-don-

of his family, CIS Fifth avonuo. Tho
funeral will bo at tho Unlvorslty Dace l'rosby-torla- n

Church on Monday, and will bo con-
ducted by tho Rov, Robert R, Booth. Gen.
Hancock will bo ono of tho pall bearers, and
Gon. Shormnn has been Invited to do tho same
ofllco. Mr. Garrison's throo brothors In SL
Louis nnd Pittsburgh hnvo boon summonod.

Mr. Garrison had visited Long Branch nonrly
every Saturday for many wooks past, to ovorsoo
tho work on his now house, which ho had built
on land adjoining Mr. Hooy's park. Ills family
moved Into tho houso on Saturday a wook ago.
Mr. Garrison has bocn In tho habit of going to
Now York by tho boat ovory morning, but on
Thursday he missed It. nnd wns obliged to take
tho train, in tho wreck of which ho tost his life.
It Is believed that as ho rose from his sent In
tho car when It was first known to bo off tho
track tho sudden application of tho brakes
throw him forward across tho car, and that ho
struck heavily on tho top of his head. Ho was
no doubt unoonsclouswhen tho car foil Into tho
water, and would have been drowned at onco
but for tho otTorts of Mr. Arthur Sowell.

Mr. Garrison was born in 1831 In Canada,
where his mother was visiting. Ho went to
collcgo ut Palmyra. Missouri. In 1853 ho
went to California, and with his father

In several important enterprises, no-
tably in steamship lines. In business he wns
always his father's chief assistant, and of lateyears was his acttvo successor. In connection
with his fathor's enterprises ho was Acting
President of tho Missouri Pacific Railroad un-
til the Cominodoie sold out his control of that
road to Jay Gould, and President of n steam-
ship company running boats between this city
nnd South Amorloan and West Indian ports,
llo was ono of tho capitalists active in devel-
oping the eluvated railroads, and was at one
tlmo Piesldent of tho Metropolitan Company
nnd of the Jlnnhattan Company.
At the time of his death ho was a director in
both. Ho was also a director In tho Mercan-
tile Tiust Company, the Shoo and Leather
ll.ink, and thu Mutual Gaslight Company.
Ho was a member of tho Union Club, and wns
recently elected President of tho Nov York
Club. He was tho Commodore's only son. Tho
Commodore's other child Is Mrs. vnn Auken.
Mr. Garrison's widow was Miss Kslelle. whoso
parents rusldo In this city. Ho loaves two
daugntcrs, young ladles, and a ounger son
and daughter.

George II. Cook testified lufore Coroner
Cooper's jury nt Long lltanch esterd.iy that
he had walked over I'm kor' Creek bridge (lve
minutes after tho wieck onThtirrday. At tlio
south end he saw that tho west rail of tho
north-boun- d track was pushed out from four
to six inches, and tho lies showed thnt tho
wheels on that sulo had run on tho wood. Tho
other rail appeared to bo In order for a space
of 2u0 feet fiom tho end of the bridge At that
point tho oars had gone ovor. His opinion was
that tho rails weie not properly spiked. There
nppe.ircd to lx) very few spikes near tho switch
for tho length of n rail or two. Tho tics ap-
peared to bo full of splko holes, and wero rot-
ten about tho splkos. The track looked as if It
bad merely been gaugod up und not afte. wnrC
thoroughly spiked. Ho started back on the
brldgo to verify bis observations, and was not
permitted to do so.

At this point CoronorCooperdisclmrged Con-
stable Britton from tho service of the jury for
having brought no more witnesses, nnd ad-
journed tho liiQUost to Monday.

Tho Ponnsilinnln express train which left
Long Branch at 7 25 yesterday mnrnlngpassed
tho Pnrkor's Creek brldgo and Ltttle Mil wr sta-
tion ten minutes later.

which frlonds of tho family woro Bwlndlod out
of various Bums of monoy.

Tho boy disappeared on Juno 20. Tho family
searched for him unavalllngly. Aftor somo
days had olapsod thoy began to hoar of swin-
dling operations porpotratod by tho uso of
namos of mombors of tho family. Tho boy's
fathor Is Aloxandor Lucius, a jowollor.
Notes woro rocetvod by frlonds of tho
famllr roquostlng monoy on various pretexts.
Mrs. John Gross of Hopkins stroot, Drooklyn.
Mrs. Henry Wngnor of 281 Stanton street, Mrs,
Bakorof Itlvlngton street, Mrs. Smith ot Allon
street, and Mrs. Do Groot of Division stroot,
wero among tho porsons to whom such notos
woro addressed, and, so far as is known, $12.00
woro obtnlnod In this way, Tho notes gave ns
tho reason tor tlio application that Mr, Lucius
was away from home, and In ono caso tho 111

.ness of a child was given in explanation of tho
neod for a lonn, and In nnothor caso It was de-
clared thnt a child had dlod. At Henry Lichton-borc-

s store, In East Houston street, two pairs
of shoos woro obtnlnod upon a note purporting
to eomo from Mrs, Lucius.

Henry Lucius, a Post Olllco employco, brother
of tho missing boy, hnd been looking for him
In tho Bowery theatres, and on Friday night
found hlni in front of tho Volk's Garton
Theatre. 201 Bowory, wlionco they boy had just
boon ojected, Detoctlvos from tlio forco of In-
spector Byrnes arrested Frank Favor, aged 35,
ot 455 West Fortloth street and Frank Sonk,
ngod 19. on n charge of Bonding tho notes on
which tho monoy nnd shoes woro obtained. In
tho Jofforson Market l'olleo Court yesterdny
they wero committed in default of bail Bonk
had on a pair ot tho shoos.

Master Lucius is a bright-lookin- g boy. with
dark eyes and hair, and last night ho hnd an
nlr of dejection. It wns explained by tho fam-
ily thnt ho had boon nllovved to goto the the-
atre occasionally as n treat, but it was novor
Imagined that ho would grow so Infatuated
with It that ho would bo willing to stay thero.

"Did they koep you there V" quoilod tho re-
porter.

" Favor mado mo a bed In his room," said tho
boy. ' Ho had a reom up stnlrs whoro tho
showbills woio kept, nnd ho let mo stay there."' Did you wrltu the liotosV"

"Kenkwrotothe notes. Favor told him to."
But didn't you toll them whom to write to?"
Well, thoy said thoy wouldn't let meleomo in

tho theatre unless I got money," said tho boy
In tones of extremo iiiolnncholy.

Tho family do not claim that thoro was any
nbduotlon. or that tho child was under actualphslcnl restraint, but that ho was used as a
tool. They think that ho was put out of tho
theatre simply lieeauso no more monoy could
bo gotten out of him. " All thoy gavo him out
of tho money obtained." it wus said, "was a
shirt."

Frank Favor was seen by a Run reporter last
night in tho Jcllerson Mutknt prison. He is
florid nnd red moustiiehed. Ho Is the advei-ti-du- g

agent and bill distributor of thu theatre.
"This little boy " he said, "vvnseleun gotieon
theatrical business, nnd wns alwus hanging
round. Ho win put out of tho theatre several
times, but would come fonek again. I never
wrote si noto for hliii. and don't know that 11

noto was ever written. All tho tnlk about
my keeping thu )wv at the thoatro In
my room is absurd. The only timo I
was ever nt tho theatre all night niv self was
la- -t Wednesday night, when thero was a bene-
fit performance. 1 couldn't nay w bother ho
Mopped nt tho theatiu nights or not. If ho
did. It was by niruugoinont wllh somo of tho
stnge hands at tho back of tho theatre, for I
didn't tillovv him to come In tho front. Tho
only thing I ever got ot his wns a chain and
charm, which I took to glvo to his mother, for
I didn't think it safe for him to have them tho
way ho was behaving."

Frank Honk was in tho next coll. Ho is boy-
ish in appearance, and speaks n Bowery lan-
guage. He sntd ho was an usher. Tlio
trouble Willi tho kid." h said, "was that he
was Btrgo struck and willing to spend monoy to
get solid with tho bo)s. I knew (10 was writing
1 ites for money, nnd nil ot us know it thoro.
Ho wroto the notes himself and ho noiergnvo
mo any money, although ho innv have given
somoto the stage hands. Wo run him olT from
(ho front, nnd then ho got to working
for tho proporty lioy. Tho propoity boy
fired him, nnd then ho suys, 'Andy,
I'll glvo you something It you leave
moon again,' nnd ho went olt and enmo back
with two pairol shoos, Tho property boy said
bo might get Into trouble, and wanted me to
chango shoes with him. nnd 1 did. nnd that's
thevvii) Ic.imoto have thu shoes biought by
Lucius on luowhen 1 was arrested.
