Evidently tho Chairman had been watching
all night for an opportunity to apply his
disciplinary powers, for ho at onco proceeded
to "namo" Mr. Paiinklij and fifteen of his
followers, who, by a voto of 120 to 27, wero at
onco ordered to withdraw. Now, If Mr.
FAnNBi,Tj wero to bo suspended, Justice
seemed to rcqulro that Sir W. llAnoouitT,
who gavo tho provocation, should bo visited
with tho sarao penalty. But admitting that
Mr. FARNEtit,, In a moment ot Indignation,
may havo been guilty of Infringing parlia-
mentary rules, wo can sco no pretext for
Including In tho snmo sentenco thirteen of
his companions who certainly hod not boon
guilty of tho Fjuno Infraction ? No doubt
thoy sympathized with their leador; but will
tho IIouso of Commons sustain a consti no-

tion of parliamentary law, tinder which,
If Sir Staffoud NonTiiooTK should chance
to Incur tho censure of tho Chair, tho wholo
Conscrntlo party may bo expelled on tho
ground ot participation In his sentiments ?

No wonder that Mr. Joseph Cowkn, who
seems to bo ono of tho fow Llbeials who can
keep their heads cool at such junctures, gavo
notico that ho would ask on Monday whether
tho suspension of tho IiUh members was
regular.

Wo hno not yet named, however, tho
worst fcaturo of tho action taken by tho
Chairman on this occasion. It turned out
that two of tho members suspended In com-

pany with Mr. rAKNELTj had never opened
their lips during the oenlng, and that threo
or four others. Including Mr. O'Donnkli., had
actually been absent from tho IIouso. Their
connlvanco , thercfoio, In tho alleged breach
of tho rules was purely a matter of In-

ference with tho Speaker, who virtually
hold that a member could be deprived of his
constitutional rights on tho ground of ob-

struction offered Svhllo ho was abed and
asleep. This blunder was too monstrous
oen for Mr. Gladstone's henchmen, and
accoidlngly tho order of suspension was
amended so as to chargo the members who
had been silent or aboeut during this par-
ticular debate with antecedent obstruc-
tion during tho discussion ot tho
bill. Tho subterfuge merely served
to show to what cxtraoidlnary lengths Eng-
lishmen aro willing to go In their contempt
nnd doli'stallon nf Ii Ihlimon. For what would
become of tho freedom of debate if members
could bo suspended, not at tho tlmo of an
alleged offence, and for specillc reasons
ghen, but weeks nnd mouths afterward,
upon tho vague chargo that their prelous
demeanor had been unsatisfactory to tho
presiding officer ?

Thoro is no doubt that tho action of tho
Gladstone Ministry, In expelling from tho
House of Commons men who had committed
no offence, will havo to bo rescinded In tho
intcicstof theYital principles of frco govern-

ment As to tho nino additional members
expelled last evening. It may bo argued that
thoy wero actually guilty of Illegiti-
mate obstruction by reiterated motions
to report progress and that tho Chair-
man leave tho chair. But something should
havo been excused to men who wcro smart-
ing under tho unjust treatment Inflicted on
their comrades. Tho net result of tho two
clearances effected by this shamoful display
of political animosity and raco hatred Is that
nearly tho wholo body of Mr. Faknell's fol-

lowers havo been stripped of tho functions
conferred on them by their constituents. Sup-pos- o

tho men thus dealt with should refuso
again to enter a IIouso from w hich thoy ha o
been lnlqultously expelled. Suppose they
should return In a vlndlctlvo and Irrccon-cllabl- o

temper to their conf tltuents nt this
Juncture, when England Is likely to need in
Egypt every soldier hitherto employed In
Iroland. Might it notngaln bedcmonstiated

as It was proved so signally when tho war
of tho American Revolution helped Ghat-ia- n

to demand successfully legiblatUo Indepen-
dence for his couutiy that England's peril Is
Ireland's opportunity ?

The Crime of Bigamy.
Wo have before us half a dozen lottcrs

from women who havo discovered slnco
their marrlago that their husbands already
had living wives from whom they wero not
divorced when thoy wedded them. Of
course, their situation Is very painful. Tho
w omen w ero tho Ictlras of a villainous decep
tion. Though thoy went through tho form of
marriage, thoy are not legltlmato wives.

Most of theso women aro mothers, and
thoy aro naturally alaimcd concerning tho
btatus of their children. To savo them fiom
disgince, they would bear much and conceal
ocrythIug. Thoy livoin fear of public ex-

posure, le.isonably distrustful of their hus-
bands, poor, and Ignorant of their rights.
And tho men havo proved themselves to bo
ci uel, lazy, tyrannical, or meanly suspicious ;

just what fellows capable of making a fiaud-ule-

marriage would bo liki'ly to turnout.
Thoy tako ndvantngoof tho women beeaubo
thoy know that thoy aio fearful of exposure
slnco tho children aro Involved. Tho women
can get no advlco In which thoy havo confi-

dence fiom theii husbands, or lathor the men
whom thoy supposed thoy had n light to
call bo, and thoy cannot nffoid to consult a
law ci .

Sutely theli lot Is a vci y wretched ono, and
wo ai o not sui prised at tho agony of mind to
which their lctleis glvo expicsslon. Thoy
are tho victims of our loose marrlago laws.

If, howovcr, sho was onco nblo to mako a
thousand dollars a year, sho ought not to
fall to earn enough now for her support. Nor
nood sho fear that hor husband would do her
tho bodily harm ho tlucatons If sho left him.
Ho would bo too afraid of oxposuio for that.
But If sho continues to havo tho tear, lot her
state hor caso to a Follco Justice Exposuro
is not dlsgraco for hor, since sho has dono
nothing disgraceful. Sho ha3 only been

llko a good many other women.
Her caso autl tho others of which wo havo

spoken aro only a fow of tho many which
aro deseribod to us by correspondents. It is
evident that those fraudulent marriages aro
frequent. And why should thoy not bo so when
marriages can bo so easily contracted In Now
York ? All that is necessary Is to go to a
minister, and nsk him to perform tho cere-
mony. No coitlllcato Is required from tho
pair, and tho mlnistor knows nothing w hat-ov- er

about them. Ho simply pronounces
them man nnd wife, anil takes his fee, per-
haps never oven rocoidlng the marriage. Of
courso, under such circumstances fraud Is
easy. And by tho tlmo tho fiaud is discov-
ered by tho wife, perhaps sho has a baby, and
dreads to exposo tho bigamy.

As wo havo bof oio said, tho dlvorco laws of
Now York aro as strict as thoy can bo made,
if any dlvorco nt all Is allowed ; but our mar-
rlago laws need to bo more precise Thcro
should bo moro efficient safeguards against
fraud and Imposition, nnd mai rlago records
should bo as complete and accessible as tlio
legistryof deeds.

Herotoforo most persons havo received

with incredulity tho accounts of tho atroci-
ties perpetrated In connection with tho ed

"freo labor" trado which Is counte
nanced by Great Britain In ono of tlio Austia-lin- n

colonics. It was hard to bcllovo that a
country which has tiguied before tlio world
as tho Inflexible opponent of slavery, In all
Its foi ins, would tolerate a Unfile oven moro
merciless nnd inhuman than that which has
proved a cur&o to tho blacks of Africa. Un-

happily, It Is no longer pobslblo to mUcon-cclvoth- o

truo character of tho contracts by
which tho nntivesof certain Islauds In tho
South Sea aro doomed to tho most grinding
labor and a speedy death. Tho disgraceful
facts aro attested by official Investigations,
whose results aro now published in tho J'brf-niaht- ly

Utvlete.
No moro flagrant misnomer can bo Imag-

ined than tho term " freo labor " as applied
to tho engagement by which tho natives of
tho Now Hebrides group are bound to work
on tho sugar plantations In Queensland for a
term of years. In almost ov ery Instanco the
asbent of tho laborers is pioeured by force or
fraud. Sometimes a chief delivers a given
number ot his subjects at so much a head,
and sometimes the arrangement Is mado w 1th
a European who has bought an Inland, tho
powor of selling tho Inhabitants Into slavery
being ono of tho recognized rights acqulied
by the purchaser. Tho recent murder of Mr.
Klinesmitii In tho iielghboihood of Now
Britain was duo to an nttempt to euforco tho
rlht mentioned. Even wlicro tho contract
Is originally made with tho ptoipcctivo work-
men, tho latter aro deceived by promises
which tholr employers havo no intention of
keeping, and which they Invariably violate.

Tho conditions of theso labor contracts aro
regulated by a law of tho Queensland Legis-
lature, a body mado up of tho representa-
tives of tho traders and planters dlicctly
interested In tho scandalous traffic. It
Is provided that tho Inlanders shall bo en-

gaged for tho term of three yeais at tho
rate of $30 a year, nt the end of which
tlmo the cmployor Is bound to lestoro tho
workman to his natlvo land. Certain condi-
tions as to food nnd clothing aro nominally
imposed. This act appears to havo satisfied
tho British Government, although Its work
ings are fnr moro detrimental to tlio Kanakas
than was tho English and American system
of slavery to tho blacks. During tho
term for which ho Is engaged tho natlvo
workman Is In tho strictest senso a slave,
for If ho Is Idle or lefiaetory ho isbhaiply
disciplined, and If ho tries to Cbcnpo ho Is
brought back by tho police But tho worst
featuioof thosehemo Is that it offers a pic-iniii- m

for maltieatnieiit, and makes tho
death ot a laborci a bouico of gain to his
master. Tho wages fixed by law aro not
paid till tho termination of tho thieo years,
and thoy aro pocketed by tho employer In
uibO tho w 01 kmau should die in tho intoival.

Tlio frightful consequences of this arrange-
ment weio soon visible, and it was reinaikcd
In tho colony that laboicrs weio vciyaptto
die tovvaid tho end of tho triennial term.
Tho fuctwas biought to tho notice of tho
Queciiblnnd Ftullnmentby n Government In-

spector a Mi. SiiEitiDAN, who was piomptly
punished for his display of zeul, and
biipeifcededby a Mi. Haiuiockh, who In his
turn cxprcbsed Indignation nt tho abuses
committed undor tho "fieo labor" system.
Tho planters and their friends then bolected
for tlio post of inspector a police maglstiato
who thoy supposed would bo moto tiaetable,
but he, too, was so i cvolted by his discoveries
that ho forw aided a lepoit to tho Colonial
Secielary which compelled that functlonniy
to older a l Igoioits Itiquli y. All tho chnigcs
of ciuelty which had been nmilo against tho
Queensland employers wcro officially con-i- ll

ined. It was bhown that tho islanders for
tho most pait sulTeied from poor feeding,
bad water, ovei woik, nnd tlio nbsencoof enio
in tlmo of sickness. On ouo plantation, for
Instance, tho Kannkas weio lequlied to work
Iho liouis on a latiou of biead and ten.
'Iho biend wnspionounoed uno.ttablo by tlio
Commission, nnd tho tea was
nu Infusion of seven ounces of tho leaf
In fifteen gallons of water. It was
piovcd Hint tho demands on the physical
strmgthof tho blacks wero agginvated

tl tho close ot tho tin eo v em s' tei in, w hilo
at tlio biiiiki tlmo thoy weio moio giossly
neglected. Tlio observations of tho Commls-slo- n

boio out tlio iisseitlou of tho police
mnglstiiito that If tho Queensland einployeis
do not nctlv ely bring about the deaths of tho
l'olyueslaua lu oidei to sav o theli wages, tho

same end la Indirectly attained by starving
them and withholding medical old. To what
oxtcnt tho lives of tho natlvo laborers aro
wasted may bo judged from tho fact that,
whereas in England tho avorago annual
death rate among tho malo population be-

tween tho ages of 16 and 32 Is nlno per thou-
sand, among tho Polynesians Imported Into
Queensland It Is from nine to eleven times as
great.

It needs no argument to provo that this
" freo labor" system Is far moro hurtful to
Its v lctlms than was tho West Indian slavery
abolished by Great Britain. It was tho In-

terest of tho West Indian planter to keep his
slaves allvo, whereas It is to tho pecuniary
advantago of tho Queensland employer that
his workmen should not survlvo tlio period
of throo years for which thoy aro engaged.
It has been suggested that tho temptation to
cniol treatment might bo removed by a pro-
vision that tho wages of lslandors dying
boforo their term of servlco has oxplrcd
should bo claimed by tho Queensland Gov-

ernment; but tho danger would bo that tho
plantois who control tho Leglslatuio would
contrivo somo menus of profiting by this
fund. Tho ono remedy for tho outrages com-

mitted on tho helpless blacks would bo to
abolish altogether tho "fieo labor" tialTlc,
and, in view of tho disclosures mado In tho
fortnightly, no other courso now seems to
bo open to tlio British Government.

Interest in Foreign .Missions Dccliiilnp.
An American missionary makes tho frank

acknowledgment that the Intel est in foielgn
missions has of late years been declining
among tho religious people of thlscountiy.
Ho is thoItcv.GEOltoE WAHimuitv, President
of Robert College, nt Constantinople, nn In-

stitution founded and supported for tho con-

version of tho Mohammedans by contribu-
tions from the United Slates ; and w hat he-sa-

Is as follows:
"There is less interest in foreign missions In America

than thort has been at any time during the lust thirty
years There has been no Increase of contributions com
mensurate with the Increase of wealth and population
lu the country The societies depend more and more
upon legacies, which represent the feeling of a past
rather than a present generation "

Thcro can bo no doubt of tlio truth of tho
above In proportion to their wealth the
church-goin- g people aio now giving to for-

eign Missions, to missions for tho conversion
of tho heathens, fnr less than thoy contrib-
uted a gcnointlon ago. And what money is
obtained Is only got after tho most painful
efforts. Tho eost of collecting It cats up a
very considerable fraction of tho nmount.

Formerly tho evangelical denominations,
as thoy aro called, mode the degree of Inter-
est In missionary work a test of tho religious
zeal of their churches. Tho most important
contributions wero those for tho conversion
of tho heathens. Tho foreign missionary
sociotios hold tho first place In esteem among
all those organized for the piopngatlon ot tho
Gospel. Tho heatts of tho people wero filed
by rejKirts and appeals from tho mission-
aries, ami faith In tho wisdom nud efficacy
ot their cffoi ts was not lacking. In propor-
tion to t he weal tli of t he elm i ches at that tlmo
the contributions wcro largo.

Now, how ever, tho sollcitois for missionary
monoy aro frequently turned nway by thoso
who can well afford to glvo what thoy nsk
for, and much more Their stories of hard-
ships encountered nud of triumphs to be
achieved aio not heeded. Ferhaps thoy aro
oven received with concealed skepticism.
Tho old appeals which onco stirred tlio en-

thusiasm of all pious souls, and mado a mis-

sionary meeting pecullaily fervid, havo
largely lost their inflammatory power.

What Is tho cause of this decline la mis-

sionary zeal among tho religious people of
the present tlmo ? In tho first place, It Is
due to tho prevalence of religious skepticism,
or, If not tint, religious iudlffeienco among
chinch members. It Is necessary that a
church should bo firm In its faith and
earnest In Its eouv lotions, quick, zenlous, and
enthusiastic, and tako a consuming interest
In tho piopngatlon of its religion. Is that tho
condition of tho Chinch nt tho present day ?

Moi cover, tho younger generation have
not the old confidence In tho efficacy ot tho
missions to tho heathens. They know far
more about them as thoy actually aro than
was known thlity years ago. Theio Is less
glamour than formerly in regnrd to mis-

sionary woik. Exactly what sort of work it
is, oftentimes by no means disagreeable,
begins to bo understood, whereas then It was
only linngined, nud usually very falsely
Imagined. Aeeuiato kuovvledgo has dis-
sipated tho old romance touching tho lives
of missionaries and of heathens.

Feoplo, too, now put tho cost of missions
to tho heathens against tho results accom-
plished, and they aio apt to think that the
money might bo bolter spent In other ways.
Thoy do not think it necessary or wio to go
to Asia to convert wicked people, and to en-

lighten tho darkened, when wo have at homo
so many wicked to convert, so many in
darkness who need to bo led Into tho light,
nnd so many In suffering whoso wounds
Christian charity should bind up.

An Importnnt Change in Our Criminal
Courts.

Tho Court of Oyer and Terminer is tho
highest court of original criminal jurisdic-
tion In tho soveinl counties of this State.
Formcily It wits always hold by moio than
ouo Judge In tho city of NowYoik, how-ove- r,

tho Associate Judges, who wero mem-
bers of tho Buaid of Aldeimen, wore long
since dispensed with; and lioio tlio Court of
Ojei anil Toi miner has been held for many
years by a single Justice of tho Supiemo
Court hitting alone

In all tho other counties tlio AflMielnto Jus-
tices havo been retained until now Thus,
tho code of criminal ptoeediuo pimped a yen
ago pi ov hied that In counties other thin the
city nnd county of Now Yin k a Coutt of Oyer
and iVimiiici bhould bo composed of aJus-tle- o

of tho Supremo Court, who must pie-bld- e,

with any two of tlio follovviug officeis:
Tho County Judge and the Justlues of tho
Sessions of tho county. Tho Justices of tho
Sessions nio simply Justices of tlio Feaco
designated to sit In tlio Court of Sessions.

'Ihls section has been nmended by an act of
tho Leglblatuie, which has Just leceived tho
appioval of tho Governor, so that It now
reads as follows: "Sec. 2J. A Court of Oyoi
and Toi miner Is held by a Justice of tho Su-

piemo Couit without nn associate."
By this enactment tho constitution of tho

coutt is mado tho same all over tho State.
Tho constitutional power of tho Leglsla-

tuio to mako tho chaiigo Is established by a
decision of tlio Coutt of Appeals. With tho
sluglo exception that tho Justice of tho Su-

piemo Couit must bo a member of the Oyer
and Teimlner and piesldo theio, tho wholo
bubject of tho oigitiiliitlon of the court Is de-

clared to bo still v iih the Leglslatuio. Tlio
Leglslatuio, iicvoidlug to tho Com I of Ap-
peals, may associate o'hei judicial officers
with tho pioldlng JiistUe, or piovldo for
Commissioners to sit with him, or allow him
to pi o without iiRslslants or associates,
making hint tho solo Judgo of Iho couit.

Tho last of these altei natives has been
adopted, and, as wo are Inclined to think,
wisely adopted. Ono Judgo Isenough to pie-fcld- o

over tho dellbeiations of a jut v. In
theoiy, nnd sometimes In pi notice, two Jus-
tices of tho Fence, constituting tho majority

of tho Court of Oyer and Terminer, aro en-

titled to control, and do control, tho action of
that tribunal, and thus wo havo presented
tho spcctaclo of two men who may not know
any law at all overruling or Judgo ot tho Su-

premo Court, who Is, or ought to bo, in all
cases, an accomplished lawyer.

Tho Justices of Sessions havo also somo-tlmo- a

Interposed to shield their political
friends from punishment, as in two noted
cases which arose In Brooklyn, where thoy In-

sisted upon imposing a lino, In lieu of tho im-

prisonment favored by tho presiding Judgo.
In tho Courts of Sessions of tho counties

which possess criminal jurisdiction Inferior
to that of tho Oyer and Terminer, Justices
of tho Peace aro still allowed to sit as asso-
ciates with tho County Judgo who prcsldos.
Tho provisions of tho Stato Constitution In
reference to this court aro such that It Is
doubtful whether tho Legislature has power
to chango its organization in this respect.

The Cruelty of Nature.
" We are In tho hands of Ooo, and untesa He relents

we art lost"
These pnthetlo words wcro written by tho

heroic commander of tho Jcannetto expedi-
tion a few days before his death In tho wintry
solitudes of Arctic Siberia.

Tho writer was a religious man. Tho en-

tries In his Inst journal, which lay near his
dead body, show this. Again and again ho
speaks of reading prayers. Thus, on tho very
day ho wroto tho sentenco wo havo quoted,
wo find this also: " Mls6cd Lee. Went down
In a hole In tho bank nnd camped. Sent back
for Lee. Ho had lain down and was waiting
to die All united In saying Lord's Prayer
and ciecd. After supper, stiong gnlo of wind.
Hoi ilblo night."

But tho foiccs of nature wcro relentless.
Tlio fast-fallin-g bantl of explorers sought help
In prayer ns Instinctively as children turn to
their father for aid in distress. Thcro was
no kind answer. Tho white earth, tho cold
sky, tho icy wind, seemed to ask In tho mock-
ing words of the English poet:

" Shall grav italion cease when you go by I"
Naturo's laws know nothing of mercy to

mnn; nnd vvhllo tho power to chango their
operation is involved In tho very Idea of God,
people aro every day less and less disposed
to bellev o that tho powor Is exercised.

Tho great cosmic forces, says John Stuaiit
Mill, In one of his most lmpiesslvo essays,
go stialght to their end without regarding
what or whom thoy crush on tlio road :

" Nature impales men, breaks them as if on the wheel,
rasu them to be devoured by wild beasts, burns them to
death, crushes them with stones like the first Christian
martjr starves them with hunger, freezes them with
cold, (Olsons them by the quick or slow venoinof her
exhalations, and has hundreds of other hideous deaths
in reserve, such as the ingenious cruelty of a Nabis or a
noMiTun never surpassed"

This view is tcrriblo; but If It is true, reli-
gion should recognise tho fnct, and not uni-

formly tench tho existence of a benignity in
natuio which Is not confirmed by experience

The valuo of tho complaints of overwork
which Senators nro fond of making is shown
by some Incautious admissions during a

debate. A motion was pending for
the roferenco of a matter to tho Committco
on Education nnd Labor. Senator QEonoE, a
inomlwrot tho committee opposed tho refer-onc-

Ho did not
deny what had been said, but declared that
Ovory Commlttoo In tho bonate had difficulty In
sotting a quorum. Now, tho matter which it
was feared would bo thus sllghtindy dealt with
wtvsarosolution for a special Investigation ot
labor strikos. Senator Moboan Introduced tho
subject in a speech setting forth tho wide-
spread and eorlouB character of tho disagree-
ments between worklngtnen and tholr em-
ployers, nnd arguing that thoy indicated n
diseased condition of affairs which should bo
examined into. Ho asked that tho Committee
on Education nnd Labor would roport whether
it would undortako such nn inquiry, or whether
aspoclal commltteolshould bo appointed, nnd
foransvvorho cot tho information thnt It was
doubtful whether tho commttteo would bestir
luolf sufficiently oven to hold a mooting. Tho
Sonito finally laid upon tho commlttoo its in-

junction to roport insldo of a week.
