Jevemlah Murply, President of the Joint
Fxocutive Committes of the Frelght Handlors'
Union of New York and Jersey City, has bean
for several years employed ot the plers of tho
Erio Railroad in Jersoy ity Mr. Murphy wos
horn In 1846 in Dallineollig. Ave milos west of
the city of Cork. in Troland. Ho worked us n
Ind inthe greatipowdor works of Tobin & Co, of
Liverpool, und nt the ageof 18 omigrated ta
New South Wales, with his prasnge paid and
one abiiling tn lits pockat,  He found vmplove
ment there in a binst furnaoe for two yoars,
Returning to Iveland in 1866, he enlisted In
the Fooinn movemant of the following
spring. His brother, who was in churge of
Longford prison, prooursd his appointment
a8 n kosporin Bpike Island prison, where ba
remalned from 1860 LIl 1872, Thore wore In
tho prison at the times a numbar of Irish Na-
tionnlists, nmong them Tiernay, fotharwiso
known as O'Connor, who stabbed an Informer,
and Ryvan, who was acoused of drilling Fonlans
in Tivpuracy, nud who wiks convieted on the
ovidence of his [sttle sistors, one of them only
7 vears of age, nnd sontenced (o fiftasn yoars'
poenal servituds, While Murphy and others
