Nc spuper Comment 011 Trials in Court,
Ono of tho counsel for tho prosecution In

tho Star routo cases executed a brilliant
achievement day beforo yesterday. Ho told
tho world, which otherwise never would have
know n It, that ono of tho witnesses for tho
Government had been called a liar, and
nuother a muddle-hea- d, by n journal of local
circulation in Washington. If tho articles to
which ho referred were Intended to Influence
tho jury, as Mr. Metuuck supposed, ho took
tho surest posslblo courso to bring them to
tho attention of overy juror.

Tho absurdity of tho proceeding becomes
still plainor whon wo consider that nftcr
moving the Court for an order to show cnuso
why tho owners of the offending journal
should not bo punished for contempt, and
after a colloquy In which tho counsel for tho
dofenco mado fun of him, Mr. MwililCK said
ho did not want any action upon his motion
at present. Why, then, did ho ninko It ?

Tho Judgo seoms nlso to look upon tho
press with n jaundiced eye. It appeared
Impossible, said Mr. Justice Wylie, to have
a fair trial In this country anyway, becouso
of the nowspopeis. Does ho know of any
country whero thoy havo fairer trials i
Is It Just or tiuthful to condemn tho cntlio
press of tho United States becauso a few
Journals overstep tho Hue of proper comment
and criticism on a matter of geneial public
interest? Wo think not. Wo do not

tho wholo Federal judiciary because
Its bench has sometimes been disgraced by
bad men.

No ono who hns carefully considered the
subject can doubt that thu turn Hon of tho
press as a critic of tho com ts Is most useful
lly tho press wo do not mean newspapeis
which aro owned and conducted by stock
Jobbers or post omVoeonlrncloi sas nuxllhu j
engiueb to their linancia! business. 'I hose
purely poihonal 01 guns aro readily detected
by tho public and cannot pormonenUy oxer!
any consldei able Inlluenco on popular opin-

ion. Rut the voice of tho Independent join
mils, edited by men of bialns who havo the
public welfare at heart, can convoy, and often
lias conveyed, valuable and salutni y lessons
to tho Judiciary.

Of course, no properly conducted news-
paper will endeavor to lillluonoi a Jury to in I

except as tho evidence befmu them may de-

mand, nor will such a Journal seek to In-

timidate parties or witnesses. Rut Judges
aro not above criticism, li a Judgo is ap

parently Inconsistent In his rulings upon
questions of law, shall not attention bo called
to tho fact? Tlio presence of a vacillating
Judgo on tho bench, who does not know his
own mind for half an hour running, would
certainly bo a matter of general lntorost. If
ho Is Irritable or variable In temperament or
manner, and seems to bo all on ono sldo to-

day nnd all on tho other aro
editors to bo punished for contempt of court
becauso thoy speak of It 7 Not In this coun-
try, wo venturo to predict.

Mr. Justice Wylih would do well to rovlno
his swooping condemnation of tho press.
Perhaps ho may do this M10 moro readily
when ho lemombors that nil tho distinction
ho now enjoys la chlelly duo to tho press.

Jndgo Ilniglit's Decision,

Tho Attorney-General- 's application for a
mnnditmus to compel tho Now York, Lake
Ei lo and Western Railroad Company to re-

ceive and transport freight moro rapidly
than that coriwratlon lm lecelved nnd
transported It since tho beginning of tho
freight handlers' strike, was denied by tho
Supremo Court yesterday. Mr. Jnstlco
IfAiotiT tiled a clear and well-writt- opin-
ion, which hns at loast ono merit asldo from
any estimate of ltd legnl correctness. There
H noovnsion or attempt to avoid Responsi-

bility. Tho questions presented by tho mo-

tion nro squarely decided.
Judgo IlAKinr makes a distinction be-

tween the puiely public functions of a rail-

road corporation, which it can exercise onlv
an the agent of tho State, ami its functions
as a common carrier, which, as ho says, do
not ommmtv. from tho Government nt all.
To build a railroad, to maintain It, to
operate It for public uso In the conveyance
of passengers and goods, aro rights which
tho State has conferred upon tho respond-
ent company. Thoy constitute its franchise.
Tho people of tho State In their sovereign
capacity have giuntcd this franchise, and
may compel tho corporation to exorcise It, In
a proper ense, by wi It of mandamus Issued
put of tho courts upon tlio application of the
Attornoy-Gener.i- l.

Rut tho right of tho people of the
Stnto to rnntiul tho action of railway
compmlos by mandamus Is conllned to those
functions which nro distinctly governmental
in their origin. As wo understand Judge
Huoiit'h decision, It Is that mnudamus Ilea
to compel a railroad company to do any-
thing which It has undertaken to do under
tho grant or nuthorlty of (ho State, and
whhhit would hao no right to do except
for such grunt or authority. Rut ho pro-

ceeds to show th it Its obligations as n com-

mon carrier 111 iso independently of its char-to- r.

"Every citizen," ho says, "without
grantor license, has tho right to cany per-

sons or propeity from point to point within
tlio State upon such terms or for such com-

pensation ns may be agrei d upon." Ami the
remedies provided by law for the recovery ot
any damages which may result from the
fault or negligence of common carriers nro
declared to bo ample without rocoursO to tho
proceeding by mandamus.

Those views of the law aio supported by
tho citation of pieccdenta which seem fairly
to sustain tlio conclusion of the Court that
rediess for the wrongs sought to bo reme-
died cannot be obtained in this way, but must
be had in suits for damages by those who
havo suffered from M10 unlawful action of tho
railroad companies.

Although tills decision is in favor of the
corporations, wo find nothing in Judge
IlAimrr's language or conduce to Indicate
any undue regard for corporate power.
