Tha Thirty-olehth and Sixtleth rogl-
monts advancod in two columns, The eneiny’s
position wiha found to be almost atmndoned,
With the exception of a fow vodoties, none of
thoir forco was observable. A few shots wern
firnd, but thore ware no ensunltios. The Drit-
