Akerlir VTrleht or County Htatlons a

t'onte lu Front of Tkem.
Tho pool-sellin- g establishments nt Huntor'e

Tolntworo closed yestoiday tluough the ngeney
of Alonzo Wright. Sheriff of Queens County. A
committee of citizens of Long Island City sent
a communication to tho Sheriff on Thursday
asking him to raid the pool rooms, and pledg-
ing themselves to pay the necessary expenses
of the raid. Thoy said they had given up
hoping for action against the pool sellers by
tho Pollco Commissioners. Tho Sheriff sum-

moned a posse of twenty men from xniious
parts of Queens County. They met in Long
Island City about noon, and proceeded to the
poolrooms. Upon their arrival they found all
the places closed and the doors locked. Tho
saloons In the vicinity were lllled with men talk-
ing and gesticulating. The Sheriffs men weio
luv ited to di I nk, and were soon on terms of bibu-
lous familiarity with the pool sellers and pool
buyers. They remained in the vicinity of the
pml rooms until nearly midnight in order to
prevent any attempt at reopening them. Ile-
foro leaving, tho MierilT warned tho pool sell-
ers that If thoy opemd their establishments
again ho would arrest them and conllscine
their property there. He said he was deter-
mined to bleak up the business in Long Island
City, and would keep tho g estab-
lishments under surveillance until he had ac-
complished Ids object.

The rooms of Kelly & Bliss, in the rear of
Coroner Hobinsou's snloon. and those of White.
Johnson, and Lovell .t Co. wero all open at
10 o'clock vesterdny morning. It was soon
learned that the Sheriff's deputy, who was un-
willing to ajsiini" tho responsibility of raiding
the looms had arrived, but not the Sheriff.
This caused some of the patrons of the rooms
to remain. Upon the advice of local politicians
business was kept up. but upon the approach
of the Sheriff they wore quickly closed, and
ronriined so during the rest of the day

Wliiio the Sherllf s mon were on duty nt tho
rooms a sound of Capt. Wood's policemen un-
expectedly appeared marching through Ferry
street. They stopped in frontof the pool rooms,
saying they had been authorized tflnrrestall
persons found selling pools. Their conduct
created some ineriltnent. as it wns not believed
that Capt. Wood was desirous of troubling the
rooms. The Sheriff s.ild It was an attempt on
the part of the Captain to capture thu cieuit for
closing the rooms.

Uolore undertaking the raid the Sheriff con-
sulted District Attorney Downing. Upon his
suggestion the Sherill thought thnt a eonlls-cstln- n

of the pool sellers' property, estimated
to be worth $ju u n), would not be advisable at
pro-out- . I(n deemed it sufficient to drive the
pool sellers out of the city. If he could not do
this by keeping his men stntioned near the
pnol rooms for seveial days, or a week, it nec-
essary, he would, he snld, ndopt other me.is.
ures. The pool hollers appeared demoralised,
and declared that they did not intend to con-
tinue their buiines at Hunter's Point.
