The Reapportionment of the State.

The Republicans affect to belleve that the
Incoming Democratle Logisinture will reap-
portion the State for Representatives (n Cone-
gross In o very unfale manner. Well, thoy
should have looked to this last winter. They
then controlled the Loglslature, and the Gov-
srnor wins on thelr slde, If they feared that
the Demoerats would goreymandor the State
wshon thoy got n chanee, they ehould have
dbeyed the Constitution and possed an Ap-
portionment bill,

The fact I8 that the Comyeun Legis-
ature refused to change the Congress dis-
wicts becanse as now arranged they are
grosaly unjust to the Democratie portions of
tho State; and they determined to hold the
Dongress clections this fall under an appor-
donment that gave them groat advantages
aver thelr opponents, Therefore the Con-
sELL Loglslature blocked the way for redis-
tricting tho State, By this trick the Ropub-
eans expectxd to elect a large majority of
the thirty-four menibers. They did not
dream of a coming tidul wave which would
glve the Demoernts a handsome majority of
the delegation and leave the Republicans
with a smaller jiamber of mombers than they
have Lad slnee the party was founded,

The Republicaus may calm their fears, A
Demoeratic Leglslature and a Democratic
Governor will doubtless perform the negleot-
od duty of seclng that the State Is honestly
and fairly districted nest wintor,

Practice Against Professions.

WinniaM D. Kenuey, Chalrman of the
Ways and Moeans, went to Washington re-
cently, nsa he says, to induce the President
sand the Sserotary of the Troasury to recom-
mend reduction in the revenuecs, Ho took
oceasion, aleo, to proclaim his own intentions
In this respoect at the approaching session.

These professions are cheap nwd worthless
and Insincere, judged by recent experienco.
Mr. KeLney knows very well that the Presi-
dent, In his nnnual message to Congroess last
Decomber, sald :

“If the revenue Iaws remaln unchanged this surplos
must, year by your, loperense, oo aeeount of the redue
tion of the public dett apd its burden of interest, and
Bevause of the rapld Incroase of our popnlstion, Tt secins
1o me that the thne hos arrived when the prople way
Justly demnanil soane rellef from thelr present uperios
Burdon, and that by die coonomy in the variois branel s
of the publie service this may tie rendily aforded. '

The Seccretary of the Troasury also suy -

*The result wpon the gmblic revenue s to embarras
this department in dsposing of the surjlis n a lawinl
way, and with regard to econamy.  Monnwlible the
dnily receipts froam the conimanity Ly the Treavury
enntinne, the snrptas over (18 needs loerenses, nnd Dionog
Ten idle, T8 pevane that the pimn most just P2 giving re
Hef In to reduce taxation, and thersby diurnish receljts
and surplus™

It Is seen from theso extracls that the
President and the Senvetary of the Treasury
urged Congress Lo reduce the ™ presont
onerous Trdoens,” and showed that the sur-
plus was o positlve embarrassment, which
wns constantly incrensing over the needs of
the Gowernment.

The Excoutive recommoendations wore ¢leay
and emphutic, When the subject ciame be-

Do Benter diad nob dare Lo pes the L

I view of these historieal fuets Mr. Kenuey
miight hnve spared himself the trouble af
wisiting the Preosident, becauso the responsi
brifty for thie falure to reduce taxation liss
at dbe own door prinelpally, ns the head of
the great conpmittes charged with ndjnsting
the revennes, sl with his faltbless followers
in Congress.

Pursasally, his onse s all the worse from
havivg reportsd the sham scheme which
prowolicll such goacral and deserved indig-
natden. While proterding to desire reduc-
tion, e votel for the River nned Harbor
stenl Grst, and secordlv] to overrlde the
Presldect s veto, and foe other jobr, by which
the etumreous surplius, whose preservation
dopendad on the maintennnee of high taxo-
tion, was to!be pheorbad,

Mr. Kevney's promises and his profes-
glons have po Inteinsic value measured by
Lhis avperdancs, And with the record of the
lost wwwlon starlug him ko the fuce, iv res
quired no emsll dogroe of sudacity for him
to ol up as w volpntoor adyjecr of the Prosi-
dent i regusd wilaxation.

Kechool Rouven Still Lnaeking.

At Uhe meetiug of Sse Board.of Educsatlon
last Wednoesday the Superintesdont of the
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Beliools voported thut 1012 puplls had been |

relusod adimlssion to thiean durlog the month,

That hies boen a reguler report for sevormnl
yonrs back, Lhe namber of scholaes turnel
awiy varying frome tiwe to thine, of course,
Tueertnin crowdod neighborloods the selioo)
rovin Las loog beei lnsufeleat Lo gecon-
mewdate il tho boys sl givls who weait (o

schools for a term or two, Then they must
go to work to earn thelir living,

The youngest of these clilldren, of course,
cannot go fur to school. It benches are not
ready for them noar thelr homes, they must
run about the streets or seck ndiittanee into
the Catholie parochial sehools, nt which so
many thuld Prowstantsare fightened. SBome
of those a little older do munke long Journeys
to got tholr tuition, the sehools ab hnod being
over full already § and it is o great hardship
for thom that they nre obliged to do (t. They
are not treated Justly, for they should have
tho game privilogoes as those granted to thelr
playfellows who do goet ioto the schools of
thelr Immedinte districts,

Aud this report of Insufficient accommoda-
tiona Is mnde, though wo pay this year three
and a half mililons to support the public
schools, besides $150,000 for a humbug col-
lego, which grodustea about forty boys a
year. And for the coming year the Board of
Education ask even more—29,760,000, and
$135,000 additional for the pretentious Lex-
Ington avoenuo concern.

Arc not the Board of Edueation ashamed
to have such a report ns that made by City
Superintondent Jasren last Wednesday go
out to the taxpayers of New York? No,
they are not at all ashamid. They are ac-
customed to it, and they use it as an excuse
for asking for more money. As to saving
money In any direction, that they posl-
tively refuso to do, Thelr policy {8 to make
the publie treasury give them more money
by making known the insufficlency of the
school accommadations In the crowded
wards, so that they mny get appropriations
Inrge enough to enable them to build new
schools, and at the same tme keep up the
humbug college and the costly faney in-
struction in the schools patronized by a com-
paratively small number of favored children,

With economy and wisdom in expenditures,
less money than the sum allotted them for
the present your wonld prgyas room enough
for every youngster ln the eity, and glive
Rlm more really valusble Instruction than he
gets now,

Herbert Spencer’s Mistaken Warning.

Mr. Hernerr Srexcer has returned to
England apparently littla benefited in health
by his brief visit to Amorien, He isa vietim
to sloeplessncss, which Is both the result and
the cause of extrome nervous exboustion,
and is probably paying the penalty of over-
work of the mos® concentrated kind, por-
formad In deflance of the lawa of health,

It was this theed man who waroed us ngninst
overwork in n specch mnde at the publie din-
ner given him shortly before his departure,
He assumed that Americins were wearing
themsclves out with almoest ceaseless lubor,
and sald ke had found among those of
them he met vory many who had grown pre-
waturely old on that account. It s all work
nnd no piay with us, according to Mr. HeR-
BERT SPESCER,. Both for our own sakes and
for the welfare of coming generntions, e
therefere Dade us to be more modecate ln
onr exertions, to give more thue to enjoy-
ment and to go into pleasure with more zest ;
for ke intngined that even wlien we took re-
laxation, woe did net abiwndon ourselves to it
ine way to got the bestoffiets from the play.

Tiis not at wl remarkable that Mr, Her-
DERT Sresenn touk this view of us, and that
b mode it the subject of the oaly speech he
doliversd whiln In the Unlted Slates, Him-
solf sufforing from the Inek of rest, he wnis
vaturally disposed to diseovor symptoms of
the same trouble among the men in the
strange country to whiel ko hnd come en tn
unavalling gearch for repose. He had Toud
In hls Awerican travels tany nervons sif-
forot= who could svinpathize with bim, just
s every vietim of o chronie malidy, o mat-
ter howssomingly peesline to himsolf, ia
sure to neet othoms whe are more or less In
the same stato. Flis Clsease I8 maturally
foremost in his thoughts, and hisovnversa-
tions are fikels to load up to it, sv that ho
pots in the way of heaving of sidineensos,
Thedwe B o steonsy sy tpathy whiol Lrdnges to-
gother Involnls of Hke kinds, They like to
GO SV IMPLons,
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dissatlsfaction with a poaltion of mediocerity ;
but real ovorwork Is not among our vices,
There Is, on tho contrary, too groala ten-
deney to loafing, and a very unlversal dispo-
sitlon to tnke rolnxation as a mattor of course,

Mr. Spexorl’'s warning, therefore, wns
unnecesgary., It was a mistake, too, aml
may do bharin by encournglog lazy and fretful
people to attribute to too much work the
maladios which in them are due rather to
the misuso they mnke of thelr lelsure. The
warning wo noosd I8 agalnst careloss work,
and the lesson to bo taught 15 that of patlent,
stoady, methodieal, thorough, consclientious
work, both as conducive to happiness and
contentmoent and productive of rosults of the
best value, whethor Intellectual or materinl,

Crimes Agninst Childron.

Crimes ngalnst children have recontly be-
come shockingly numerous in maoy differ-
ent parts of tha country. Fathers and
mothers, sane and ingane, have killed their
little ones with exery varloly of alroeity.
Wea will not recall the particulars of any of
those horrld deads. They are many of thom
too awful to record In dotall.

The prevalence of such erimos, however,
suggests Inquiry as to the best methods of
prevention, The tendeney of the eriminal to
commit suiclde presenta a diMiculty of the
most serious charncter. A man who pro-
poges to kill himself after killing othors is
uot an apt subject for moral sunsion, How-
ovor, this mueh may be sald: The time to
apply corrective mensures to persons of
homicldal disposition ia when they first man-
Ifest an Inclination toward acts of violeneo.
If aman has onee tried to kill somebody
without success, do not walt to restrain him
untll a second nttempt has resulted in murder,

On Fridoy a vumber of school children
wore playing (o one of the outlylng wards of
Brogklyn, Thelr egpduct annoyed a mon
named PaTnick Orn,  Ho beeamo enragoed,
soized a shotgun, and fired at them.  For-
tunately, none were hit, but that was not
Patniek Onu's fault. He ovineed his vio-
lence still further by knocking down the
polleeman who telod to arrest him,

Now, such n man ns this ought to be placed
where he will nover have an opportunity to
shoot at children again, Chaneo or Provi-
tence, or his own want of skill in Lhe use of
firparms, proventsd him from belng & mur-
derer. It may seem too severe o punishment
to shut bim up for Hfe, but it would be bottor
to do this than to lenve him ot liborty to in-
dulge nsecond tma inthe sport of hunting
children with a shotigun in the oity strocts,

All the knowledge of mankind in selenes
and phitosophy and ethies and the at of
government hns os yet led us oovery little
way toward wisdom in dealing with eriminnls,

soedety fram the very vleh (o the hard-work-
i poor,  IL is ouly when he comes Lo con-
shder thie moethiods by which that destrnble
operttivy ey be furthersd that hls lag-
gunge wny bo thowght not suMoiontly  ex-
phicit, Mo seoms to think that the extension
of the eooperative prineiple will sufMiee to
accomplish the economieal revolution, but
guch is not the opinion of muuy who bave
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watched closaly the aotual workings of that
principle, Cofperative socloties for pro-
duetion or for eonsumption unquestionnbly
turn out to the ndvantage of the workingman
who jolns thom, and for that reason their
development  should recolve overy  spoe-
cles  of  oncourngement, But It has
thus far boen found that this  ad-
vantnge Is galued, not at the exponse of
tho very rich-—who are now more numeoerous
nud opulont than they hinve ever heen in any
ora of modern times—but nt the exponse of
what for convenlence may be enlled the mid-
dlo  section, that s to say, of em-
ployers  who have to pay Inter-
o8t on borrowed eapitnl nas  well as
wages to lubor, of shopkeepers, and gen-
oernlly of all those well-to-do but useful men
who are ongaged in the superintondence of
production and the disteibution of prodiucta,
The codperative prineiple has therefore not
yot suceceded In touching the heart of the
problem, but has loft intact, if it has not pos-
ftively tended to augmeoent, the volume of su-
perfluous wealth, Mr, Hewrrr must be
aware that In many quarters logislation s
proclaimed to bothe sole remody for what
he himself pronounces a social excrescence
and disease. We do not infer from the tenor
of his article that he would personally op-
posa all leglslation to that end, but he fails
to Indicate what statutory measures would
bie practicable.  We hope that on some future
ocension he will give us his views in dotall
upon that subject.  Weshould like to hoar By
whnt legal machinery he would onable socl-
ety to pay the indemnity which, ho frankly
acknowldges, it owes in many cases Lo the
Industrions poor.

This Beason’s Cotton Crop.

The Agricultural Bureau at Washington
Isaued last woek its roport of tho cotton erop
of the United States. Buch Information from
that sourcs can by no means be implicitly
trusted.  Dr. Lomixa’s bureau has been
wrong before In it crop ostimates, and [t
mny be far out of the way now. Bul wa ean
use its flgures Lo adyvantago nlong with other
facls concerning the cotton yleld, gatherod
from the most trust worthy sources,

Assuming that the next six woeks will be n
period of avernge wenather, thoe Agricultural
Bureau deduces fron (ta estimntes of the cot-
ton nereage and of the yield of ecottan per
nere in the ten principal cotton States, that
the erop of the present season will aggregato
6,525,000 bales,  That would bo an increaso
over last season's erop of 1,060,000 bales, and
i decrense of 81,000 bales as compared with
the erop of the provions season, which was
the Inrgest ever radsod in this country,

The bost authorities assume that the av-
orage net wolght of the tale thiz year will be
at lenst 470 pounds,  Up to the 1st of Novem-
ber the gross welght avernged 496 pounds,
against 486 pounds ot the same date Inst
year, aud an avernge gross welght for the
whole year of 476 pounds. It Is nut thought
Hkely that the net welght of the bale this
season will bo over 26 pounds less than the
average 5o fur, though it is true that last
sedzon it foll off 32 pounds from the avernge
for Boplembor and October,

Avoording to the estimates of Mr. ELnisoy
of Liverpool, the acknowisdged European
authority on cotton, the cotton erops of

The Southern planters are now preased for
money, as they usually are at this scason.
Thoy are pushing their erop to market and
solling ntb the prices obiainable in order to
ralse the means to pay their lndebtedness In-
curred in its cultivation. We ghall probably
rocolve at onr cotton ports over one million
bales a month ln November and December.
With sueh a sapply, no great reaction in the
market Is probable, though the recent reports
of frost have tended to strengthen prices,

No more, or very little more, cotton than
will be wanted soems, In fine, to be the out-
look for the presont scason, If we may trust
the nuthorities from whom the facts of the
above survey are obtained.

THE NORTH CAROLINA ELECTIONS.

Canses of (he Increase of Mepublican Voten,

Raugtan, Nov. 14.—The partial success of
the Republicans in North Carolina Is due to
two loenl eansos, One of these has attenctod
some attention thronghout the country, That
Ia the pasange of an act by the lnst Leglslaturo,
In which the Domodratic party had n lnrgo ma-
jority, submitting to the popular vote the gues-
tion of prohibiting the manufacture and snle of
spirite and mnlt Hguors, 1t 1s tras that the act
wns voted for In tho Legislature Ly men of both
parties n nbont equal proportions, and that it
wus supported and opposed among the people
without tho slightest roference to party lines;
but the opportunity to hold the Demioerney ros
sponsible for an unpopilar measure was too
good Lo bo lost. Tho aet was voted down by n
majority of 116,000 and the ravaniue collectors,
who are the eMoefent leaders of the Hepul-
leans, saw thelr opportunity to use it for win-
ning over thousands of voters, Thoy nt onee
procesdod to organize n party within the Iie-
publican party, on the bosis of free trade In
whiskey and antl-prohibition, This move
aenabled thom to draw Lo thelr support the very
elass of "blockade runners" and ' moon-
shiners” whom they had for years pur-
suod with the unrelenting vengennes of the
Iaw. And It I8 n notoworthy fuot that we
now rarely hear of those flerce and bloody con-
tests between the revenue officors and the vio-
Intora of the law who burrow in mountain
eaves and ravines ; or, It such thines still oe-
eur, it Is smong the stiff-necked and unregen-
erate Democrats who pursue the unlawful
trafMe, nnd refuse to be convoerted,

Another loeal fesue which has operated to
the disadvantage of the Demoerney originatoed
in the rotrogrossive nction of that party in
1875, when they gol possession of the Statoe
Convention, ealled toumend the Btute Consti-
tution, not in & very croditnblo manner, and
then usaed thelr power In a way calenlated to
injure thelr pormanent ascondaney. The Can-
stitution of 1868, ealled the Canby Constitu-
tlon—and [t must be owned that it was foreed
upon the people when thelr hamds wors tied
and at the polnt of the bayonct—while it en-
Irnnohised the llHwerate negroes, at the samo
timeoverturned the lmmemorinl method of ap-
polntiog Justiess of the Ponco by the Governor,
on the recommendatlon of the representat]yes
from tho several countics, nnd substituted in
Its place popular elections,  Tlie peonle of ench
townshilp were owpowersd 1o elect, blennlally,
two or more Justices, who wern invested with
clvil jurisdiction In cnuses luvolving not above

an amount of $200, and erlminal jurisdiction
of offences to which the penadtios nnnexod were
imprisonment not exeeeding o month oF o fine
not axcocding 860,  Thoey hud also the power
Lo nssosa and colloet the tuxes for the governs
mont of the township, and supervision of romds
and bridgbs,
