WHAY 18 GOING ON IN EUROFPE

Ever since the last general election In Eng-
Innd when the Liberals returnad to powsr with
An enormous majority, both political partics
havo pald & good deal of attention to publio
opinion in Beotland, To the early days of 1880,
just before the gonoeral elections, Mr, Gladstone
delivered a peries of apoeches In Mid-Lothian,
which undoubtedly influenced the result of the
elactions to a remarkable degree, It was thers
that lie described In eloguent terms what he
ealled the nlarming story of the follles, errors,
and politieal viclousness of Lord Beaconsfield’s
admioistration, The spesches lie delivered at
that time linve given the Conservatives a num-
ber of texts from which they are never tired of
pronching, Mr, Gladstone has Leen con-
stantly necused of adopting the polley of the
peaco-at-any-price party at that time, Ho has
been accused of attneking the Conservatives
for their forelgn poliey, and then, when he got
Inte power, of adopting the very same polley
which he belore ko strenuously opposed, He
atusedLord Boaconsfleld tor ocoupylng Cyprus,
and then sent an army of ocoupation Into
Egynt. Somethiog similar has taken place In
regard to Ireland, and these accusations, in
which there is a kernel of truth, form the
stock in trade of the Consorvative orators of
the present momaont,

For these rensons a spesch dellvered by Lord
Kulisbury befora the Beottish Conservative
Club,in the Corn Exchange at Liverpool hus at-
tracted general attention. Lord Salisbury Is
the ablest orator and most effective speaker in
the Conservative ranks. His bitter sarcasma
used to make even Disracll flinch {n the timoe
before they beeame polltical friends. He has o
bitterness 8o intense that it often rises Into
passion and a conclseness of phiraseology which
charms his hearers, He seems to have been in
excellent form when he spoke at Edinburgh,
nnd even his political opponents could not fall
to enjoy his sarcnsms and eplgrnms, His re-
marks were mostly drected ngninst the Hadi-
cal party, which he compnared to men who in
former days used to get fire to houses in order
that they might get iall crowns for giving o
formation. Radicallsm, ho sald, leads on to
soclalism, aud God nlone knows whers soclal-
Ism leads to, Tho great fault he finds with
the Literal party is that it has. of its8 very na-
ture, to keep moving on. and that it is bound
to rush into socinlism. Most people would re-
mnark that all parties must keep moving, that
movement is absolutely nocessary to their ex-
istenco. Indeed, the true difference between
Liberals apd Conservatives s that the former
move faster than tho latter. This was the
burden of Lord Salisbury’'s speoch, and his
awlul torebodings have formed the subject of
excited discussion in England,

Amerieans who have been |n London and
who shall visit it ngaln In a few years will
hardly be able to rocognize the town., New
etrects are being made in every direction, old
courts and alleys swept away, thoroughfares
widened, and the old rookeries of houses pulled
down. A new thoroughfare will prolong Ple-
cadilly to New Oxford street, and Tottenham
Court rond will be extended to Charing Cross,
These changes will make two grand new
thoroughfares running oanst and west and
porth and south, Beveral other lmprovements
are also under way, one of the most important
Leing the widening of Fleet strcet, near where
Temple Bar stood, so as to carry off the largely
increased traflle which the opening of the new
Law Courts will bring, These courts were
opencd by the Queen last week. and their open-
lng marks an epoch in the history of English
law, Uptil now the common law courts—the
Jueen's Bench, Common Pleas, and Excheguer
—were beld inasmall and execedingly fneon-
venlent building, which was erected alongside
of Westminster Hall. For many years Judges,
varristers, and suitora alike complalned bit-
teriy of the insufMcient sccommadation, The
Chanecery courts, on the other hand, were
mostly held in Lincoln’s Inn and Chancery
Iane. Long before the Judleaturs act which
amalgamated the proceedings In common law
and equity was passod, it was resolved to erect
A large buildlog In which there should be
plenty of room for all the courts, An-excellent
sito was chosen in the Strand cloge to tho spot
where Temple Bar used to stand, and very con-
venlent to barristers’ chumbers In both the
Temple asd Lincoln's Inn, A labyrinth of
courts, yards, alleys, and narrow streets was
cleared away on the north elde 0! the Strand,
and about eight acres were thussecured for the
new bullding, George Edmund Street, R A.,
was appoioted the chlef architeet, and the
Palace of Justice was built after 4is designs,
Unlortunately, Mr, Street did not live to wit.
pese the completion of bhie great work, but &
bust in one of the high corbelled windows pre-
serves for future generations the leatures and
fame of the architect.

Mr, Bireet hod acquired his fame as an archi-
tect by his judiclous restorations of Gothie,
and the architecture of the Palace of Justiee s,
as might be supposed, Gothie, Almost in the
centre of the building |s & grand hall, the en-
tranee to which from the Strand is by an elab-
orate arch, supportod upon columna of polished
red and gray granite. Heads, carved in stone,
of the Chief Justices of England and of the
famous sages of the common law surmount the
arch. High above are statues of Solomon and
Kirng Allred, and above all the figure of the
Baviour. The general fault of the whole build-
ing 18 its darkness, but the vestibule is light
and lolty, and has n finely groined roof, sup=
ported by polished plliars. Four highly deco-
rated arched portals on each alde lead out of
the grund hall. These entrances are for wit-
nesses; the jurymen enter by other doors, and
there are most ingenious contrivances so that
they shall not come in contnct with the wit.
nessen, The Judges and the general public
have Also Feparale entrances,

The courte themselves nro of different sizes
and proportione. They are all slianted between
thie hall and the guter shell of the buliding. In
tuis outer shell are the Judges' and offlcers'
reoms, Soroe of the courts Liave jury boxes, and
each bas a gnllery above the box for the jurors
In walting, Every court hoas also a publie gal-
lery and commodious sonts for the barristers
and sclicitors, Thare are rows of shelves for a
Ibrary, and great eare haa been taken to plase
the stenographera so that they shall be within
heariog ol the witneeses, There are elevin
iniles of bot water plpes for heating purposes,
and in summer the alr will be cocled by the
cvaporation of jets of water, The contract for
bullding the new Law Courts was slgned on the
Tth of Februmry, 15874, and some years ago a
#trike of musons threatened to seriously dolay
the bullding. but French, German, and other
forelgn masons were brought over, In order
to protect them from violence, arrangements
were uade with an exporienced army purveyor
tovictun them In the enclosure, where they
spenta happy Christmus docorating the vaults
In such & pleturesque manner that artiste
came from nll directions to view and sketeh the
curlous underground acene. It may be added
that the new Law Courts have been built at
hardly any expénse to the nation, s the enor-
mous sume of unclaimed money In Chanoery
were [reely drawn upon, and most of the stone

The Voltaire, n Gambattist organ in Paris.
publishes & sensational article pretending to
give an account of n plot to place the Comte
de Chambord on the throne of France, It avers
that Prinece Dismarck, who was strongly op-
pokad 1o the restoration of the monarchy, has
now changed bis mind, The Emperors of Ger-
many ond Auetrin, at thelr recent meeting,
distussed the question, and the visit of tho Em-
peror of Austria to Frohsdorf showed what
thelr views were, Sinco then the Comte de
Chambord hns addressod o letter to the Comte
de Blacas, bis right bond man, declaring that

The Dowager Duchesse de Poli-
gnae, who was an English woman by birth,
and had boen first married to the Mar-
quis de Choiseul, wished to have the
young lady's position legulized. Prince Po-
lighine was in the army, and hls brother
offlcers took the sama viow of the matter as the
Duchess had done, When they found that the
Prinee inslsted upon reserving to himself the
right of casting her off at any time, he was
sent to Coventry by them., Two children were
born, One of them died young, and the other
Is the present prisonor in Mazas, accused of
sotting fire to the apartments of Prinee Camlille.

An old lndy has
resclved to ndopt him, has engaged tho best
counscl to defend him, and has contracted with
arestaurateur to supply him with two luxuri-
ous menls every day during his stay at Mazas,

Hardly hnd M, de Giers, the Russian Forelgn
Minlster, left Bt. Petersburg on his misalon to
Germany aud Austris before the Czar sent for
Lis chlef antagonist, Gen. Ignatieff. It Is sald
that M. de Glers's misslon Is not of much
politien] importance, and was only undertaken
to assure forelgn ecountries that Russia's in-
tentlons are pacifie, Do this as {t may, the
presence of Gen, Ignatieff at Gatachina must
place the Russlan Forelgn Minister In a very
embarrnssing position at the courts where he
s vislting, Unfortunately for M. de Giers, he
represonts no party, and has but few adherents,
Gen. Ignatieff, on the other hand, is very
popular, nnd (s at the head of the greatnational
movement which has swayed Iussia during
the last ten years, Of that movement the
present Cear, before his accession, was one of
the prime movers, and when lie was remon-
etroted with for calling the Gueneral to the
Ministry of the Interior, he replied that Gen.
IgnatiefMs position ln the country was such as
to render Lis presence In the Cabinet Indis-
pensable. Bo It would seem thatthe much-
vaunted peaceful mission of M. de Glers hus
but very little significance.

Nussian Noance {8 becoming every day more
and more chnotie. Part of the cost of the war
with Turkey was defrayed by the Issue of In-
convertible bank notes, the Imperinl Bank
of Nussia belng State property, 8o serlously
waa the value of the rouble impaired by the (8-
sue of these notes, that at the beginnlog of Inst
year the Minleter of Finance was obllged to ar-
range for the onlling of the notes, The Min|s-
tor was authorized to repny the debttothe bank
in elght annual installments of 50,000,000 rou-
bles, The bank was also [ustrueted to call in
50,000,000 rouble notes yemily and to caneel
thom, It is sald that the Nrst annial Ipstall-
ment las not been pald; and althoughthe Rus-
elan Ministerof Finance has gone tothe trouble
of contradieting thls report, the debt still re-
mains uocancelled o the bunk's weekly report.

The etching noedlo Is to the artist what
tho violin is to & musielan, the moat fasoinat-
Ing, oxasperating, and difficult, the most ex-
pressive and the least controllable of fnstru-
ments, Itanswors to thoeliglitest impulse of
tho will, and writos down s man’s moods with-
out his baing aware of it. It leaves him fres to
strengthen and add to and vary his work al-
most endlessly, yot no proooss so qulokly be-
trays hesitancy or weakness or incompetency
as otehing, Thoe beginner i drawn on from
line to line, from *'state” to state, each in
reality more hopeless than the last, but to him
full of rich promlse, The collector bacomes so
palnfully sensltive to the slightest variation
that he can never have too many Impressions
of the same work, ns an admirer of Remenyl or
Ole Bull ean never hear theao old masters play
the old familinr nirs too often, When a man s
tnken with the etehing fever he is lost to all
other employments: and when one acquires a
passion for rare etchings, Lis toste for other
forms of art, if he has ever had any, {a gone,

Wo have with us at this momont two pro-
fessors of this bewitehing art, both of more
than ordinary fame, and each has opencd an
exhilbition of his worka, Practitioners nnd
nmateurs have always been numerous here,
and for yeors past they have been growing in
pumbers ot a great rate. It is now almost as
easy (o pick them out as it wns a fow days ago
to detect an amateur astronomer by the
smoked glass in his hand, They are all golng
to one or other of the two exhibitions, or, hay-
ing just becn there, they are talking of them
among themselves. Dr. Franels Seymour
Haden was alrendy n surgeonfin good practice
In London, and had arrived at middle ags
before he took up the practico of etche
ing ns an smusement. His brother-in-law,
Mr. Whistler, who Is better known for
his eccentrie palntings than for his wonderful
line work, introduced him to this alluring art,
and In the conrse of o tour In Italy, undertaken

for the boreflt of lilg health, he mads A number
of sketohes with the newdls, the Frinu tanm
which he did not make publie till long after,
His first work which attracted much attention
wae o view out of his study window, with the
tops of trees in the l‘oﬂ'.nrnund. ,]l“’ city, river,
aud sliipping renching into the distance, nnd a
£ky full of mnsscs of cumulus cloud In motion,
Ihin skotel, for it {s nothing more, lins qunl.
fties which reeall the work of the great Frenoh
otebier, Meryon, who, like Dr, Haden, late In life,
and after hlwmtx won a respectable position In
anothor profession, gnined lmllun1rl amo ns An
oteher, B{nrmn il been an officer in the
“rench marine, and was retired from active
sorvico when the pussion for otching seized
him, With the good luck that eometimes at-
tenda geniue, when it {s broad and deep, in-
stead of sen and c-.\:\sil he wis attrscted by the
rehitecture of old Paris, then being demol-
ahed under the orders of Baron Haussmann,
{e loved to ¢llmb up into a ehureh spire or &
garret in the quartier l..uth‘ and, lhrounfh the
reok of the elty und over the wilderness of rools
and ehimneys. m-tn; the sun g0 down dikeslore
and distorted, Under his etchiog needle the
Emuoko lDﬂll‘Hl’l‘ll‘n turned into vague human
forms, and the gargoyles on & nelghboring
tower became charged with more meaning
thun their medinval designers lind glven them,

'i'h‘aimwinnu\-ﬂ slido of Meryon's work hns
not the least ocho in Dr. Haden'’s; but the
t;\mr-h eritiea found in the "' View from a Btudy

Vindow! somewlint of the 5““‘“ feellng for
city landscape which they bad not long before
bacome awnre of in the case of thelr country-
man, and in the fervor of thelr new discovery
leé- sot Ur, Haden upon an emioence whers
o does not clearly belong.  His safter work,
howeyer, hns bevn 8o g ne Lo give his ex-
travagant admirers no peremplory enuse to
withdraw from their position.  Aecordingly,
his reputation to-day is, perhaps, greater than
thitt of any Hving eteher, and the exhibition of
o lnrge number of his works in this eity s felt
to be un event of cansidernbile Importunes,

The ocension is mnde all the more interest-
Ing by the exhibition at the siwme time, and
within a few blocks of another eollection, by
another English artist, which lu almost every
respect |8 as different trom Dr, Haden's as it is
possible to Imagine, r. Hubert Herkomer
wins born in Havaria, spent n few years of his
chilldhood in this country, and received his art
oduention in England. where he has paintod,
etehed, nnd engraved g0 well as to bocome a
member of the Hoyal f\"n'h'm‘r ot the nge of
a0, Hisetehings nre all of fignre sulyects, Dr,
Hiden's are lnndseapes, Mr. Herkomer leaves
nothing to chanee or the printer, and seldom
niters & line, Dr. Haden I8 oxeessively fond of
l\llurl%’. and depends o good deal on the prints
ing. ielr powers as -irauﬁhb-men are proetty
nearly equil, but while Dr, Haden druws treely
and rathor ommlﬁ. Mr. Herkomer draws care-
fully and with hard rmelu«nuu. This last
faot, to the trus connolsseur, puts him outside
the pale of etching altogether, But among us
the great majority of those who are Interested
in etehings have not advanced so Tar, and most
of our own otohers, though lnndseapists, are, in-
deed, as hard and as careful as Mr. Herkomer,

Wo have intimated that it was o mistakes 1o
rank Dr, Haden with Meryon,  In the sketch
nirendy n[;nknq of—at [east in the proof that s
shiown at Mr, Keppel's—an expedient |s resort-
ed to which wa do not believe Meryon ever
used for 8o important a purpose. A greatl mass
of clouds in the left of the pleture was felt to
b too heavy by tho artist. It spolled the bal-
nnee of the composition, or destroyed the affect

The Bedouins first fired at the Englizh from
the front, and then ran round and sugrounded
them, Woundqu the mT:el on which Capt. Glil
wns riding.
