Bubstantindly that vemsark s often made in
our pulplits, The assumption Is that by Inw
we hiave hove an establishod aud charnotor-
fatic Sabbinth which overybody ought to be
miade 1o respect, But ot the very foundation
of this repubilie Hies the separtion of Btate
snd Churel, Constquently in the Siate of
New York the flest day of the woek can only
b roginrded by the law s 0 day of reat, ne n
holiday. Logolly it (s that, nod not s Sab-
bath which thore is any religions obligation
to keep, The Sinte has nothing to do with its
religlous charncter, exeopt so far ng to pro-
tect elthzons in thefr right to worship on Sun-
day without disturbianes. Such other regu-
lations as aro justifinbie are those only which
Are necossnry because of its peculing char-
solor ns n weokly holldny,

Muorcover, the majority of voters must de-
clde what restrictions shall be put about
Bundny; nnd both in this Stato and many
obhor States forelgners aod the descondnnts
of farclguers who have gome to this conntry
within fitty years are getting to be the ma-
Jority, or are already the mnjority, Their
ddeas ns Lo Bunday, whether it shall be whot
the Mothodist preacher calls s Continental
Babbutli or otherwise, must inevitably pre-
vall fn the lomg run,

It i true that formerly It was not easy for
the lawmnkers to stick to their theory, anid
carry it to dts logleal conclusion, In thelr
trentment of Sundny,  They slipped in re-
elrictions which would ouly be Justitinblo if
the Stato undortook religious control,  But
the lnws wherein they qo offended became a
deud Jotter, of course, a8 soon ns popular
oplnion refused to sustaln them. And if now
thoy are revived and so enforeed os to be-
come Lromblesome, they will speedily be abol-
1shed onew for all, for only a small portion of
the community, nntlve and of forelgn birth,
woull tolerate thom as lnws to which obe-
dieuee wis notanlly eompelled,

Nor bas anyvhody o right to complain of
forcigoers bevause they come hore, quality
themselves s voters, and  undertake to
muke our laws and enstoms to suit thom-
gelves, Thut s thelr right. They were n-
vited to come to this republie on thut un-
derstanding,  They were to have a share in
mnking the lonws when they beonmo eitliaens,
They emlgrated feom countries where Klugs
Rudd State clinrelies oppressed and hatagessl
the, to come o one where there was liberty
of couscienee, where religlon was an indi-
vidun! mattor, and not one of Government
regulation. To foree them to keep Sundicy as
8 Subbath in aceordanee with the notlons of
this Methodist preacher and the small wi-
nority he represonts ln New York, wonld,
thoerefore, bo * to destroy the foundations of
thoe Hberties socured for then,
Lo upset one whole republican theory,

But the Rev. D, Kisa and those who think
1l him ean do this with all propeiety s they
enn go to work and try Lo convert these for-
eiguers o thonntives who sy aipat hize with
Lhoen Lo thelr way of thiukiog lu regard to
Bunday observanee, ‘The low eanpot nke
the day snered, for the law hos nothing to
do with veligion; and thorefore Sunday here
Wil be mide holy only so fur as el belleve
that GO commnnded It o be so kept, and,
bolieving, render obedicnee secordingly.

The Nicaruguan Job,

Tt isnot at all surprising, whon we bonr in
mind how committees were made up by
Bpoeakor Kuren, thut nomajority of the Come-
mittee on Foreigg Affairs should have ro-
portod in o Wighly objectlonable foro the Bl
to Ineorporate o Nlearagunn Caonl,  Wo o
quite preparsd, moreover, to see this seliemo
supported by the river and hurbor statesmen
who have been elected to stav at home hepe-
after, They feol an instinetive sympathy for
any jub that alms to fmpose s ehinege upon
the Treasury; and as they are about to
retire permonently from polities, they aro
In no wise concerned about the politieal come-
plications in whieh this country may be jn-
volverl,  But wo do uet bellove that the
Nicaraguan hill, uoless it Is shorn of all its
obnoxious features, can be pussed by the
Benute; and If it were, wo prediot that it
would be vetoad by the Presldont,

Bome of the objections to this project were
aot forth Inst August in o minority report
plgned by Representatives  Brouvsrt and
Devsren, amd tho wholo easo ngalnstit s
now vigorously stated by Mr, Benyost. The
chiof grounds of the latter's opposition to
the scheme nre, lirst, that it proposes to
balster the fluaucinl operations of private
speculators by a loan of the publle ersdit;

It
f8 o be hopod that this unigque director
would be able to do more for his constitu-
ents, the taxpayers of the United Btates,
than dowss the Government director of tha
Union Pacitlo Rallway., Another sham eon-
cession empowers the Unitod  States to
ocoupy and manage tho eanal, tomporarily
or othorwlse, ao far as this can be done with-
ond eneroacioment on the sovereign rights of the
Governinent of Nicaragua wud  consistently
with freaty obligations, 1t was quite un-
necessary to wdd this limitatton, heeanso
neither the private individoals calling them-
selves the " Provislonnd Interoceante Cannl
Compnany * nor the Congress of the Unlted
States e competent to invalidnte tha sove-
refgn rights of u forelgn natlon. By the way,
the phrase "treaty obligations " s, ns Mr
HrrsosT notices, ominously vague, 1t may
contemplate the componets which by troaty
Nicaragun hos already mide, or may o the
future enter ioto, with Governments other
than our own.  Or it may refor o obligations
which our own Government has conteacted
towntd cevtnin foredgn powerd, ' Whether thoe
frooners of this bl did op did not have in
wind tho latter clase of contimets, §s n ques-
tion which does not in the glightest dogreo
affoet the biuding foree of such obligations,
Troaties are tot reselnded by noelanse inun
acl fnvorporating o stock company,  Herw it
is woll to remember that the only outenme
of the FEELINGHUYSEN cortespondence touchs
Ing the Cnayvros. BuLwer treaty wna a dis-
tinet inthmation on the part of Lord Gras-
viLLe that Enzlond conskdors that eompnet
to b fully fu foree ot the present thine,  But
until that treaty hins been alirogated or mn-
tovially modiiiod, the protended  coneession
ton the United Stites of aoelght to oceupy and

Ho mueh for the first seetion of the article
he woulll add to the Constitution.  Here 1s
the second

CTle country ahall be divided lute postal disteicts, and
Portmiastirs shsll Ly elected by the prople of this respec.
tiva distriets, subjoct to vonfirmatiun by the House of
Eivctors or by the Postinaster General. ANl other oivil
affigers as provided In artiele two, section two of the
Canstitation, exeopt members of the Cabinet, smbnasy.
duore, other forelgn Ministers, and United States Judgen,
wlindl e elected, oxamined, or coufirmed by the House of
Eleators, The House of Electors ahinll make all rules
woverning e confAnuations elections, or sxanilustions
of ¢ivil uiflvers ™

Congress, under the powers conforred by
the third section, is to doetermine what elnss
of Postmasters shall be confirmed by the
House of Eleetors and what eluss by the
Postmastor-General,  The term of all clvil
offleers not appoioted by the President |8
fixed by the fourth section at five years, and
the Presidont 1s suthorized to remove any
offleer of the elvil gerviee ' for uny reason
excopt politieal.”
