Thoy constitute what s called the machine,
and they rou it to sait themselves,  Under
the existing ordor of things, less than n third
of those who =upport the Republican tiokm
in the city can vote at the primorcies, and
thus oxert any power in the ovganization of
the party, or b its opertions, or (o the pom-
ination of capdidintes for public oMles. None
but members of the Assombly lstrict nsso-
vlatton= ein vote st the primaries, anl no
Repubilicrn can be sdmitted to these nssool-
atlons until ne bhas signed a pledge that he
will support the regularty nominnted cangdi-
dates of the paety, and will not vote for an
Independent candidate, and will not belong
to any other potitical nssocintion,

After the applicant for memboership has
shgnd this pladgee, e cannet he plmittesd to
the distriet nssoctution till he has been pro-
posed mnd cudomsed by some of the machine
managoers, and can then ot voles ehough to
carry him throweh,  Of course, a groat body
of Repubilicans will not sulunit to this rou-
tine, wud therefore they ennnot bear a share
in the minnwgement of the party in the city.
But they nre not without remedies, They
ean break up the present machine organiza-
Hon; or they can turn their bocks upon it
and join the Independents,  But whatsoover
they do, vne thing above all they shonld not
omit, and that is to enroll themsslyes in the
Grand Army of Readers of Tin Svs, which
Shiues for AllL

We have soldom soen anything mors 1)1-
Umed and  proposterous then the demand
embodled ln the report of the majority of
the Commission appolnted by Secrotiry
Forasn to Investignte the Now York customs
swervive,  IL Is only a few weeks slnee the
taxpayoers ovineed, In the  most distioet
wind persinptory way, their determination to
oul down the Federal ecaponditures, and
there is nlso s strong moveisnt In favor of
so middifying the taril as to give Custom
Howse omployecs conslderably  loss to do.
Yot this is the time selected by the majority
of the Commisaion, including two membors
of the customs service and o sympathizing
apent of the Tressury Department, to el
for un Increase not only in the number of
employees, but in the salavies payablo from
the publie purss,

Before vxsminipg this cool proposition in
detall 1t will be well for our people to reendl
what It already costa them to collect the ens-
toms revenue derlvad from the port of Now
York. Durlng tho lust Ascal yoar th recelpes
from the New York Custom Hotse were In
round numbors $152,774,00. In the process
of teansforving  this sum Teom  the -
porters who  palil It to  the PFederal

Theso facts are well known to Sccrotary
Foraek, and we deem it prolabls that when
he direeted this Comrmission to veport on the
Now York customs sorvice, he dedired to ob-
tiln such luformation aml suggestions ns
woilil enable him to redues the exorbitant
cost of  collecting  the  customs  poy-
coue, Ho will search in valo, however,
for uny nssistauce to that end in the report
submitted by the majority of the Commnis-
slow,  Fur from drawing the Scoretary’s at-
tention to the cmployees who lgure on the
pay tolls, but who are notoriously Ineapable
af rendering any kKind of sorvics, or to those
barenus in which two, nud somotimes three,
wlerks are drawing saluries for sharing work
which in'n merchant's countiog  room would
be perforiued Ly one man, this report miin-
ly conties 1tself to urging the expii=lon of
the furee emiployed aod o material anguen-
tution of sularies in mnny instances.

It recontinends, for exdample, that the sal-
uties of Deputy Collectors bn clinrgs of divi-
slons be ratsed from $0,000 to £4,000 per au-
uum, notwithotanding the fact, citod by
themsclves, thut the gtipends of these fune-
tionaries wore fixed at the present rate by
the net of 1566, In which year gold wasnt a
hlgh promiuim as compared with grecnbncks,
and the cost of living was very much higher
In this city than it is to-day,  The mnjor-
ity of the Commisslon would kewise have
the chief elevks of two divisions the thid
il seventh) paiil 83,000 a vear lostead of
FLHN0, the present salury.

on the foree whe, from age and infiemity, are
Ieapible of cirnivg their salavicg,  Nolthor
Tot It e supposed thnt these men have broken
down Inthe exhnustiog dutles incldont to ln-
spection, They were old and iofirm when
appoiated, and have not the slightest elaim
Lo Governmeut pay, axeopt upon the theory
that the New York Custom House is an usy-
i for worn-out politicians who could not
v their salt In any honest ealling.

Without going further into particulars, we
merely note that the majority of the Com-
tilssion would ralse the salary of the Ap-
prulser from $4,000 to $8,000 per sannim, and
that of the so-called General Appraisers
fromn 2,000 to $4.000. 1t isslgnificant that an
attenipt shiould be made by the majority
of the Commisslon to offset the econutem-
plited  fneresss  of  certaio salarios by
abolishing the entry clerks in the Na-
val Oflice, sl thus removing a valunblo
check  upon the Collector, amd destroy-
Ing one of the most  hportant  safo-
guards of the revenue, Even If this unwise
propesal to save o the wrong plive wore
wdupted, the inerease in thecost of collecting
the customs revenue at this port which
wonld result from the changes reconunended
by three mombers of the Commbsslon would
full but & Hitle short of $100,000. But this
handsoms wddition 1o the amount disbursisd
In salurles does not satisfy the authors of the
majority veport,  They oplng that besides
the appropristion for spocitle purposes o
lirge lump sum shoull be ploced ot the dis-
posial of the Custom House wuthoritios to bo
cxpended at diseretion,

We are glad to seo that one member of thils
Commission, Mr. GHAVES, bod the good
aonse to dissent from almost all the sugges-
tons embodied in the wajority report, He
does not bellove that the taxpavers ought

to be made to pay sny mora for the colleo-
tion of the: oustoms rovenue than they do
now. But Mr. Graves doeca not go far
enough, He must knew that the peoplo of
this country are convinesd that about one-
half of the employess pow dmwing pay
in the New York Custom House might
be dischargsd  without Impairing the efl.
clency of the serviee, Nor can thoay
e any reason why presont salaries shoukl
miueh exeved those which woero pald for simi-
Tar work before the civil war, This s one of
the trenchinot reforms which tnxpayers hope
Lo gee effected by the next Federal Adminds-
tention. They feel tolerably surm that the
roport of a committoe appointed to investi-
gatn the Noew York Custom House by g Domg-
ocrntie Seorolary of the Treasury will prove
of a difforent tonor rom this, which urges
Mr, Forser to surposs his prodecossor ln
the wasiing of tho publie money,
