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Reciprocity.

The Canadian journals continua to diseuss
the quoation of reclprocity in trade between
the Dominfon and the Stateas. Thoy agree
that reciprocity would give them "a larger
and a better market for thelr surplus pro-
ducts of all kinda, and it would give full em-
ployment to their shipping snd put new lite
into every bLranch of trade. Thero is not a
farmer, a lishorman, a tridlor, a ahipowner, a
quarry man, or & lumberer fn the maritimo
provinees who would not hail with delight a
renowal of a reciprocity treaty with tho
United States."

Bo it 1= and the peonpleof the Unlled Statos
would like It, too; but If we are to have
reciprocity at all, it should be complote, gon.
ulne, unqualifled, seeurad, not by a treaty,
but by a common Constitution, a common
Government, and eommon laws, And now
that slavery Is out of the way, whore 1s thore
any serfous objection ¥

The Bar Association and the Pennl Code.

At the Inst meeting of the Bar Ascociation
& commitlee wag appolnted to examine the
Peonal Code and the changes thereby effeoted
In the eriminal law, and report at an ad-
Journed meeting of the assoclation to be held
on the second Tuesday in January.

This actlon was proper enough. There are
plainly many provisions in the Penal Code
that requira repeal or amendinent, It woas
Dot to be expected that a codifiention of the
entire law relating to erimes, nnd the method
of procedure for the punishment of crimes,
could be accomplished without errors or
without glving rise to objections, more or
leag gerlous, which would have to be obyl-
ated by subsequent changes. It ls well
enough, therefors, for this particular body
of lawyers, or anybody else who may be dis-
posed to give the subject attention, to study
the Penal Code, polnt out ita defects, and
make suggestions for its improvement., For
lostance, & good many people are ready to
offer the Legislature advice just now in refer-
ence to that portion which deals with the ob-
servance of tho first day of the week, com-
monly called Sunday.

At tho same time, there was and 18 no oec-
caslon for such a wholesale denunclation of
the Penal Codo as the Bar Assoclation Indulg-
ed inby means of the long preamble to the
resolution we have mentivned. The Penal
Code isgnot a bad thing as a whole, but an ex-
oallent thing for the people, It enables them
readlly to learn what the laws are under
which they live, and intelligently to require
that those lnws be changed If they be deem-
ed faulty or oppressive,

It1s a well-known legal maxim, often en-
foroed, that ignorance of the law excuses no
man; and horetofore people have been ex-
pected to obeerve eriminal statutes scattered
through scores of volumes of the Bession
Laws and practicably accessible only to
lawyers. The idea of the framers of the
Pennl Code was to givoe the publlo all this
Information In o Uitle volume which can be
carried In the pocket, from which a man can
ascertaiuall the offonces punishalile s erimes
In this State, with thelr appropriate penaities.

The Legislature should amend the Penal
Cude, but not repeal it,

Gladstone’s FiNty Years of Public Life.

The fact that last week eompleted thoe half
century during which Mr. GuADSTONE hns
beon actively engaged in politics hns natu-
rally led the English press to review the
incldents of hls remarkable earveer, It 18
ouly possible, however, to fix in a tenta-
tive and provigional way the plaece which
the present head of the Liberal party
will oecupy In history; for, 8o long as he re-
maing in publie life, it may still be in his
power to motably exalt or {rremedinbly in-
Juro his reputation. All that ean be done at
this time s to indicate the view of hia abill-
ties and achievementa which would perbaps
be taken by disinterested observers, wers it
certain that he had made his last appearance
upon the publie atage,

When, on Dec. 12, 1632, Mr. GLADRTONE
was returnced to Parliament for the borough
of Newark, he wns not twenty-two years old,
and only about a twelvemonth had elapsed
#ince he bad taken his B, A, degreeat Oxford,
where, we may note In passing, he, like
Bir RonErr PEEL, had gained the cov-
eted distinetion of a “double-first.”
It 18 essentlal to & falr Judgment
of the flagrant Inconslstencies which
have marked Mr. GrapaToxe's prineciples at
difforent epochs to bear In mind the very
early age at which he was called upon to
aexpress and vindicate opinlons, A Ind of
twenty-one, no matter how the acquisitive
powers of hia Intellect may have been gtimu-
lated in the forcing house of a university, or
how tenaclous may be the grasp of his mem-
ory upon unassimilated facts and other men's
ideas, is, a8 a rule, too much engrossed in
the winnowing and distributing of his storea
to transmute knowledge loto wisdom, and
strike out for himself a programme which
will commend iteelf to ripened judgmeoent
and enlarged experlence, It was no uncom-
mon thing, in the period when very young
men were elected to the House of Commone,
to see Britlsh statesmen completely repudinte
at a later stoge of thelr career the political
alms aod afMiliations which had obtained the
approval of thelr first constituents, The ex-
amples of CHARLES JAMES Fox, of the younger
PITT, of EDMUND BURKE, and of Bir ROBERT
PeEL at once suggest thempelves; and we
may add that Mr, Disnagni was himself open
to the taunt of Incounslstency which he so
often levelled at his life-long antagonist.

It 18 true thot Mr. GLADSTONE enterad Par-
liament n8 & Tory, aud for upward of ten
years actod with tho Tory party, warmly ad-
vocating, for instance, the cause of the West
Indian slaveholders, and defending, curfous-
Iy enough, the Anglican Church In Ireland,
which was afterward to find in him {te mor-
tal enomy. But before reproaching him too
sharply for acta impossiple to reconcile
with his subseguent attitude, we should
remember that he was not much over
thirty when he followed PeEL In abjur-
ing the economical pollcy of the Torles, and
thus took the first step In a path which ulti-
mately led to a total renovation of bls politl-
eal opinlons, The process of converslon,
however, did not, by any means, go on with
the Indecant haste which some unjust oritics
would bave us take for granted. For sevirul
yoars after the downfall of his great leader,
Mr, GoapsToNE remalned In the detachod
group of Peelites which was reluctant
to merge Itsell In either of the
great contending parties; and It waa not
untl] 1852 that he definitely jolned the new
Liberal party, evolved through a junction of
the more progressive Whigs and Peelites
with the followers of BhianT and ConDEN,
For more than ten yeara longer he fgured
among the most] cautious and slow-moving
members of the coalltion, confining himself
for the most part to fluancial questions, for
which hesoon evineed an incorparable aptl-
tude, Norwas it until after the death of Lord
PAuMERSTON and his own defeat at Oxford,
that he fraukly sccopted the whole Liberal
programme, and resolutely addressed him-
sulf to the promotion of constitutional re-
form. From that day to this It may be sald
that, although he 18 chargeable with hesita-
tion aud wvacillstion, he has, on tho whole,
kept pace with the mnjority of his party,
hos, indeed, been willing to lead wher-
ever he was assured by indlsputa.
ble evidence that they would follow.
It is by the work done and the words epoken
durlng the thirty years which have alapsed
glnee Mr. Grapsroxg first became Chaneol-
lor of the Exchequer, in 1853, that his rank
among British statesmen and orators may
be fairly estimated, As o financler ha en-
Joyed and apparently deserved o higher rop-
utation thannny of his contemporaries who
hove attempted to discuss flscal questions In
Parliament during the geoeration which
I8 passing away ; but when woe come to seru-
tinize the grounds of the pralse so lavishly
given him on this score, we flud that he s
distingulshed less for the prompt selution of
profound fiscal difficultics and the extrication
of the Treasury from grave flnancial perils
than for the lueld and ingeulous interprota-
tlon of an Iotricate tople to men, most of
whom were notorlously ignorant of the sub-
Joet matter. When the conditione of the prob-
loms auswered by Mr. GLADSTONE'S budgets
are compared with the task lmposed on Brit-
ish Chancellors of the Excheqer during the
wars agalust NaroLeoN—with. the desperate
entanglements of the Frencl anclen régime,
from which TURGOT and NECKAR wero
called upon to sayve the State; with the em-
barrmsements under which the Unlted Buntea
long staggered after the Revolutionary war,
aud for which & remedy was found by
ALEXANDER HaMTLTON; with the appalling
drain upon our national Treasury during the
late elvil war; or with the stupendous load
which THEns koew bow to lift frum the

shouldars nf hia conquorad mtrr.

shall see but small cause for assigning to
Mr. GLADSTONE A place nmong those men of
gonius whoso akill in finance hna rescucd
nationa from impending ruln,

As a debator, Mr. GrLADaTONR hng navor
meot his mateh durlpg the last thirty yeara
on the floor of the House of Commons, and
perhaps that assombly nover saw equalled
his matured and disciplined power of extom-
pore retort and oxposition.  That this, how-
over, although useful, 1s not a very high
form of lutelleotual achlevemoent, s plain
enough from the fact that & atenographlo ro-
port of an exciting, glve-and-take discusaion
Is but tamae reading at the bost, Excep-
tion of a like kind may be taken to the pro-
longed, delibernte, and alaborate axhibitions
of Mr.Guapstong's oratorieal talent. Unques-
tionably ho Is a great orator, ono of the
greatost that England ever heard, perhaps
one of jthe most potent speakers the world
hns known, If the test of might in this
direction I8 Its grasp upon thoe pneslons of
the immediate sudience and ita ability to
shake a rival from his seat. If Mr.
QuapsToNE has become woll nigh In-
vinelble In & political ecanvaas, It s
because he I8 unrivalled among  lv-
ing Englishmen In the eharm of personal
magnetism, In the unerring divinntion of
popular aversions and desires, In tho intul-
tive adjustment of hia own point of view to
the avernge lutelleet, In the capacity of
moulding thoughts in n congenial form, and
of pitehiing his sentiments in a seductive
key. In mastery of the spokon word, and In
thoe wonders achioved by it over the
spell-bound ear, ho undoubtsdly desorves
a place In the amall  awl  splendid
group to which Ciamnas and Fox belong,
but fnto which the awlkward, cold, and te-
ous delivery of Bonke wounld not sufTar
him to entor. On the other liand, it must be
sald that the speeches of GLAISTONE,
like the spocches of Fox aod Ciare
HAM, when subjected to the rutliless
criterion  of  type, altogother  fnll  to
account  for the strange fascination
which Is known to have Informed thelr ut-
ternnee, They possesa little or no yalue
for the student of politics; they will
never command a place beside tho works of
Bunge In the library of the philasopher,
As we rond Mr, GLADSTONE'S speeches In
print, we aro reminded of the Iate Lord
Lyrrox's commoenton another Britieh orator :
“Wurds thut were fire scem nshics on the
l‘us“—"

If, finally, wo loquire on what eradon-
tials Mr, GLADSTONE'S claim to enlightened
and far-reaching statesmanship will rest, we
eannot but recognize an absence of the in-
fallible foresight and the bLold in-
itintive which are observed to distin-
gulsh the highest form of etateeraft. Upto
the epring of 1882, when Mr, GLADSTONE
rejected the ForsTeER policy of coorclon, and
assumed temporarily an attitude toward Ire-
Iand with swhich the majority of his followers
woro not in sympathy, Mr. GLADSTONE has
never been In pdvance of his party. Ho has
poatiently watched the fluctuation and evolu-
tion of ité oplnlons; he has hearkened in-
tently for an Indication of its will; and he
has [reflocted It convictions and echoed
ita hopes with thespoeed and tidelity of A well-
conducted newspaper, If we could regard
his political career as now ended, we might
be sure that posterity would never rate him
with those statesmen who have been tho
prophets and ploneers of great movements,
with the men who wore not afraid to startle,
coerce, and educate their party. It will
never set him, for example, beside the
yvounger Piry, who, In the teoth of bauk-
ruptey and the risk of clvil war, held
England in tho vise of hils unshaken
purpose; beside CanNwing, who compelled
English Torles to feign a eympathy they did
pot feel with European and South Awmorican
revolutionists; beside Sir Ropent PEEL, who
chose to shatter his party sooper than djs-
own & truth which he had at lnst come to ree-
oguize, aud who may almost be salil to have
repealid the Corn laws by Lis individund tint,
It loakaed, indeed, not long ago as 1{ Mr, GLAD-
sTONE meant to chinllenge by his Irish polley
a niche among the few political lsadors who
have vreated poartles and slgoally procipl-
tated the march of enlightenmont amd ro-
form. But the prospect lias faded, and with
It Mr. GLADSTONE'S clnlm to rank above the
socoud, or even the third, grodo of statesmon,
