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For the Few and Not for the Many.

In tho report of the committen of the
Bonrd of Bducation who were appointed to
Investigate the courso of Instruction in tho
public schools, It I8 sald: “When we reflioct
that at lenst 125,000 children are in dally at-
tondunoe, and that the courss of study woas
prepared with the view of mecting the noeds
and abllity of the many and not the few,
tho comparatively small number of com-
plainta about execasive work Imposed on the
puplls do not constituto nrensonnbie charge
agalnat the general moerits, usefuluess, and
applicability of the course.'

That way b all true enougheo far ns con-
verna the allegations that the scholars are
overworked, Dut what 2 one of the studies
the commiittee rogand as demanded by the
many ? It Is deawing, to which & groat
amount of stteution d= given, A very gmnll
portion of the time and thought of the pupils
might be profitubly given to that, a free uss
of the pencll belng o valuable acquirement In
muny trades; but deawing ls carrled so far in
the schools that it becomes a special branch
of study requiring much applieation. As
much thoe s required for instruction In it
as for history in the recommendations of
the comnittee,

But the great majority of the children do
not stay long enoigh at the grammar and
primary echiouls to attaln any conslderable
perfection in drawling.  Nor is the rest of the
course in oo with it.  If the schools sot out
to glve nn industrinl edueation, thon drawing
“an origionl pottery form,' exumples of ** bi-
syuunotrical histovie oromment of different
ptyles a “design for texudle fabrie,” and the
Mo would be a wise emiployment for the
pupils. But drawing is all that is done {o that
diroction, and the obilkdren connot immediate-
1y apply the little they learn in o way to moke
the {nstruction of practical value to them,

The truth ls, denwing as taught in our
public schools of the higher grudes at pres-
ent belongs to the industrial school, and if
it s advisuble totoach it W the ehildren of
the clty at the public oxpense, then it 1s ad-
visahle o muko it pact of wo industeial school
systom Lo bo estallished’ in conneetion with
tho other schiools, or 08 a subssuent eourse,
DBut lustend of such o really useful Institu-
tlon wis support o collegs to teach boys Latin
and Groek and the bigher mathematics,
which they do not want, and a Normal Col-
Iogo to carry glils nlong the samo road, and
to embellish them with faney necomplish-
ments, which they do not need aven for ordl-
nary woachitgg, sod which are of Hittle service
i itting them for ether cmployments out of
whioh t make their lving.,

If the humbug colloge in Lexington ave-
nun was turned into an industeis]l sichool, in-
stead of senling out graduating classes of
only forty or fiity & year It woull be erowdod
with Loys ambitious of the practical instruc-
ton it affordel, nnd the money spent upon
it would really toll, whoraas now it {s utterly
Wisted, sluee the other colloges of the city
would gladiy recoive every boy who wants n
classlond edaeatfon merely,

The trouble with the administration of the

pubifirsphool funds la that a large part of
them 18 spone for the few, whllu LU Ly

elther go without any Instruction in the frae
gchools nt all, or are compelled to submit to
g course of sty neeessarily moro or less
adupted to the wants of the paliry minority
who are tntended fur the humbug eollege in
[exington avenus, or the girl’'s eollege, at
which au elegaut education is given,

The News from SBouth Amerion,

Although the position of the Bouth Amerl-
can belligeronts seems on the surface un-
changed, severnl Incldenla have recently
takien place which render the prospect of an
agroomoent soniewhat more promising. Timo
Is working on the side of poace. With the
lipso of every month the delimive hopes of
Amertean intervention entertained In Poru
nnd Dolivia tend townrd extinetion, whilo in
Cliblh itsalf thore seems to be a growlong con-
vietlon that gn (8sue must be found, oven st
the cost of some conoesslons, from the pros-
ent intolorable situntion.

It is bocoming more and more evident, ns
the Chillan authorities have divined from the
outsct of ponco negotiations, that a solution
of tho oxisting diffienlty may bo matorially
focilitated, if not defloltely effocted, by Do-

livin. It I8 at La Puz, whoro s con-
stitutlonndl  government 18 In  opera-
ton, rather than at the ehifting head-

quarters of Paruvian guorrilla chicfs, that
tho preliminaries of s  treaty, framed
to rogulaty the clalms of tho combatanta,
may be best arranged, Bhould Bolivia make
peave upon her own aceount, or should ehe,
wilhout abandoning hor ally, Insist that cor-
taln terms proffered Ly Chill were reasonable
and ought to be accepted, it is probable that
pulidic opinion In Poru would declare Htself so
loudly agalust tho further prosecution of a
useloss war that Canninno and CACERES
would fud 16 Impossible to keep oven their
presont inconsiderable forces In tho fleld.
That such would be the result of a declded
change of attitude on the part of Bolivia has
been so flrmly believed al Santingo that, so
long ago as tho date of tho Ariea Conference,
the Chillan representatives mado speclal
effurta to win the good will of tho envoys
from Lo Puz, and, as the oMcial doenments
published by our State Dopartment show,

would  probably  have succcoded at
that time in rupturing tho allinnee
between Peru and  Bolivia but  for

the vnwarrnnted and reprehensible Inter-
forence of Mr, Apams, the American Minis-
ter to the last-nnmed power. About a year
ago o second effort was madoe on the part of
Clili to arrive at o fricudly undorstanding
with the La Paz Government, aud M. BATAIA-
CEDA, lately the Chillan Becrotary for For-
clgn Affulrs, doos not hesitate to assort that
the preliminary ngreemoent entercd into st
Tacna between the sgents of his own coun-
try and of Bolivin would have been rati-
fied by the Qungress of tho latter State
had not Mr., Avayvs a scccad thime In-
torposed, aud porsuaded the La Paz oo
thoritles  to  await  the disclusure  of
the pollcy contemplatedd by the TTnlusd
States in despatehing the TresoorTT mission,
Remembering the tenor of Boorotary

Praeamivmt Thoti uotfuun, 8O0 ubscrviog thak
Mr. Warken Draixewns allowed to aceom-
pany Mr. Tusscorr, the Ameriean Ministor
at La Paz thought 1L guite aafa to ropoat the
groes wilzconduet of which he had been
guilty at Arvicay andd for which ho b escaped
due consure ot the homds of Mr. Evanrs,

Sipoe the miscarrviagy, howover, of thoe
Tacua draft of an agreemeoent, the Bollyvians
liave hoad thelr eyves opencd to the ioten-
tions of our Government by the recall of My,
Apavs, nnd are now evineing o much moro
tractable disposition, Ivis trues that the La
I"az Cougress, o s reevnt diseusslon ol Lhae
veace problem, did not go so far as o
openly diferentiate its lnterests from those
of Peru; on tho contraey, it made an edify-
Ing profession of loyalty to ita unlucky
ally, and declared that the MoNTERO Gov-
ernment must be notilted In advanee of any
nogotintions with Ghtll, and Invited to shame
In thoem, DBut the Congross was carcful not
to eay Lthat, In case of MoNTERO'S malutain-
Ing a defiant atbitude, nnd refusing to offer
Chill a reasonuble indomnlty, (ts roprosonta-
tives should hold themselves bound to
imitate the perverse conduct of their
ally. A very different purpose secmns
to be Implled In the lujunction lald on tho
Executive to at onece conelude a truce with
Chili if possible, and, having taken this pre-
liminary stop, to sparo no pains to adjust the
conditlons of a lustng peace. In other
words, the Bollviaps have recoversd the
concilintory tomper of which they gave evi-
dence at the Arica Confercnce, sud which,
but for the meddlesome bebavior of Mr,
Apasms, would probubly have put anend to
the South American troubles more than two
FOAUS BEO.

The proposition of Admiral MONTERO to cedo
the districts of Arvica and Tacuw to Bolivia,
looks, at the first glancee, like the offer of o
bribe to the Lo P'az Government to persist in
hostility to Chill. Now, there s no doult
thnt Bolivin urgently needs such an outled to
the Pacifie ns Ariea would afford her; indeed,
before the war the bulk of her furelgn com-
meree wos transacted through this harbor
Instead of through the ports in her own coast
strip, which were cut off from the productive
distriets of the Interlor by the almost impas-
sable desort of Atacama, But, much as the Bo-
livians would like to possess Ariea, they
know that It s not MoNTERO'S to glve, and
Lhat they could not oust the Chilluns without
a series of vietorles which the jolut power of
Peru and Bolivia, when at its acme, proved
unable towin, The La Paz authoritles, in
fact, are perfectly aware that If theyare evor
to get Avlea, or some other convenlent
Peruvian  port, they will have to obs
taln the free consent of Chill, who now
holds all the desirable harbors In sputhern
Feru, This is the seerot but powerful mo-
tive which s Impelling Bolivia to slide with
Chill Jo exacting from Peru s territordnl in-
demnity large enough for two. It may also
b surmised thut MosTERO has thrown oul
the  suggestion mentioned wg w8 foclor,
for he kuowes, of course, that the Peruvian
Constitution, about which we heard
80 much under the Bramne régime,
would be violated quite ss flageantly by a
ecsslon of pational tereltory to ong forelgn
countey as to anothor, If public oplnion s
abserved to view with tolorance o proposal
to give Arieato Bollvia, It may be browght to
viow with less h-]uu:unu\--o the further sacrl-
fice of Tarapacn. Indeed, It s difleult to
bow whnt Pora, whose nnval powor is gonoe,
eould do with the outlylng provinee of
Turapuen, which 1f the project aseribicd to
Moxrero woro carrled out would by geversd
from the rest of the country by Dalivian
territory, Mhe ol In short, that MosteRe
bas beguu W talk about the wutilativn of

the natonal soll in any circumstances s a
favorablo omen,

A treaty which should allot Tarapaca to
Chill and asslgn the districts of Arlea and
Tacun, which adjoln It on tho north, to
Bolivia, would, of course, bo welcoms at La
Paz, and would be less obnoxlous to the
Peruvians than any torms which thelr con-
queror has offered durlng the last twolvo-
month, In vlew, morecover, of the rancor
engendored by the war, It sooms to be an
casontial condition of a lasting peaco
that Chlll and Pern should not be econ-
terminous, The Interposition of a tongue
of Bolivian terrltory would probably serve
as A guaranteo against a epeedy resumption
of hoatilities, It might, therefore, be wiser
and cheaper In the end for Chill to approve
the offer attributed to Admiral MoNTERO, on
conditlon, of eourse, that Chill’'s title to
Tarapnea and to the old Bollvian const strip
lying south of that provines should bo
formally recognizoed by the partles o Interest

The Attorney«General Private

Connsel.

Heorotofore wo have always thought protty
woll of Mr, Lesrnig W, RussELT, the prosent
Attorney-General of the State of Now York.
In an interview publlshied yestorday, how-
ever, he {8 reported as expressing certaln
views In regard to his own conduct whick
wo deom upsound in principle and likely to
prove cxceedingly pernicious in practice,

The conversation related to tho propriety
of his practising Inw In privato causes, He
safd ho thought the ealary of thoe Atlorney-
Goneral, which Is only $5,000 n year, wns
flend upon the assumption thet the lnwyer
oleeted to the offlee ghould be at lberty to
continua hia private priuctice. He thought
he might properly engage in any cise ln
whicli the people of the State are not inter-
ested elther as pluintiffs or defendants, He
alded, however, as wo loarn from our cs-
toemoed eontemporary the New York Timeas,
that the funciion of the Attorney-General, ns
Lhe lnw oficer of the Stato, In the suit to vee
cite the chartor of the Mutunl Union Telo-
graph Company, consod when he gave his
consent that the netion should be brought,

According ta Lthe senthments sttributed to
Mr, Russienn fo the veport of this interview,
Le rogards himsaslf as free to act as the pri-
vate ocounsel of Mr. Jay Govrno and Mr, W,
. CanenroN in that suit, although he dues
not gay that he has concluded to do o,
