Lewpow, Feb. 10.—Matters do not mend In
Prance, and the liberation of Prince Napoleon
bas only served to put the Chamber n A worse
light, and forther exposs the hopelass woak-
pess of the present Cabinet. Everything Ia
plunged In confusion. An offendsr, whom the
sourts have pronounced te be gulltless of of-
fence. I8 to be expelled. A Bonaparte who
openly assaults the Constitution ia to go un-
puniehed. Princes who have never offended
against the republic are to be Ignominiously
driven from Franoe, or, because thoy have re-
spected the law, they must not be moleated,
while an impudent pretender walks out of jail,
The Chamber is In a riotous conflict of opinion,
the Cabinet vaclllating and powerleas, and the
republie made ridiculous and endangered,
Only Prince Napoleon appears to advantage.
He waa in prison for thres weeks. During that
time he earned more distinction and con-
sideration than In any previous period of his
life, and haa succceded, with one little placard
on rod paper, in completely upsetting the
French Government.

Lord Dufferin has written n voluminous and
disquieting despatch, from which it Is apparent
that the responsibllity for Egypt Is not likely
to be shaken off for soms time, RElther Egypt
must be formally annexed, he says, or it must
be furnished with s Government of its own,
and be taught how to manage it, The Iatter
will be & work of such difficulty, and will take
s0 much time, that the country may be prac-
tienlly regarded as at least temporarily an-
nexed. Egyptis like an clectrical machine; it
makes England dance, but she cannot let go.
The countyy is absolutely imcapable of self-
government, and (n the recent light that has
been thrown upon the subject it is very un-
likely that any European power, even France,
will, under any clroumstances, interfere with
the Enghsh oocupation. Both ends of the
Dark\Oontinent are likely to give serious
trouble. From the Cape the naws is full of dis-
couragement, and no falth is piaced in the con-
dition of Cetywayo’s restoration, while the
abandonment of Basutoland is humiliating.

Active preparations are baing made for the
opening of Parliament. The members are
rapidly gatbhering in London, Bir Btafford
Northoote arrived last night after his long
yaoht eruise In the Maditerranean, and other
leaders will follow him during the next few
daya. All indlcations point to s particularly
lively sesslon, and the programme whieh the
Irish party has marked out for itself cannot
fail to produce stirring In the House,
Moessra. Davitt, Healy. and Quinn have gona

THE PHENIX PARK TRAGEDIES.

Informer Havasagh Identifying the Marder
ors and Deceribiag the Murdar,

DusrLix, Feb. 10.—The court was again
erowded this morning with privileged speota-
tors, Including many Indies. Among those
present were Mr. Jenkinson, Director of the
Irish Criminal Investigation Department, and
Mr. Courtenaye Boyle, privats secretary to
Lord Lieutenant Bpenocer. Joseph Brady, Tim-
othy Kelly, James Carey, the Town Couneil-
lor; the oarman Fitsharris, alias “The
Goat;” Lawrenos Hanlon, Jossph Mullett,
Jamea Mullett, Edward O'Brien, Willlam
Maroney, Daniel Curley, Thomas Doyle,
Fagan, and Daniel Delaney were placed. in the
dock, The Clerk then read out the mames of
the thirtesn prisoners, all charged with con-
splracy to murder Mr. Burke and Lord Fred.
erick Cavendish and to attack Juror Field.
Before the prisoners wers charged the counsel
for George Bmith, one of the accused conspira-
tors, made application for the admission of his
alient to ball, which was refused.

Michael Kavanagh. the carman. who has
turned informer, was then aworn, Great excite-
ment ensued when he was placed in the witness
soat. Kavanaghhimself apparent!ylabored un-
der great excitement. He deposed that on May 6.
1882, he waa at the Royal Oak publio house, in
Park Gate atreet, and was ongaged by four
mean—Brady, Kelly, and two strangers—to drive
them to Phaenix Park. This was on the even-
ing of the nssassination of Lord Frederick
Cavendish and Undor Boeretary Burke. James
Carey and Danlel Delaney were on seats at the
side of the road In tho Park.
