Tho quantity and charncter of the oxplonives
which hind been gathered in the heart of the
elty wero appalling, There was onough In all
to huve killed thousands of people, and to have
ghattored n vast aroa of bulldings, and how (t
was all collected and handled without an acel-
dont [snlmost inconceivable. The Crown au-
thoelties nt Woolwioh who exnmined the two

. pundredweight of nitro-glycerine brought to

them by the police shuddered to think that it
bad been earrled in a jolting eab through the
erowded stroots of London. It was of a charao-
ter that made It llable to explode upon the
plightest concussion, as they conclusively
proved by thelr examination and experiments,
Thera could not be devised a more dangerous
or destruetive compound. The belle! among
the polico Ls that the explosion at Westminster
was designed to be a practical demonstration
o the members of the consplracy of the case
snd salety tojthemselves with which they could
sct. Thoy are convinoced that the Intonton
was to blow up a lnrge number of publie struo-
tures slmultaneously at night, and to proeure,
st all inzards, an explosion about some part of
Windsor Castle, where the Queen s at present
Hying, It I8 also lutimated that It was deo-
slgned to reach as nearly a8 possible some of
the mombers of the Government. The infor-
mation of the police on all of these points ap-
pears to have been singularly accurats, and
eaplains the extraordinary vigilanse with
which the dwellings of Ministers and royal per-
sonnges hiave Iately been guarded. Perhaps it
eamo from among the ranks of the scoundrels
themsoives. Of such nssnssins na these n lurge
proportion may bo depended on to add treasche
ory to thair other infamy.

doeds of destruction. On Kirton's arralgne.
ment In the Bow Streot Polloe Court this alter-
noon it was proved that ho had corresponded
with Gallngher, the man arrestad nt Lambeth,
and that he had delivered a letter nddrossed to
Gallagher yestorday nt the Charing Cross Ho-
tol, Kirton wis remanded,

The Glasgow police have taken Into custody &
man nnmod Dernard Gallagher, who Is charged
with causing the explosion at tho gas works
thero, Gallaghor 16 an Trish-Amerioan, and Is
a brother of tho man of the same pame who
was arrested at Lambeth on Thursday, He
was arraignod at the pollico court in Glasgow,
when he declared that he was Innocent of the
charge lald against him, and that he only left
the United States on the Bth of last February.
Ho was remanded to prison for elght days.
