and slovenliness appeats about (s track and
its employses which is unworthy of Its
position and its protonslons,

Mr. Rurter will not nead to go far to find
s rallroad which offers a most interesting
and lostructive continst,  We mean, of
courso, the Pennsylvauis road, whose main
Ine extonds from Jorsey City Lo Pibtsbiurgh,
It is o most admirnble concern, and is con-
ducted with such onvegy oud  vighlaneo
and such comprehensive Judgiient that
It might serve as s model for the
mallways of any country in the world.
[ts track §s always Iu first-rnte oprder; its
parriages are perfect In every respect, Its
locomotives are of the best description; and
the diseipline and bohavior of its ciupluyees
show the highest ability and the most con-
stant attentlon on the part of thelr superior
officers.

Bevoral years agp, when the great man
who made the Central what it is was still at
its head, there was a good deal of discussion

Raillroads to Revolntionize Brazil.

One of the most Lmportant usdertakivgs
i which British eapital is now engoaged is

the openlng of rallway comununication with [

the Interior of Drazil, A great fmpetus hins
recenitly beon iiven to rullway constrnetion
in all parts of the thinly peopled cinplie
which Is destined to receive a large share of
thu surplua pupulation of Europie, To mieis-
ure the Inducewnents o cibzeation which
will presently be otfored Ly the public works
now prosceuted upder the progzressive Cove
ernment of Dom PEDRO SEGUNDO, wo should
remember that the actusl inhabitants, nl-
though they nuwmber aboul twelve mbiions,
ovoupy for the most part merely o fring: of
territory along the senconsts The watural
resourees uot ouly of the valleys of the
Amazon and other great rivees, but of the
vast upland platesu betwoon the Const Rauge
and the Andes, remnin to this day a8 umles
veloped ms wore our Westery proleies at the
beginning of this coutury,

The Beasilian eallway systom dutos Lock
about thirty years, but for some L it
proved diffeult to sttrmet private capital,
aven by & Guvernment guiranten of fntegeat,
Novertheless, hotwoon the vedars 1952 and
1834 threo lines, lnthe proviooes of Poranie
buoo, Bahin, nod Sao Paulo respect bvel s, wore
constructed by English comipiulos ad mt ng-
grogata cost of ponrly SH000,000, on whilel w
minlimum interest of 7 per et wis @it
anteed. The aggregate length of those romls
was oply 240 mlics.  Aboub the smie b,
howevor, Lho Govedpment began to bulld st
Its own expense o Uruok line from Rio ale
Janolro through the provioes of the same

name, with branches to the provioes of Sao |

Paulo on the one side and that of Minns
aorace ou the othor. This line las vow 420
miles ln operation and 65 under constraet lop,
and it returns 8 por cont. uet prollt oo the
fifty million dollars lnld out upon it by the
Btate. Of the thres panrantocd poids be-
longing to Lhis test grong ouds the Balilu e
Imposes way cousllvcable burden on the un-
tioual treasury, nnd this is nearly offset by
the proftt derived from the English company
working the short 8ao Paulo rallway, which
last year pald a dividend of 100 per eont,,
nud, as voquired by its eharter, tned over
to the Governmoent half of its net roveipta
over 8 por eent,

The pext materlal additions to the Brazil-
{an rallway network swers nisde dn the twelve
years following 1862 A lurge number of
provivolal lnes were now constructod, for
the most part branches wnd extensious of the
trunk roads slready In existenée,  All the
rallways belonging to this series were built
with Brazillan capital and without Govern-
ment ald, although In some lustances the
bonds of & rowd were guaranteod by the
aroviooe through whicl it wos tw run. Thoy

Consul Wilson on Pork and Wine.

There s s Consul of the United States at
Nuntes, In Franes, who takes a serious view
of his rosponsibility to the American poople.
His pame Is Taodas WirsoN, und o was
appointed from the District of Columbia,
Ho has ropresontd this Government at
Nuntes for o littls more than lourteen
months, His sulary I8 $1,000 aunually.
During the lnst fseal yoar the receipts of
the oftico in foes nmounted to threo dollavs
and forty-six conts.

Although not cecupying an lmportant post,
i we mensure con=ular lmportance by salury
and fups, Consul Tuoymas Witsox had not
been many woeks in offive before ho began Lo
grapple with the largost guestions of diplo-
matle polley, Upon Investigating the rela-
tlons botween the United States aud France
Lo discovered that just oun year before ho
entered ofMea the French Government, by
the deereo of Feb, 18, 1881, prohibited the
fmportation of American salt pork. Consul
Wirsox lost no time in communicating this
diseovery Lo the Dopnrtiment of State; and,
wlong with the faets which his industey and
nonren epahled im to luy betore the Cabloet
aucl the npation, he submitted o carelully
dewwn paper, lndicating with great clearncss
and precision the line of policy which, in
lils opinion, our Governmont ought to pursue.

The Consul nt Nuntes 18 vory free in bis
eritleism  of the Freuch Governmeut; so
frew, Indeed, that in view of Mr, Errioey San-
aENTg recent exporience at Borlin we hesl-
tato to exposa another Amerlean diplomatist |
to thoe wrath of a foreigu power. But it s
proper that the world should know Mr.
Tuosas WiLsos's oplulous, uo matter what
the result may Le.

Extracted from diplomutic langunge, the
chargn mudo by the Consul at Nantes is, in
substanes, thae tho Fronch Ministey Hsd
whon thoy alloged trichinosis as & pretext
for thelr decrvoe prohibitiog the Importation
of American pork. ‘The trus motive, in Mr.
WiLsox's opinion, was geal for the protoes
tion of the Freuch pork producers, * The
intagrity of the Fronch Governmoent," says
the Counsul, * 18 In no wise questioned, but
tho evidence will show, I think, that there
were influences brought to bear on It and Its
representatives othor thun those iutorested
for the public health; influsnoes in favor of
tho Fronch hog.”

It ls evident that our Consul at Nantes Is a
remarkable man; keon in peroeption, fertile
in resources, boldly patriotie, eloquent in
utteranve, working for his country in all the
froshnoas of undiscournged eoal.  Hut it will
oocur to & great many eitizens, as it doubt-
Iess has occurred already to the Btate De-
partment, that we are geiting too much
stateemanship and diplomacy for $1,000 a
year and $3.48 in office fecs.

The Dowling Greea Railing.

Bir Cynva W, FieLp not long ago tore
down the old Washington Hotul at the Bat-
tery, to make room for a great office bullding
which be is now putting up.

That was all right enough. But now it ap-
pears ho wants to go further, and have the
Park Commissioners remove one of the
fow remalning Revolutionary relics In the
city, situated in the peighborhood of the
property he is coverlng with a now structure,

There Is about Bowling Green Park an old
fron railing of Revolutionary associations
which mako it peeullarly Intereating to New
Yourkers. Iu tho centre of the Park, It will be
remomboered, thore stood & leaden equestrian
statue of Gronat 111, which was torn down
by n multitude of excited patriots on the 8th
of July, 1776, or upon the recelpt of the nows
of the Declaration of Independence, to be
turnsd fnto bullets “to assimilate with the
brafos of the ndversary."  Thore {8 o tradi-
tiom, too, that the fron balls on the tops of
the posts of the ralling about Bowling Green
Park were cut off for use as caunon balls by
the patriot army. And to this day those
posts remain deeapitated,

That old Iron ralling has, therefore, the
most inspleiting assoviations. But Bir Cy-
nus W, Figup, it socms, does notlike the
looks of it. He has got o fow other property
holders about the Battery to Joln with him
in potitionlug for its removal by the Park
Comnissloners, who, wo belleve, are to con-
slder the subject at thelr mecting next
Wednesdny,

The Revolutionary assoclations of the old
Iron ralling aro not of the kind which seem
to stir the soul of Bir Cyrus W. F1eLD, A
proposition to reconstruct the statue of
Geonae 111, so wantonly destroyed in 1770,
would perhaps be more agreoabls to him; or
be might ask of tho Park Commissioners the
privilege of erecting a grander effigy of the
monurch 50 huteful to the patriots of that
day. Such a status would be a fit companion
of tho ANDRE monumoent, and might more
vlosely attach the aristoeraey of England to
their Americon ndmirer-—to the one of our
gountrymen who s supposed to stand next
to G WasnisaroN Cittnps, A M., the poet,
in thelr cordinl alfections.

Somo of the Western journals of the Re-
pbliean party are golng iuto ssmi-prophetio
statistics ooncorning the noxt year's Preslden-
tal elsetion. Of course, as they are honest
Journals, thelr arithmetie Indieatas the election
uf the Domocratic gundidate, and this eandor
Is as creditable to them as it is Islr wnd wise,

Bome recent discussions of the constitution
of the sun have turned In part upon what s
known as the sun's proper motlon In apace.
This is one of the mostsurprising and Interest-
ing things that scionce has over brought to
light, aud yet It Is something of which com-
paratively few persons have any knoowledge,
It Is customary to look upon the sun as If (¢
were the centre of the universe, an Immovahla
flery globs around which tho earth and other
planete revolve while it romains fixed Inone
place, Nothingwouldbe further from the truth,
The sun [s. In fact, the most wonderful of
travellers, He s fiying through space at the
rats of not leas than o hundred and sixty
millions of miles in & yoar, knd the earth and
her aister planots aro bis follow voyagers.which,
aoboying his overpowering attractlon, eclrele
aboutghim as he wdvances, In other words,
if we could take up a position In epon space
in advance of the sun, we should 4ne him rush-
{ng toward us at the rate of somo 43,000 miles
& day, chased by his whole family of shining
worlds and tho vast swarms of nieteoric bodles
which oboy his attraction. Tho gonsral direc-
tion of this motion of the solar syatem has boon
known since the time of Rir Willlam Herschel.
It is toward the consteliation Hercules, whiol,
at this season, may be seen In the northeastarn
aky at ¥ v'alock In tho evening, As the line of
this motion makes an nngle of ifty odd degrees
with thu plane of the earth's orbit, it follows
that the sarth Is not like a horsa at & windlass,
cirellng nround the sun forever in one beaten
path, but like a ship belonging to & Nleet whose
leuder Is continually pushing its prow Into
unexplored waters, The poath of the searth
through space 8 spiral, so thut It (s all tho
time advancing Into new reglons along with
the sun. Bhe s on 4 boundless voyage of dls-
covery, and her human crew are born and dle
in widely separatod tracts of space, Thivk of the
distance over which the travels of the sun hinve
borne the earth only since the Leginning of hu-
man history! Bix thousand years ago the earth
and sun wero about a milllon millions of miles
further from the stars in Hercules than they
are to-day. Columbus and his contemporaries
lived when the earth was In a region of the unl-
verse more than sixjy thousand millions of
miles from the place where it I#r now, so that
#ince his time the whole human race Lhas been
making n voyage through space, in comparison
with which his longest voyage was ns the foot-
stepof n fly, Thue the great events In the
history of the world may be sald to have ocour-
red In different parta of the universe, Anal-
moss inconcsivable distince separates thy spot
whiich the varth occupled in the tiime of Alex-
nndor from thut which it oecupied when Ciesar
invaded Gaul. The sun and the earth hnve
wandored so e from thoir birthplace that the
mind wtnggers fn the attempt to guess at the
stupendons distance which now probably sep-
nrates them from it 1t um]y e thnt tho mo-
tion of the wolur system Is orbltal, snd thatuur
asun and many of the stars, his fellow suns, ary
rovolving around some commaen centree, but if
80, no means hns yet been devisnd of datecting
thy form or dimensious of bis orbit, 5o {ar i
woe onn see Ltho sun s moving o o stralght lioe.

Bineo space Is belioved to bs Niled with somes
nort of athereal medium, curious cotsuguen ces
are seen to follow from the motions that bave
beon deseribed. A solld globs Hke the earth
rushing nt great spesd through sueh o medium
will ancounter some resistunes, If the medinm
be exvecdiogly rare. ny it must be fo fuet, the
rosistunce will be correspoudingly smuall, but
atill thers will ba resistance. I the sun stood
still, the onrt l,owlmf to the inclination of Its
axin to the plane of [ts orblt around the sun,
would encounter the resistition of the ethuer
principally on Its northern bemisphers (rom
summer to winter, und on its southern hemi-
sphore from winter to sumnner, But in conses
quence of the motion of the sun shiared b
the aarth, this law of distribution is chianged,
aml from summoer to wintor the earth ploughs
through the ethar with its north pols foremost,
while from winter to summer, although the re-
sintianes of thesthor (soncountored more syens-
Iy Ly tha two hemispheres, yat 1t i= still felt
princlpally in the northern hemispbere, and
tha south poly remains practioslly protected,
It followa that the southern hemisphare, and
particularly the south polar regions, are maorn
or loss completely sheltercd the whinle yonr
around, It might, then, by supposed that the
impnet of the particles of the other shouldersd
nuide by the earth in jte swift Hight and the
comprossion produced in front of the advanelng
globe would tend to ralse the tempernture of
tho northorn hemisphors as compared with the
southern bemisphere, wlille the south pole, be-
ing more or less directly In the wake of the
earth. and in o reginn of rarefaction of the
otlior, would eonstantly possess o remnrkubly
low Lemperaturs,

Now, It is known that the south polar re-
gk')“m are more coversd with ive and enow than
thosn of the north, nnd that the tempurature
there the yaar around is lower, Whather this
dilference |8 owing to the cffucts of the earth's
Junruey through the sther iska gquestion,

The sun, too, moves with his northern hemi-
wphore formmost, and it Is worthy of remnrk
thiat it has been suspectsd that the northern
hoemisphers of the sun radintes more hieat than
the southern,

But. whatever offect it may or may not have
unon the moteorologienl eandition of the sarth,
tho faet that tho solar system is thus voypuging
throush spree s In itsolf exeveding!y interest.
ing. Notthe wilidest teaveller's drvim presents
to the Imagination such s voyago s this on
which evory lulinbitant of the carth s bound,
A glanes At w stur map shows that the dires-
tion in whieh wo are going Is currsing us to-
wurd noreglon of the hoavens sxesedingly rich
I stars, many, und perhaps most, of which are
greater suns than ours.
