North as it s at the South, CGreat offuris
inve been mude to bring thie two races to-
sothor in the churches and schools of those
oimmunions, but the tendencey to separntion
4 now ovan stronger than it ever wias hofore,
It seemis to be manifest that in all the re-
frbonis denominations where the negross nre
umerons, the neeessity for protty complete
=oparntion eccleslastionlly will soon be ne-
dnowlsdged, and attompts to lght against it
will be given up. The negrooss will not be

forences, and nssoclations of thelr own, They

Wo soe, thorefore, that not oven Christian.
ity has bhoen sbis to obliterate the eolor line,
IT there is any place where such a Lo ought
not to be pecognized, obviously it s In the
Christian Chureh, whore sl men are ogual
before Gop, sluners all, and all In peed
ol Divioe woerey. Dut o the Church the

color line 1s dnwnushnrplr and persist-
ontly as It I8 In socular socioty. Whiles and
blacks will not worship togother, or, sl beaat,
thoy cannot worship togother in eomfort;
and the Liscks oven more than the whites are
anxlous to say thelr prayors by Lhomsolves,
They do not enjoy mized churches,

Thoy refuss Lo b patronized not only In
churches, but politically and socially also,
And very likely they are wise In so doing,

Thi: rocunt prooeodings In the Taliao
Chambor of Depulive sro caleulatnd W ox-
alte proforind astonishuient 1a thosn who are
unfamilinr with the anomalous condition of
polibes In King Hosmsrrr's dominioas.
Afler & wook’s dobate on the Qovernient's
internal polioy, the Ministry was on Batur-
dsy sustaind by the ovorwhelming vote of
Mito 29, Notwithstanding this appamuotly
vonolusive proof of confldenos, wo have sinee
bon informed that the Deraeris Cabinet s
to be reconatructed, and thet two of Its
mombers, Including Bignor ZaNARSsLLL who
framed the greator part of the now Elootoral
law, havo nwigned, What s Lhe osusn of
such an abnormal majorily, and why is 1t
that parliamoatary incldonis which would
moan one thing in Kagland soem Lo moun
somothing quite diffarent in Italy ?

The Euglmh theory of a parlismentary
régling, wo soaresly nend to say, lmplios the
rivalry of Lwo politioal parties, whiokh in the
loog run are protty ovenly balanoed, snd
whoso Intersolon and regiprocal coatiul sup-
ply the obscks and molwrs of Lhe pulitival
mwohanben. Now, at the prowent hour a
govornment by partina Is impractioable in
Iwaly. Thore was a Wine, namely, bulweon
1839 and 167, when Lthe Eogilsh system, of
which Cavouu was so onthusinatic an ndvo-
ocate, worked smoothily euotygh ; when all the
membors of Uhe lower Houds, howaver Lhoy
might diffor regrarding tho objocts of loglsla-
tion, ooncurred in oordinlly upholding the
dynasty : whoa, in ehort, his Mujesty's Gov-
ernmeul was duly counterbalanoed by his
Majosty's Oppositlon.  Although during
most of that period the Right or Moderate
party kopt its grasp upou ovflloe, it wns oon-
stanty hold 1o chook by the stroog wod io-
croasing forocs of the Progreasists, who oo-
oupid tho Lieft of tho Chamber,

In 1878, hownvor, the Right was d~foated,
and lu the subsequent geueral eleetlon saw
Its numbers roduved to 8 woak minority,
Sinoe that timo It has ocontuanlly lost
ground, and now, ocoutrolling only an inpun-
aiderablo faction of the soats In tho lower
House, I8 disqualifiod for the functions of a
regular opposition.  Nor lies any new parly
arisen on the oxtreme Loft of tho Chamber
compaetent to assumo tho rdle of supervision
and olstruotion which tho Right is too foeble
o dlschinrge. 1L b8 bruo Lhat at Lho Inal olec-
tion tho Radicals nnd the Republicans ro-
turned twlon ns many membora as they had
In the previous Parlimmont, yel even now
thoy can only mustor about 40 in atotal of 608

The rosult has bacn that the old Left,
having acquired a hugoe distention and pro-
ponderauoe In the Chambor, and having for
seven years bven freed from the wholesome
restraints of redoubtable competition, has
onasad to have a doflnite programme of Its
own, and has undergoun & rapid process of
tlsintegration. In the absonoe of a formida-
bilo rival, tho party has split up into groups
which nothing but the remarkable dexterity
of DErnreTid has withheld from open rupture,
and even the address aod Lact of the Primo
Miniater have not provented violent dissen-
sloos from breaking out at intervals within
the Cabinet, Indeed, sltbough his hands
weore strangtheosd by the serulin de liste,
DxprETiS cutered oo Lhe last electoral oon-
tert with serious forebodiogs, and, with o
view of offsetting n posalble alliance botween
certaln of his Minlstorial colleagues and the
Rudioals, mude overtures in s specch which
he deliversd at Stradella to the surviving
remnant of the Right.

Tho Premier's declaration that he would no
longer countenance the 1ore agRICEsive see-
tions of the Left, aud the virtual combina-
tion offocted botween his personal followers
and the Right at the polls, ereated o new
political situntion, the signilleance of which
hiws Leen revealed by the recent parliament-
ary ineldent and the ensuing changes in the
Cabinet. Blgnor Derners kopt part of his
pledge to the Right by treating with Indiffer-
ancn or positive disfavor the projects of the
two Minlsters representing the more ad-
vaneed portion of the Left, whereupon thoy
cnused soine of thelr partisans to attack the
Government. When tho debate was ewded,
nud the erisis came, the Right codperated
with tho Prewler's supporters, and the
rebelllous Minlsters, having only 239 votes at
thalr baok, have potl only been foreed to -
sign, but for the present must expect to be
trontd with m good deal of disdalp, Tut
even Derneris cannot i1l thele places with-
out Increasing the number of his enciules.
It he carrles out faithfully tho programme
indieated at Btradelln and glves both posts
to the Right, ho sy allonate some powerful
membors of the Laft on whom he has hith-
erto rellod, I oo other haod, the Right are
exnsporated by falling to reecive tho ex-
pected recompensn for thelr recent services,
they will soize overy opportunity to harass
the Ministry by combining with Its encinles
oo the extreme Loft,

It g, ln brief, Impossiblo for DeErReTs
himself, notwithstanding his parliamontury
oxportness and the innenss ajority which
he veatensibly commands, to form a homo-
gencous and harmoulous Cablnet. In the
not distant event of tho death or retiroment
of the present Promier—who, It must e res
membered, (8 o very old nan —nothing could
prevent the hmnodinte, fagraut, aud incur-
wbla dissolution of the Laft,  Thore would be
an lostantancous reconstruction of parties
on prinviples similar to those whioch Dernes
Ti4 soeema to have contemplated at Stea-
della, By a cvalition of the old Right
with the less progresslve mombors of the
old Lot a uow Consorvative party would be
oreated, while the more advanced sections of
the prisout Minlsterialist fores would unite
with the Radieals snd Ropublivans, Nor
would the two opposing vrganieations thua
formod bo 50 uncqually balancod as might
appear from the compogition of the present
Chasmber of Deputios, Copservative obsoery-
ers conslder it, no doubt, an ominous fact
that, sithough the Radicals and Republicans
roturned only some forty mombors at the last
genoral olection they nctually cast a third of
all the votes thrown, With such proots of
strength among the peaple, they would need
no very largne soceasions from the Minlstorial
rauks to make the pext contest s drawn
buttie.

It i8 trun, howsvor, that if people drink
lagor bear thay are far loss liable to ot
drunk and disorderly than if they guzzle
opirite; and therofors tho growth of the de-
mand for the comparativaly lnnooont bever-
ago hia bowen of groat advaninge to thls coun-
try. Justso far as it bas displeosd diatilled
liquors, the popalsr driok of old Umas, Lager
has unquestivarbly tenldod to diminish
drunknosss, ILmay bo Lhat psople are oot
tomporate in tholr use of the malt bavarays,
bul it takes vory muoh mors of It than of
whiskeny, for instanos, Lo maks thym drunk;

In1%63. Tt was betwoea thoss yoars that tha
onvrmous growth In thoe mawufaecture of
boar oosurred, aud the domand for it, pro-
viously simost sotirely confloed to the Gor-
mans, rpread among the whols people, In
1863 only 64,395,375 gallons of bobor waro pro-
dused, whilo the quantity was 635,514,035
gallons in 1942,

whiskoy drinking; aod to that extent It
hos actod nan tompoerance agent. At least
it has holpod vory materially to bring aboul
the docrease tn diunkennoss which hns boon
oheorvable of late yoars. People may nou
drink less than formerly, but thoy Lake the
wild stimulant more, and so are loas linble
Lo ot drank.
