Broadway is ono of the four or five great
strests of the world, and, with all ita architeo-
tural faflings, s the priccipal eauss of the
good Improssion whioch our oty ususity
firat makes upon sirapgers. The ocortainty
with which one furna 1820 It and retiuris to it,
no matter where else he may have to go: (ta
magniflcant longth, its bustle, and the showy
nppenrsnce of the majority of the bulldings on
it, make It & very Imposing thoroughfare. In
othor streots of egual fame most of the houses
nro very plaln or tamo and vary Hitle from one
another. On Broadway, carvings and cantings,
pillars and cornless are the rule, uot the

oxcention, and the eyo does nol at
once pereolve that they are maluly of
Iron  or #ine, and of paltry design.

Though tho styles of stono-bullding moro or
lesm loosoly eopled in those materisls are many,
the neweomer la plensed to find that the
wlmple pillar or pler and round arch charnctor-
istlo of northern Italy prodominate, because,
while pleasant and easlly understood, this stylo
wooma as sulitable to our clear and dry atmos-
phiere as it is Lo that of the country in which it
orlginated, But when one bocomos tired of the
shinm architooture of our shop fronts, and looks
ubout him for some bullding really worth rost-
ing hils eyo upon, he finds little to oom pare with
#von the lesser nrenitoctural glorles of Kuro-
ponn citios. Wo have a lnrgo number of big
bulldings, most of thom so situated that ona
i hnrdly miss soning thom; bat, for anythiog
in thoir appearancs, fow aro worthy of & seo-
ond glunes  Thoss that can bo looked upon
with plowsurs are sithorqults old or quite now;
und very many are atroclous specimens of
bungling and bad taste,

Of our older publie bulldings the United
States Tronsury In Wall atrect, which (s not a
bail model of a Dorle templs, and thoe Hitle
Lonle hullling beslde it, whiloh orves us the
Adsay OfMow, cin safely be commonded, not for
orlginslivy, but for good architocturnt feoling,
The somoewhint lanky Muted columns of the
Custom Hounss wres not devold of grace, and the
Giothilaspire of Trinity, which closes the vista
up this rathaer decont street, s not Incongruons
with theso olassie matters.  The old Clty Hall,
too, strikos ono ns u reasonable pieco of work,
nml the front of St Poter's old Catholis ehurch,
