without any warning the western string
piece of the halfdecayed pier parted and
more than halot the crowd worn thrown Into
ten feet ol Those on the outskirts of
tho crowd wore able to save themolvef by
ipringing bock as the pier foil

Darkness added much to the confusion and
little could be done promptly to rcscue the
drowning Some boats from the shorn wore
pushed Into the wntjr The cries of mothers
for their children of the young girls and of
men face tface with death were terrible

The Rev W E Starr pastor Corpus Christ
Roman Catholic Church who witnessed the
tragedy said tonight Thn wharf at Tlvoll
ran out from tbo shore perhaps onu thousand-
feet Near both ends of tho wharf wore large
gates which were generally kept closed upon
tho arrival of the boat Last night a number
of persons fatigued and desiring to obtain ad-
vantageous
